their manager, confessed that same night, his club was far from satisfactory
and he was looking about for another inflelder and another outfislder, not to
mention pltehera.

Barrow's initial handicap lay in the pliching department, and now he
finds himself in sorer need than ever of divers other elements of a real ball
club. He wants one outfielder, a right handed hitter who can hit: two
pitehers, ons of tham a left hander who can win games, and one hard hitting
inflelder.
