BUILDING SITUATION
[MPROVES RAPIDLY

Many Plans Put Into Execu-
tion to Make Money More
Basily Available for Toans.

]

"Mow that it ls eomoaded In Anancial
and bullding cireles that it has boen,
s high cost of money and laber and
not the high cost of materials that has
been responsible for incremsed consiruo-
tion costs, efforts that are belng made
fu wvarlous municipalitles te put plans
fnto execution wherehy money may be-
eoma more avallable for mortgage louns
ars mesting with real sucotss’ acoord-
Ing to the Amerioan Architect’s weekiy
review,  “Most practical of the f[dean
sc¢ far advanced to make loan money
more liguld are thoss which would ex-
amipt from Incomes tam mortgage Invest-
menta up to $30,000 or $40,000, the
Pedearal Loan Bank plan, and diversion

of mortgage [nstitution monsy from
Wall Streot Investment back to bullding
loans.

“In the present wsituation, whan mo
much depends upon speed In getting as
many homen bullt by autumn as la
to aid In the solution of the housing
problem, the exemption from income
tax plan seems to be the most practical
of thosa advanced. It would take con-
#iderable tims for the Loan Bauk plan
t5 be put In operation and consequently
it mufd not ald much in the pressnt
emergency, Exemptions from Stats In-
cume tax ean be made quickly, and
then the Federal authoritiss can ba
asked to glve some exemptions in favor
of mortgnge holdings up to a reason-
able amount.

“It ia unfalr for the Government to
put farm loan bonds at § per cent to
the Inveastor and exempt them from all
tazation. That la favoring one ciuam
agrinst the rest of the people. The time
should soon come when mortgage loans
for bullding can be had on the same
ferms as farm loans,

“Opponents of these two plans, which
have been strongly advoeated by the
New York State Reconstruction Commis-
#on, clalm that In the case of the Fed-
eral Loan Home Bank thers would be
diMculty in pelling the bonds at this time,
And that the exemption of mortgage
Joans from the Income tax ls poor prin-
eiple, espacially since United Btates Gov-
ernment bonds are still subject to tax.
They oharge bad methods, but s It
not the best thing to be dons under pres-
ent ronditions? Tt surely makes for the
llquidity - of Joans, and that is what
¢ounts above all slse in the present situ-
ation.

"In attempting to solve New TYork
clty's problem, which may be truly sald
fo be barometric of conditions slsewhere
in the country, sugmestiona made by
Bamuel Untermyer, widaly ¥nown law-
yer, include tmmediate disposal by In-
Surance companies of the bank and other
stocks which they wers required by law
to disposs of eight years ago; the com-
pulsory Investment I!n mortgages and
bonds in unencumbered real property of
ons-half of the assols of life, fire, health
and casualiy companlies and the savings
banks of the Stats, and Investigation by
the Federal Trade Commission ‘to break
up unlawful combinations that now exist
‘n the bullding tradea’

“The statement of Mr, Untermyer that
Insurance companies are putting obsta-
cles In the way of Improving housing
conditions by withdrawing thair
former pollcy of landing on bonds and
mortguges and investing thelr money In
‘Wall Strest securities brought answers
from officials of various Insurance com-
panies. The ocorporations brought
out the fact that when the Government
put the check on dullding during the war
it was natural for them to seek invest-
ments In other falde. Since 1917 there
has also besn extensive subscriptions to
Government loans and United States
Treasury certificates of indebtedness. It
was argued that If it ia true that the
practice of loaning on real estate was
disccntinued it was done for the purpose
of responding to s greater necessity. Mr.
Untermyer declared that if twelve insur-
Ance companies would unload thelr rail-
road and Industrisl stocks s sum of
100,000,000 could be raised to ald In
solving the problem of financing new
conAtruction.

“It would appear from these repre-
sentations that what has been callpd the
high cost of money In, In New York at
least, due to Imploper diversion of funds
into channels that are more lucrative to
the waning companies and to discrim-
fnation that adversely affects the amount
that would otherwise be avallable for
mortgage loans,

"It becomes each day more clearly
Apparent that the claims loudly met
forth that it ls the high cost of ma-
tarials that ls preventing tha normal
resuinplion of bullding 1s In a groat
moasure propaganda to disguise the real
causs. The actual retardant, in this
immediate locality at least, is logically
demonstrated to be the non-liguidity of
mortgage loana™

In the meantime, however, architects
all over the ocountry are very busy.
There Ia & soarcity of draftsmen and
thoss avallable are asking greatly in-
ersased remuneration, Aecording to the
sme publication “bullding ls going
ahead briskly In all sections There i
not only a large amount of planning
for cost houmes, but sctual work
has started on many factories, siores
and other types of commaercial construc-
tion. All this activity is reflected in a
grenter demand for bullding matarinl
laumber |8 moving from the yards to
ragular trads channels in exceptionally
heavy volume. and with an acute searcity
af stocks manufacturers and dealers
Ara experisncing diMculty in replenish-
19g supplies to meet the demand, All
lumbser 18 holding fArm In price, with
advances during ths woeek In the whols-
#ale values of yellow pins, hemlook,
fir, cypress and some of the hardwoods.

“Brick and all clay products are in
wood demand. The same s trus of the
matal bullding material Items, eapecially
radiation. Officlals of a leading radlator
company report a marked Improvernent
fn business. They say that In conse-
nuence of bigger bullding projects thers
Is & substantial galn in the demand for
bollers. radiators and all heating equlip-
ment. Prices of radiation are anchanged

“In practically all llnes of business
the former policy of walting for lower
prices has changed to one of buying at
Presant quotations, and there arg few
who now cling to the bellef that recon-
struction will go abhead on & lower price
Baxis. Financlers and the heads of hig
dorporations now msee nothing but activ-
ity ahead, with a bullding movement
Hkealy to devalop Into n boom following
the signing of the peace treamty.™

‘The American thatched shingle
roof, therefore, In an attempt to do
something which la agreeable In [teelf
rather than to imitate anything cl.u;
Thia roof permits—indeed naturally
meems to demand—a soft brown coler,
which would not have much quality on
straight mechanically lald shingles.
Such a roof oftan solves In an Inter-
sating manner some irregularities of the
plan which would bother & formal de-
algn. In fact Informality and rather
numercus projections and surfaces are
of the sssence of its usa It will readily

This sort of roof suggests a varled
4 of material, plain rough stucco, half
timber and brick may all be comblined
In the aame bullding.

In the house at Jamaica Estates the
entrance ls very pleasantly smphasized,
not by the dootway Itsell as one natu-
rally expects, but first by placing tim-
ber work Iin the entlre large gable, than
by projecting a leaser gable over the
door and finally by breaking out a bay

That is the analy-
nis of the charm of this houss, In addl-
tion to the fact that the roof s brought
low at all perspectives with no long
vartical line, This house has also &
marked "furnishing’’ quality. It stands
on a perfectly bare place and yet with

The house designed by me at Kensing-
ton, Great Neck, is built of hollow tile
with a waricolored brick on the first
story and dark timber and rough stucco
above applied to the tile. The rough

The laying of such & roof is n trick
which Intelligent carpsnters soon learn
&nd which interests them. No formal
pattern s used. It Is not necessary to
eut the butts of the shingleg to a curved
line; the sides are simply trimmed off
with a hatchet as the shingles are lald.
Thus, If the ahingles are cut toward the
top and lald close together an upward
curve is produced, while If cut toward
the butt the curve goes downward.

Bo far s my experience goks these
roofa are very tight and lasting, because
they take m large number of shingles and

s0 have several thicknoeases to keep out

the weather. Roofs of thia character
should be lald on boards not on shingle
Iath; then the carpenter can nall them
frealy and firmly.

Buch roofs as these are, In my judg-
mant, for occasional and isolated wuse,
that I to say, not In groups or top near
cach other. If so used distinction and
individuality are lost, more so probably
than with any other type or style

Although writing at present about
ons particular form or treatment of the
suburban house, I ahould like to make
one remark that applies to all sorte—a
house that s architecturally mood s
rarely for saleat least not for long.

FAIR TO GO HIGHER

Little Hope of Material Prices Ever Re-
verting to Pre-War Levels, Says
Turner Company Official

war. For each ona dollar that oconl was
advanced the price of cement has auto-
matically advanced about 20 cents. The
price of conl ls now probably around $2a
ton at the mines. The freight rates on
conl have been advanced, so that ce-
ment costs for fuel alone st least 80
cents more a barrel. The other heavy
Item in cement production ia labor. Com-
mion labor 18 used In mining the rock, In
transporting to milll, In pecking the bags
and loading cara. 'Whera labor used 1o
bo 16 cents an hour it Is now 40 to 46
centa.  Bo It can be safely sald that the
actual production cost must be double
that of 1913-1918.

“To the production cost must be added
the overhesad, which consists of depre-
ciation und repairs, a heavy item In ce-
mantg mills; interest on investment, sell-

overhoad cost & barrel of cement. Bo
that the statement which has been made
that the milla showed a better return in
the pre-war period st 85 cents a barrel
than they do now At ourrent prices may
bo substantiated. TUnder thess ocondl-
tons there seems to be little lkellhood
of n reduction In price until the milla
have been operating for soms time at a
higher percentage of capacity.

Sand and Gravel Have Douhled.

“Both sand and gravel are dependent
upon the cost of common labor and the
cost of transportation. Hoth of these
{tema have more than doubled since
1018, The sand and gravel plants dur-
Ing 1818 ald practically nothing outside
of Government work, with consequent
Leavy overhead expensss, so that it is
doubtful whether any material reduc-
tion can be expectsd in the sand price.
The smount of gravel produced In New
Yurk and viclnity ia relatively small and
follows the price of Broken stone.

“Lumber Is also dependent upon the

cost and scarcity of labor to eut
the timber and upon the transporta-
tlon rates. Tha lumber price In the

South \a practically doubls the prewar
fgures. The common Jabor In the for-
gatn comts over twice the prewar rate
and is becoming very searce. The lumi-
her Is balng out further away from the
rallroads, making it more diffioult to ship.
