Voakell in Rars Form.

Voshell held the master hand through=
out. He was right at the top of his
form and the streaks of wildness which
frequently spoll his tennia wers entirely
missing from the game he played yes-
terday. While his steadiness was &
great big factor In his victory It wam
his extremely severs service that counted
most for him.

The singles match turned out to ba
one of those contests always looked for
but seen seldom in teurnaments outalde
of the natlonal championship. It was &
slambang affalr from start to finlsh,
with neither man attempting at any
time to play safe. Both Voabell and
Throckmorton tried persistently to score
thelr aces clean on placement, as a re-
ault of which there was not a single long
rally throughout the course of the mateh.
The only resemblance to a rally was on
the very last point of the match, and
then the ball crossed the net only four
times befora Voshell finished the rally
on & beautiful cross court shot which
left hia rival standing fist footed.

Mateh Is Cloae.

The play was really a great deal
closer than the score would indicate. In
the first met, for inftance, although
Throckmorton falled to take a game, he
forced the first five games to deuce be-
fore they were decided. In three of the
games—the first, fourth and fifth—the
New Jersey champlon led at 40-love, only
1o lose tha game, and in the second and
third games he led Voehell In each at
40-30. This goes to show that in five of
these six games a point in time would
have saved Throckmorton. Voshell was
there, however, to kesp Throckmorton
from getting the point in time.

- Woshell's mervice Is the fact that the
Jersey title holder failed to break
through until the elghth gams of the
third set. This was not due to any
weakening on the part of Voshell, but
to the fact that Throckmorton made
some startling gets and was able to
mnake them count. Voshell was leading
at 4—3 when ‘Throckmorton broke
through. Encouraged by this feat. the
soungster carried off the next two games
aud the set.

In the fourth wmet Throckmorton
dropped the opening game on his own
pervice, after deuce had been called, but
rallled and took the second game, mak-
Ing mome of the most beautiful place-
ment shots of the match. This was the
last opportunity that the New Jersey
boy had to shine, for Voshell played
whirlwind tennis thereafter and took
the next five games, which gave him the
pet and mateh, with the loss of only
four points.
