To this
endt they will try for a test vote on the
nuestion of taking up the Knox resolu-
tian, and if they fall mt that point pro-
pose 1o pressnt & petition for applica-
tien of the cloture rule which, though
for two years part of the Senate’'s rules,
pever has heen revoked,

Teat for Knox's Strength.

It 1a explnined that nobody hopes to
apoly cloture 1o this quelition, beciiune
it requirea a two-thirds vote ‘o irvoke
ft. Hut by Initiating the closture pro-
eceeding & ‘est vote might be secured.
The rule requires that If sixteen Bena-
tors ask for application of cloture the
question shall be put within two daya
without debate. It requires a two-thirds
vole to ndopt it. So adoption is out of
1b# question. Nevertheless the vote will
provide a test of sentiment toward the
Enox resolution.

Mexicans Sent on the Ran,

Whild the infantry was keeping the
Mexicans more than busy, a cavalry de-
tachment sllpped behind them and got
on thair flanks, where they opensd up
with rifles and machine guns, Within
half an hour the Villistas had been de.
feated and weore breaking up into bands,
running for thas H]I'ila or flesing south-
ward over the plaths, pursued by Ameri-
can cavalry. The United States troop-
ors pursued the Villistas for mseveral
hours, killing & number of them, and re-
turning 1o the Texas anide with a hun-
