But they recognise, with the German
deiega'lon, the advantage of arriving aa
soon aa possible at the fixed and definite
sum which, shall he payable by Germany
and accepted by the AM las It is net
possible to fix this sum for the
extent of damage and the cost of repair

not yet ascertained. They
are, therefore, willing to accord to Ger-
many all necessary and reasonable
facilities to enable her to survey the de-

vastated and damaged regions, and to
make proposals thereafter within four
months of the signing or the treaty or
a settlement of the claims tinder each
of the categories of damage for which
she Is liable. If within the following
two months an agreement can be
reached, the exact liability of Germany

have been ascertained. If agree
ment haa not been reached by then, the
arrangement as provided In the treaty
Will be executed

The allied and associated Powers
have given careful consideration to the
request of the German delegation that
Germany should be admitted to the
lyogue of Nations as one or the condi-
tions of peace. They are unable to ac-

cede to this request. The German revo-
lution was postponed to the last moment
of the war, and there Is as yet no
guarantee that It represents a permanent
change.
