WEST BUYS FAIRLY

FREELY FOR FALL

Purchases for XT. 8. as Whole
Increase 1.7 Per Cent .

Over Last Week.

Western buyers have hssn fairly free
In thelg, advance purchases of fall mer-
chandise, according to the Credit Jhs--

nsmster of the Credit Clearing House,
which weakly osteon over 30,000 separ-

ate transact Ions totalling more than
lio.ooo.ooo. There waa also consider
able lata buying of summer goods during
the past weak, according to the report,

"Indebtedness." U says, "Inoreased in
four sections over last weak, bat only
two sections show an Increase over the
same week laat year. The average for
the country la lower than any cor-
responding period recorded tn former
years.

"Payment fell off to some extent last
week In the West and. South, but main-
tained their splendid record la the Bast."

Taking the United States aa a. whole
purchase Increased l.T per cent com-
pared to last week, and declined 1.1 par
cent, from the corresponding wsek last
year. Indebtedness Inor eased .6 par
cent, ovsr laat wsek, but declined .7 per
cent from last year. Payments fell off
1.7 per cent, from last week and ad
vanced .6 per cent, over a yea ago.

The Eastern section showed declines
of 1.1 per cent. In purchases, and . per
cent. In Indebtedness. Payment activ
ity remained stationary.
