On the other hand,
Mrs. Charles Wheelwright, De Va-Itra- 's

mother, said at her home in
Rochester yesterday that she had not
heard from her son since he was In

prison and that ahe did not believe he
bad landed In America. Some of his fol-

lowers In New York said he waa not In
America at all but was In Switzerland,
boland said they were merely trying to
conceal the fact of the arrival. It waa
reported on Friday that the flying
Irishman was In Philadelphia, but Bo-
land rays he waa neither there nor In
New York.

Boland waa at the Waldorf yesterday.
He stid he waa secretary of the Sinn
rein organisation ot Ireland and Mem-
ber of Parliament for South Roscommon.
Ha ssld that he himself came to Amer
ica as a stoker four weeka ago as hla
principal's advance representative. He
preferred not to aay how he got aboard
Us ship, as It might embarrass other
Irishmen intending to visit this country
He asserted that De Valera left the
ether side sixteen days ago and had not
asked tor a passport because he did not
recognise the right of Great Britain to
Issue passports to Irishmen.

Seee Slavery for Krias.
"I have been with the President since

the Dublin riots of April II, ltlt," Bo-
land said. "I was In Jail with him for
a time and helped him to escape front
Lincoln Prison. We are not here to
meddle In American politics. We are In-
terested only In international recognition

t the Irish Republic. If the League o
Nations Is consummated with the cove
nant In its present form it will consign
Ireland to perpetual slavery. Our main
objection la to Article X which per- -
teiuaiiy guarantees the territorial in
terrlty of Great Britain, thus shutting
out Ireland from a chance of ever re
gaining her freedom. I do not know
ho long the President Intends to re
main In the United Statea, but he will
to to Washington soon.

"President De Valera was born In
New York city In 18SI. No question
can be raised about hla right to be here.
as ne is an American citizen."
