Without Amendment Called Worthless

gaged in advocating the amendment of covenant before ratifica-
tion.

Pepper said this petition means either nothing that is im-

portant or something that is not true. If it is no more than a declara-
tion that a man should not be for or against the league merely be-

cause he is a Democrat or a Republican it asserts what nobody ques-
tions and therefore is at beat a waste of words. If, however, it means
Republican partisanship is the real reason fox opposition to the league
it asserts something which its draftsman and etgnera know to be
contrary fact.

ROOT WOULD LOP

OFF COVENANT

a system of arbitration or Judical deci-
sion upon questions of legal right
Nothing has been done toward providing
for the revision or development of In-

ternational law. In theee respects prin-
ciples maintained by the United States
without variation for half century
are still Ignored, and we are left with
a programme which rests the hope of
the world for peace In a Govern-
ment of men and not of laws following
the dictates of expediency and not of
right Nothing has been done limit
the vast and Incalculable obligation
which Article X. of the covenant under-
takes to Impose upon each member of
the league to preserve against external
aggression the territorial Integrity and
political Independence of all members
of the league all over the world.

"The clause authorising withdrawal
from the league upon two years notice
leaves a doubt whether mere charge
that we had not performed some Interna-
tional obligation not put It In the
power of the omractl to take Jurisdiction
of the charge as a disputed question and
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hatred among own Inhabitants of
foreign origin wlien this country Inter-
feres on foreign grounds between the
races which they sprung?
can we prevent bitterness disloyalty
toward our own Government on the
part of those against whose In
their old homes ws have Intervened for
no cause own? Article con-
fronts with consequences very simi-
lar tn those had In
mind when he advised us to keep out of
the quarrels of Burope and to keep the
quarrels of Europe out of America. It
Is following this wise that the
United States has attained a position of
unity and of which
enables her to promote peace mightily
because she Is not a party to the quar-
rels that threaten to disturb peace.

"She Is free front suspicion , she Is not
the object of hatred or distrust: her
friendship Is valued and her word Is po-

tent. We oan be of infinitely more value
to the peace of the world by keeping out
of all the petty and selfish that
arise tlim we can by binding ourselves
to take part In them. far as It Is
necessary to modify this historic

policy In order to Into ef
fect a practical plan for league of

to preserve peace we ought to
and we ought not to go one step further.
The step proposed X. Is not
necessary such plan and we ought
not to take It.

"As to the statement of
about American questions contained in
the foregoing paragraph numbered I, the
most ardsnt advocates for accepting the
league covenant exactly as It stands in-

sist that the pro visions already Inserted
about the Monroe Doctrine and other
purely American questions mean Just
what this proposed resolution en. ye. R
that be true, nobedy can object to
the resolution which puts the meaning
beyond question.

"It is Important not only for la-
tere, of America hut for the peace of
the world that such provisions should be
free from doubt and occasion for dis-
pute. , on the other hand, their view
In wrong and the provisions already In-

serted may be construed net to mean
what resolution says, then reso-
lution certainly ought to Included In
the consent to the ratification.
