GERMAN TRADE,

SAYS D. S. AGENT

jf. C. Sternbach Charges

That Cable Messages From
This Side Are tteld.

CITES SPECIFIC CASK

Wall Street Man Asserts Big
Oil Sale Was Lost Through

Interference.

llaurlre C. 8ternbach, agent for an
exporting; firm of the Wall Street dis-

trict has returned from Holland with
evidence of Interference with ruble
msssajres which he believes ahowa
strong British Influence at work to
,onserve all the Netherlands trade,
much of which eventually finds Its way
into Germany, for Brltlah firms solely.
Mr. gternbach sent a message to his

hrm In this city from Amsterdam May
I asking for a price Quotation on 1,000

tarrels of lubricating oil which he had
arranged to sell to a Holland firm. He
recelTed no answer and cabled again
May 11 On May 29 ha received his
answer, but In the meantime, ha has it
B good authority, a British agent had

elosed the deal.
Mr. Sternbach presents In evidence

the blU for cable charges returned to
t.m by the Government owned cable
company of Holland, which transmits
Its message via. England. The state-
ment that the aale was made even-tuaLy'- to

an English firm he obtained
from a member of the company with
which, he had bean dealing.

(rrnera Seek Gertaasi Trad.
Mr. Sternbach makes no attempt to

ttfl fte '" t that the oil he hoped to
ell to the Holland firm waa intended for

Germany. The necessity for coneeallng
this fart disappears. In hla opinion, upon
information which he obtained that large
numbers of liriUsh and French agents
are actively at work In occupied German
territory supplying the goods that Ger-msn- il

needs. Their operations began soon
after the armistice, according to hla
Information, and have continued unobs-
tructed by any of the obstacles that
art placed In the way of Americana
seeking to gain advantage from the
same trade.

'The FYench officers with the Army
f Occrrpation are nothing but. French

merchants In the guise of officers," Mr.
Sternbach declared. "They have opened
the way for direct trade and their sales
most have reached into the hundred mill-

ions. Much of the goods which they
are selling the Hermans are army stores,
clothes and manufactured goods of all
kln'ls.

"The English la the occupied areas
are selling chiefly from army stores
which have piled up In Kngland waiti-
ng for shipment to the war aonoa.
Upon the signing of the armistice Engl-
and sent her agents into the occupied
territory at one.

American areata Walked.
Mr. Ptembach herewith exhibited a

copy of the Cologne teituna. which he
purchased In Amsterdam containing a
r.umber of advertisements Of foods
ottered for sale which ha says could
not possibly be secured within Ger
many. The names of the dealers in
irnetiral'iy every case are not English,
but In other cases addresses of the
firms only are given. Among these
goods offered arc typewriters, military
goods, wines, manufactured articles,
perfumes. One of the advertisements
i plainly labelled "Frarutoalscbes
Haus" or French House.

He assumes that
full sanction for this trade extension
must have been given both by the British
and French Governments.
Bow Brltlah Worked the Game.
Germany's need for manufactured

products has been the rhlf Inmlmiloo
; for th sudden rush of business agents

iuw ner leirnory. Major F. G. Jack-son, a Red Cross agent, at Hanover, at
Mr. Sternbach's request, prepared a list of
commoaitios Tor which the greatest mar-
ket now exists In Germany. The chief
iwms are for clothing, food, mechanical
equipment, seed and fertiliser. Al.
though the statement was obtained with
some difficulty by Mr. Sternbach. he be-
lieves that the British months ago ob-
tained exactly the aame information and
probably in more detail.

In support of his contention that the
Brltlah banks are exercising a power-
ful influence In German territory Mr.
Sternbach when in Amsterdam read let
ters written to One of the largest Hol-
land commercial Institutions by a Ger
man customer, one of them suggested
that an Engllah Ann could offer much
more advantageous terms and handle
the business with grester facility, as
they would require no sneclal license.
The Holland Arm made Inquiry aa to
me source of the recommendation favor-
ing the Engllah firm, and received the
answer that th recommendation had
been made to the German by the Stan-
dard Bank of South Africa.

Aa additional testimony of the Interest
which the British are displaying Mr.
Sternbach produced a letter from Major
Jackson, the British Red Cross agent,
written to him on Mav 5. It gave this
review of trade possibilities in Ger- -
mnr.y:

So far as I can gather foodstuffs of
all kinds are very scarce n Germany,
ea"ept for certain ones produced In the
country districts where the producers
havo been hoarding to a certain extent
With regard to cutlery I should say
that the country is better supplied than
in most things, aa their retail shops
make quite a good show. There is, I
should say. very little copper In the
country. Metala generally, with the ex
ception of Iron, appear conspicuous by
their absence."

Mr. Sternbach places especial im-
portance upon this letter because of Its
British source.

Aetaal Conditions la Germany
Tn the three weeks that ha spent be-

fore finally deciding to return home In
the face of difficulties which seemed In-

surmountable in completing any trade
against the existing favored competitors,
Mr. Sternbach had an opportunity to
learn of actual conditions in Germany.
He has embodied these conclusions in a
report to his company, which are in part
as follows:

"The food conditions of Germany are
very bad. There has been a slight im-
provement since the armistice In the
fish consumption, because the Allies have
lifted the blockade, and Germany is at
present able to receive large quantities
of fish from Holland, as well aa from
Norway and Sweden. But the popula-
tion of the occupied territories are still
practically on war rations. There are
absolutely no cattle left; therefore, but-
ter Is sn unknown article, excepting that
which Is surreptitiously smuggled In or
possibly made by a few farmers who
were able to save sons cows. When
batter can be obtained It sells from
about 40 marks to 60 marks a pound,
which Is. according to the present rate
of exchange, between 13.20 and 14 a
pound.

"There are absolutely no meats.
There ar no fats of any description,
an.l there Is an absolute scarcity of su-
gar, cheese and all other articles that
are made of Ingredients appertaining to
dairy products. The Inhabitants) are
subsisting, rather than living, from day
to day with ths hope that conditions
will Improve A dinner In Frankfort,
consisting of some soup, a little plain
fish, some veal, carrots and two bottles
of ordinary Rhine wine, cost 160 marks.
There Is nothing but the shell of Ger-
ms ny left of Its economlo sslf. Fac-
tories stlU stand intact, but hare not
an ounce of raw material between them,

"It will he a long time before Germany
becomes a factor in the manufacturing
world again. The absolute disorganisa
tion of its skilled labor will take many
months. If not years, before efficiency
will be restored. The men retaining
from the army do not wish to work.
They recognise no head and they are
fighting for the principle of a six hour
workday, more drastic, therefore, than
any of the labor demands of either
France, Kngland or America. This will
result in cutting the former outout in
half and It will take a long time bet ire
they will be considered again competi
tors c: Amenua or IigIanc;.'

Mr. Sternbach said that the average
time required for letters to reach Hol-
ism d Is divided between ten days to Erur- -
land and twenty daya from England to
Holland, samples which were mailed to
htm in Holland shortly after hla dene
ture from this city bare not yet been re
ceived.

HIDE STOCKS INCREASE.

Total Boleuuaaxs In Axuerlca Baleeg
by Importations.

Increase In stocks of practically nil
flaeees of hides and skins held in the

The mcreasea sre due largely to Im
portations. The only classes showing
decreases are whole hog skins and deer
and elk skins.
