LAWYER WILL PRESS
DANNEMORA CHARGE

Greenspan Obtains Release ot
James Belden.

I.ouis Greenspan, a Queens lawyer,
announced yesterday that later this week
he will go before the Prison Investigat-
ing Committee appointed recently by
Gov. Smith and lay before the Investi-
gators In detail charges he filed with
the Governor against Dr. John R. Ross,
superintendent of the Dsnnemora State
Hospital for the Criminal Insane. The
lawyer returned yesterday from Platta-bur- g,

where on Saturday he argued for
the release from the hospital of three
prisoner In whose behalf he obtained
writs of habeas corpus.

The writs were argued before Justice
Kellogg of the Supreme Court, and ac-
cording to Mr. Greenspan Justice Kel-
logg announced that he will arrange for
tha immediate release of James Belden,
formerly of this city, who. the lawyer
charges, although aane haa been illegally
detained In the hospital fourteen years.
The formal charges aubmltted to the
Governor by Mr. Greenspan allege that
two men were beaten death by guards
at the hospital and that all of the pris-
oners are underfed and 111 treated. He
says he got his information following
observations he made while securing the
release from the hospital of his own
brother, Istrphy Greenspan, who was
proved to he sane and was discharged.

Besides Italderi, Mr. Greenspan la en-
deavoring to have released Philip Riahop
of 800 Mrytle avenue, Brooklyn. He
says he can prove that Bishop la Il-

legally held. The third man in whose
Interest he is working, air. Greenspan
said h Is not at liberty to name, be-
cause the prlsonsr's term has not ex-
pired, although he la eligible for parole.
In that case the lawyer said Justice
Kellogg promised to place the facts be-

fore the Board of Parole.

Mass Meeting Demands Im-

mediate Evacuation of
Vilnius by the Poles.

A protest was made against the In-

vasion of Lithuania by the Polee and
the immediate evacuation of Vilnius, the
capital of Lithuania, by Poles, Bol-

shevists and other foreign aggressors
was demanded In a petition to Presi-
dent Wilson and the American peace
delegation, which the Lithuanian soci-

eties her adopted yesterday afternoon
In a mass meeting In the Vanderbllt
Theatre.

Every mention of Poland and Premier
Padsrewskl waa greeted with hisses.
while reports of President Wilson's ef-

fort to gain reoognltlon for tha amallei
nation ware enthusiastically applauded.

Kx tracts were read from Padsrewakl's
ddres to the Polish Parliament In

which Lithuania's right to a plebiscite
on the question of independence was
granted, but B. F. Mostowikl. counsel- -

lor to trie Lithuanian delegation In
Paris, who has just returned to this
country, seal the Poles are trying to
force the yote while their troops still oc-
cupy Lithuanian territory.

The Lithuanians want a six months'
Interval during which neither the Poles
nor their own people will be allowed to
publish propaganda. Mr. Mostowskl
said. At tha snd of that period they
will vote according to their desires un-
influenced by force.

"Coming at this late date, after our
appeal to the Polish delegation had
been Ignored for two month," said Mr.
Mostowskl, "It Is apparent that some
pressure has been brought on the Polish
Premier, but I want to warn you that In
order to establish autonomy In these
border psevlnces without prejudice to fu-

ture decisions of the conference we
should Institute Immediately a plebiscite,
and if a vote is taket. s:x mouth from
now, free from the Influence of propa
ganda and the Interference of arms,
the true wish of the people will be
