A dark red touring; car carrying
seven men, and with a grinning, sun-
burned traffic policeman perched on

An order for the civil arrest of Her-
bert C. Loup and Joseph C. Kelsey,
composing the brokerage firm of H. C.
Loup a Co., and of their office mana-
ger, Frank B .Taylor, has been signed
by Justice Donnelly of the Supreme
Court. Sheriff's deputies have had no
better luck In their search for these
men than have detectives of the Die
trlct Attorney's office, who are direct
ed to arrest them on sight.

Loup lives at the Hotel Bossert,
Brooklyn; Taylor, In Flatbuah; Kel
sey was formerly registered at the
Hotel Somerset, Manhattan. All three
appear' to have gone on a vacation
Saturday morning Just before the Dis-

President of Uruguay
Heads Off Revolution

MONTEVIDEO, Uruguay, June
23. After publication to-

day of a decree separating of-
ficers from their command all
the troops were ordered confined
to barracks.

A sensation was caused by the
action of President Brum, who
in the early hours of the morn-
ing signed a decree removing the
officers from their posts and also
from office all partisans of for-
mer President Viera, who is now
president of the National Ad-
ministrative Council.

At the same time President
Brum demanded the immediate
resignation of the chief of police
and the arrest of several regi-
mental officers, including a
brother of Viera.

The police, as well as the
troops, are confined to their
respective stations. Six hundred
artillerymen are guarding the
Government House.

Several Civilians Received Sal-

aries of From $10,000
to $15,000.

EXPENDITURE UNDER FIRE

New York Lawyer Was Paid
$15,000 for Handling

Allied Sales.

Special Peepatch to Tss So.
Washington, June 21. The employ-

ment of several civilians by the Sec-
retary of War at salaries ranging as
high as $25,000 a year to perform spe-
cial services In the War Department
during the war a.nd after was dis-
closed t6-d- to the select House
committee Investigating war expendi-
tures by Secretary Baker.

The full committee held Its first
open meeting y a brief one to
receive from Brlg.-Ge- Lord a writ-
ten statement from Secretary Bakrr
In answer to the last twenty-seve- n

questions which the committee re-

cently submitted to the Secretary.
In answer to the nineteenth question,

asking names of any civilian or partially
civilian organisations auxiliary to the
War Department formed since April ,

1117, the Secretary named three organi-
sations of a "partially civilian" char-
acter and gave a list of Individual
civilians in the Department's employ.

Chief among the latter was the name
of C. W. Hare. The only Information
given in connection with his name was
that he lives In this city, that he holds
the office of director of sales and that
he Is on the roll at a salary of $2&,000
a year.

Big Pa? for Assistant.
Another civilian. C. a. Dorr, Wash-

ington, a lawyer, Is named as special
assistant to the director at a salary
of ll'u.OOO.

Chester W. Cuthell. New York city, a
lawyer, receives a salary of $15,000, ac-
cording to Mr. Raker s statement, for
acting in the capacity of special repre-
sentative of the Secretary of War. In
this case Mr. Baker explains that Mr.
Cuthell la employed to handle "rela-
tions of the War Department with the
several Governments of the European
allies growing out of orders, purchases
and engagements In the procurement of
munitions, supplies and services In this
country," and to bring to his attention
any matters resulting from his Inquiries
that may seem advisable to present per
sonally.

MEN TO INSURE

FLEET SINKING

British Lieutenant Tells of
Vain Attempt to Force
Closing of Sea Valves.

EM DEN IS REFLOATED

Four or Five Destroyers Also
Reported Saved at Seapa

Flow.

Thi-bso-, Scotland, June 23. German

sailors were shot by their own officers
when they attempted to obey the com-
mands of the British officers to return
to their ships and shut the seacocks.
This statement was made by Lieut.
N'uttall of the steamer Alouettc, who
reached here y from Scapa Flow,
where the German ships were sunk.

"I pulled alongside a German de-

stroyer when I saw the ship begin to
settle," said Lieut. N'uttall, "and or-

dered the Germans back to close the
seacocks. Four or five of them turned
back, whereupon the ti nnnn officers
shot three of them dead. We then
opened Arc on the officers and several
of them dropped.

"Others among the Germans then
returned and closed the seacocks. The
Germans were also driven back to
four or five other destroyers. They
closed the seacocks In time to keep
the vessels afloat."

Lieut. Nuttall reports that the
Umden has been pumped out and Is
now afloat. Tho Baden's (Bayern's)
crew was foroed back to that vessel
and compelled to shut the seacocks.

"Directly the first red flag and Ger-
man ensign were hoisted on the first
battleship." he added, "the German
Admiral put off in a motorboat post-
haste to the British air station ashore.
He stated that tho ships were sinking
and requested assistance for the
crews. The Admiral was arrested.
Naval men believe that the trip was
a ruse to lead to the belief that the
crews were taking charge of the ships.
This, however, was not substantiated
by what actually happened."

London. June 23. The German ships

were sunk at Scapa Flow by order of
Kear Admiral von Heuter. who with Ger-
man crewa ia now under arrest. He
stated that he believed from German
newspapers that the armistice had ter-
minated and he personally gave orders
to sink the ships in pursuance of orders
given him early In the war that no Ger-
man man-of-w- was to be surrendered.

A telegram which was received by the
Admiralty from Scapa Flow ststes that
a copy of Von Reuter'a orders of recent
date for the sinking of lbs ships has
been found.

Admlrsl von Reuter will be d

on a charge of having violated
the armistice conditions. Pending ar-
rangements by the Council of Five in
Paris for his trial he will remain In
custody.

Fourteen hundred German seamen
from the German ships at Scapa Flow
have been landed by two British vessels
at Nlgg, Scotland. They were marched
to a Scottish command convalescent camp,
recently evacuated by British troops. A
psrty of the Twentieth Seaforth High-
landers from Fort George, near Inver-
ness, has arrived at the camp at Nlgg
to act as a guard over the Germans.

Commander C. N. Robinson, R. N.
naval expert for the Times, says ;

"The propensity of the German sailors
for scuttling has continued to the end.
First he scuttled our merchantmen, then
he scuttled himself, end now ne has
scuttled his fleet. The news that the
greater part of the German ships In-

terned at Scapa Flow had been sunk at
their moorings was certainly unlooked
for, and it can hardly have been entirely
unexpected. The state of affairs on
board the German ships at rtcapa Flow
has been described by several visitors
and It was not such as to indicate that
care and maintenance parties In those
vessels had an enviable existence.

"There was very little discipline, the
officers exercised little or no control, anil
in some cases It had become necessary
10 send hack to their own country
numbers of German seamen owln,r to
their troublesome behavior. Althrngh
the interned vessels were watched day
and night by armed trawlers, there was
no British guard on board them, for
nnylhlng of tho kind would have been
Inconsistent with the terms of the armls- -
tire, and the crews, therefore, were prac- -

tlcally at liberty to play any tricks with'
the ships they w;sned. They were quite
able to make preparations for scuttling
vessels, and although individual rather
than organised effort might have been '

looked for, no astonishment can really
be felt at what amounts to a breach of
trust, stneo the Hun has neither a con- - '

science nor a sense of honor.

DECLARATION OF

PEACE PLANNED

TO HELP TRADE

Would Put American Busi-nes- s

Men on Parity With
Allied Rivals.

OFFSETS SENATE DELAY

Resolution Also Introduced as
Amendment to Military

Appropriation Bill.

WasHiNOTON, June 23. Senator Fall

(N. M.) Introduced to-d- a Joint res-

olution declaring the state of war be
tween the United States and Germany
to be at an end. Senator Edge (N. J.)
presentod a resolution of similar pur-
port. It was Indicated among Repub-
lican leaders that the Fall measure
would be recognized as the basis of
consideration.

The object of the resolution is to
give America the advantage of re-

establishing the business relations of
peace at the same time as other
countries, thus preventing the other
belligerents from gaining the advan-
tage of being at peace while the
United States, pending ratification of
the treaty by the Senate, nominally
would be In a state of war.

To make assurance doubly sure Mr.
Fall also Introduced his measure as
an amendment to the military appro-
priation bill with the Intention, If the
necessary votes can be commanded, to
make It a rider on that measure. The
purpose Is to force action as soon aa
possible by insisting on consideration
of the rider If a disposition develop
to talk the joint resolution to death.

The rider will be subject to a point
of order, Mr. Fall admitted, on the
ground that it is new legislation, but
the Senate can by vote suspend the
rule against it. Attached to an appro
priation measure of the first impor
tance Its chance of securing the Exec-
utive approval Is considered decidedly
better.

Text of Desolation.
The text of the Joint resolution of

Senator Fall reads;
Whereas, heretofore, to wit, on

April 6, 1917, the Congress of the
United States adopted a Joint resolu-
tion declaring that the Imperial Ger-
man Government had committed re-

peated acts of war against the Gov-

ernment and people of the United
8tates, and "that the state of war
between the United States and the
Imperial German Government which
has thus been thrust uon the United
States Is hereby formally declared,
and that the President be and is
hereby authorized and directed to
employ the entire naval and military
forces of the United States and the
resources of the Government to carry
on war against the Imperial German
Government" j

And whereas by the use of such
forces and means the war so declared
to exist was brought to a successful
termination and an armistice was en-

tered into on November 11, 1918. and
the Imperial German Government
was overthrown, and the terms of
such armistice have been fulfilled

Therefore be it resolved. That the
state of war heretofore existing be-

tween the United States of America
and the former Imperial German
Government and the Herman people
no longer exists, and a state of peace
Is hereby declared to exist between
the United States of America and
the German Government and poople.

Resolved further: That tho Presi-
dent be and he Is hereby authorized
and directed to secure the Immediate
return of all military forces of the
United States used In pursuance of
the power vested In him by the said
resolution of April 6, 1917, and not
already returned to American soil ;

and to likewise secure the return of
all naval forcea not necessary to use
In foreign waters in times of peace.

PARIS. June sj. In declaring its intention to accept and

sign the peace terms the Government of the German Republic has
sent the following note to M. Clemenceau. president of the Peace
Conference, through Dr. Hanie4 von Haimhausen:

THE ItlMSTEB OF VOgglO A H A Its HAS IN6TBUCTKD ME TO
TO TOU EXCELLENCY THE FOLLOW I No :

It appears to the Government of the German Republic, in
consternation at the last communication of the allied and as-
sociated Governments, that these Governments have decided to
wrest from Germany by force acceptance of the peace conditions,
even those which, without presenting any material significance,
aim at divesting- - the German people of their honor.

No act of violence can touch the honor of the German pfeople.
The German people, after frightful suffering in these last years,
have no means of defending themselves by external action.

Yielding to superior force, and without renouncing in the
meantime its own view of the unheard of injustice of the peace
conditions, the Government of the German Republic declares that
it is ready to accept and sign the peace conditions imposed.

Please accept, Mr. President, assurances of my high con-
sideration. VON HANIEL.
