He proved
this yesterday afternoon In the his-
torle Brooklyn Handlcap at the Aque-
duet track., Carrying 105 pounds he
ran away from eleven of the hest harses
in training and won the famoua classlc
eamed up by threa lengths. 8§ C. Hil-
dreth's renowned three-year-old colt
Trarchase was mecond four lengthe in
front of BEdward Arlington's three-year
old Queationnaire.

Eternal ran & remarkable race. He
mads almost every furlong pole a win.
ning one and stepped over the one mile
and a furlong course in 1:49 4-6. Thia
s exceptionally fast and only two-fifths
of a second bahind the record established
Ly Harry Payne Whitney's Borrow tw
vears rgo. But It s his intermediatn
time which best shows his whirlwind
srwed.  ¥e ran the first half mile in
45 3-6, five furlongs in 68, three-
quarters In 1:11 and the mile in the
marvellous time of 1:38 2-3.
