In Introducing the foregoing Mr. Hale

made a short speech attacking the
league covenant and expounding the
reasons for the reservations he would
make in rattrying it tie said in pan:

"Because President Wlleon and the
Peace Conference have put up to us a
covenant for a League of Nations that
la hostile to the interests of our country
does not mean that we should give up
the whole plan. Let us have a league
In spite of President Wilson if he will
not subeortbe to an American form of
league a league which will readily
bring peace to the world and at the
same time will not sacrifice the Interests
of our country.

"Faulty aa the covenant Is,
and antagonistic to our Inter-

ests, back of It all there is something of
good ; something of hope to this shat-
tered world of ours; something that
promises better things tor the years to
come ; and that Is the prospect of some
kind of an understanding between the
nations that will lessen the likelihood of

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wars In the future. The whole suffering
world la looking for some plan to pre-

serve peace. Permanent peace, as Ions
as human nature la what It la ere cannot
hope to get. but something we can do to
make war leas probable and to refuse
to do anything at all would bring too bit-

ter a disappointment to too many peo-
ple la the world to Justify the United
States Senate in permanently killing the
whole plan for a league of nations.
Let us go ahead then with the Idea that
wa shall adopt In ths future some form
of a league of nations and then let us
formulate a league that will not betray
our country.

"At least the Knox resolution re-

ported favorably by a majority ot the
Committee on Foreign Relations has
given notice to the Peace Conference
that the proposed covenant of the
League of Nations, which is Included In
the peace treaty. Is not acceptable In Its
present term to the Committee on For-

eign Relations, the committee to which
the treaty of peace must later be re-

ferred.

People Ideal. Ignored.
"We are told that the draft of the

treaty that came over to this country
and was published In the Keoord has
been changed, but we have not the final
draft In our possession. The
himself has said within a few days that
tne treaty Is still subject to amendment- -

It may be that In view of tne action or
this great committee of the Senate the
requisite change may have been made
in the treaty, but we have had no In-

formation or suggestion that such Is the
ease."

"The trouble with President Wilson Is
that his Ideals and policies are not the
Ideals and policies of the American peo-
ple. He has told us repeatedly that pur
tight against the Central Powers was a
great crusade for democracy and hu-
manity and we have not challenged the
statement because It sounded well and
because we thought that the statement
would do no barm. But It has done
harm, infinite harm He has persistently
gone ahead with this Idea In his mind
and the fruits ef this Idea and its work-
ing out are the present covenant of the
League of Nations, to accept which he
ii seeking to force the American people."

Senator Reed (Mo.) declared this af-
ternoon that "we will kill the league oov-- n

mt before we are done with It." He
added : "This covenant Is violative of
the fundamental principles of our Con.
stltutlon. I am not opposed to creating
a leafrue for International settlement ot
international questions, but I WU never
support one that takes from us our sov-
ereign rights I do not think there Is
a chance to pass ths Knox resolution. It
has served Its very useful purpose Just
as fully as If It had passed. It has been
a notice to the world and to Paris ot
tht strltude of this jnuntry."

Opponents of the entire league pro-
gramme tere much more confident of
their ground to-d- than for several
days. The fact the German acceptance
of the peace terms mas assured brought
conviction mat early crystallisation of
a definite policy In the Senate Is much
more probable. Senator Moses voiced
this feeling when he said:

"Within twenty-fou- r or forty-eig- ht

hours now a definite policy and pro-
gramme will have been adopted by the
opposition to the league. Article 10
Is certain to be eliminated and Article 15
Is not much less objectionable. It Is
necessary to decide what may be called
an Irreducible minimum of reservations

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without which opponents will vote
against ratification and for which all
the opposition can stand togetaer. For
myself I would rather vote to throw
the league out entirely ; and you may
be certain that If all the amendments
and reservations should be voted down
the treaty Itself will be rejected out of
hand. The votes art bare to do It"

AERIAL AMBULANCE

Machine Would Carry From
Two to Fifteen Patientt.

Washington, June 23. The medical

department of the army Is pfenning to
put Into operation an aerial ambulance
with a capacity of from two to fifteen
patients. Major S. M Strong, post sur-
geon of Carlatroro and Dorr aviation
Holds, Florida, Is working os the plan
and hopes to have the machine In opera-
tion In the near future.

Major Strong, It was announced to-
day, commandaJ a squadron of three
airships which have Just completed a
successful flight from Florida to Wash-
ington, covering a distance of 1,360 miles
In 18 1$ hours. This Is the longest flight
so far made by' officers of the Medical
Corps. '

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PEACE DECLARATION

TO HELP BUSINESS

Continued from First Puja
declared to exist by Senate Joint
resolution Noa. 1 and I April ( and
December IT, 1117, respectively, no
longer existing, a state of peace be-

tween the United States of America
and Its people and the former Impe-

rial German Government .nd Ger-
many and Its people snd the United

fetes of America and Its people Is
recognised by the Congrssg to exist,
end the President Is hereby author-
ised and directed to procure the Im-

mediate return to the United States
of all military forces used under his
command and direction under au-
thority of said resolutions or either
of them, and also the return of such
naval forces as are not necessarily
used o foreign ports or waters In
times of peace.

No funds herein appropriated or
authorised shall be used for mainte-
nance of such military forces upon
foreign soil except as necessary In
carrying out the above purpose.
Explaining the purpose and SsTects of

his proposal Mr. Fall said :

"War Is a status of relations between
nations. It Is not a status that ordi-
narily Is produced by legislation, but
Is a condition that is recognised as ex-

isting as we recognised it to exist when
it wan thrust upon us by Germany. The
resolution which Congress passed and
whose terms I recite was simply the rec-
ognition that a state of war then ex-

isted by reason of the, acts of Germany.
That state of war has since etased to
exist. I propose therefore by resolution
to recognise the cessation of that status
precisely as formerly we recognised Its
existence.

"Wo treaty Is necessary to make peace
which Is simply a condition. Just as no
declaration Is necessary to make war.
The writers on International law recog.
nlse at least three ways In which peace
can be produced. If now we declare a
restoration of peace, peace being in fact
restored, we return to the old status of
relationship. The treaty that Is being
negotiated In I aria Is not aa ordinary
peace treaty at all. I know of no docu
ment like' It taat has been negotiated
tor toe purpose of making peace between
natlona

Not I.Ike Other Treaties.
"Ordinarily a peace treaty prescribe

ths conditions under which the nations
are to live In the relations of peace.
It specifies the terms under which navi
gation and commerce shall be carried
on. But there Is notnlng of that sort
in the treaty they are making at Paris.

The purpose of my resolution sod
the amendment I have oCsred to the
appropriation bill Is simply to recognise
formally the fact that the status of
peace has returned. The return of that
status Is a return or relationships as
to commerce and navigation which ex
isted before the state of war was de
clared to exist.

"It must be remembered that while
Clemenceau, Lloyd George and the oth-
ers at Paris are engaged In actually
making peace. President Wilson Is not
making peace. He Is merely negotiating
It. After his negotiations It will not
become peace until It le rattled here and
the ratifications are deposited. The
point Is that the other nations have
processes by which they arrive at peace
more quickly than wo can because our
procedure Includes ratification by the
Senate

"As a result the European nations will
be at peace with Germany before we
can unless by such a resolution as this
ve formally declare the status of peace
to be resumed. The treaty Includes the
provision that when three of the major
belligerents opposing Clermany shall
have deposited Ihelr ratifications the
sea oe will be effective as between those
three countries and Germany.

"llmt would mean that while we were
still discussing toe treaty In the Senate
those three nations would have returned
to peace with Germany and would be
free to resume their ordinary commer-
cial relations, to the great disadvantage
of American business. Onr business men
would be still barred from Germany
wtiile their competitors would be gettln;
the advantage of early entrance to the
fletd. My resolution alms to give our
American business the advantage of an
even start and equal opportunity.

"It is to be remembered also that there
Is going to be a good deal of opposition

llllllll

to the treaty of peace as distinguished
from the League of Nations covenant.
This treaty does, nothing toward reestab-
lishing the relations of peace among the
countries. The United States gets ab-
solutely nobbing out of the treaty. Ia
effect all It does Is to give the alien
property custodian a clean bill of health
on the management of the properties
which have come Into his hands."

The Fall amendment requires approval
by both the Senate and the House be
fore It becomes effective. The amend-
ment was ordered printed by the Sen-
ate and will He over until
when Benator Fall will call for a vote.
The Edge resolution was referred to the
Foreign Halations Committee without
debate.
