aafe In the building at 7 Bast Fifteenth
5treet. which houses the Rand School,

and arc now In the possession of the
Lusk Joint legislative committee Investi-
gating Bolshevism.

The books snd pspers were taken over
the protest of representatives of the
.Society of the Commonwealth Centre
and after a Warrant had been (Attained
by agents of the Lusk committee to open
tie safe by force. If neceaaary.

Archibald E. Stevenson, associate
counsel for the Lusk committee, with
.'Oine of his assistants, was engaged
last night in classifying the truckload
of materia In a search for evidence that
will connect the radicals with Bol-
shevik and, anarchist propaganda being
spread throughout the country.

There was no Indication last night of
Just how much Importance the Investi-
gators attach to the papers and other
matter taken from the safe, but, judging
from the vigor of the protest against
the action of the authorities In opening
ihe safe, the agents of the committee
feci certain that In the lot will be found
some matter the adherents of the Rand
brand of political philosophy would not
cars to have made public.

There was also found on the premises,

although not In the olflce of the Rand
School, a letter from a Chicago attorney
who was associated in the defence of
William D. Haywood and 100, other I.
W. W agiators Indicating that this law-
yer came on to New York and collected
money from the Rand disciples for the
defence of Haywood and his associates

I. M. Sackln, an attorney of 198 Broad-
way, who Is counsel for the Society of
the Commonwealth Centre, Inc., pro-
tested vigorously against the action of
the I.usk committee and the members of
the State constabulary who took charge
of tlie papers found In the safe. Mr.
Sackln characterised the proceeding as
a high handed violation of the lights of
a private corporation and declared that
he would take every legal step possible
to obtain redress. When the authorit-
ies arrived armed with the search war-
rant that had been obtained earlier In
the day from Chief Magistrate McAdoo.
Sackln called for the police and de-
manded that they protect his property.
Deputy Attorney-Gener- Samuel J. Ber-

ber produced the warrant and Identified
himself, whereupon the bluecoats de-

clined to lnterefere.
While Sackln waa protesting Vincent

Thomas, a safe expert employed by the
Miller Safe Company, S19 Canal street,
under the direction of Deputy A'ttorney-Uener-

Berger. drilled a holt alongside
of the combination knob and In a few
minutes' manipulation had the big doors
open.

"We would have been Justified In re-

sisting this conversion of our property
by force, but we were outnumbered, snd
besides the State Constabulary troopers
were armed," said Sackln.

Algernon l.ee, Socialist member of the
Board of Aldermen, who was present at
the proceeding, was deputed by Sackln
tn represent the owners In the preparat-
ion of an Inventory of the material
taken from the safe. This was completed
early last evening and the books, papers
and other matter taken away.

"This has been a case of the Union
League Club attacking .the safe of 'the
Rand School," continued Sackln. "We
sill hold the people who committed this
damage to our property responsible both
under the civil and criminal law. We
will apply to the Chief Magistrate for an
order vacating the warrant we will ap-
peal lo the District Attorney and to the
Supreme Court of the Btate If necessary,
and we will report the police officials
concerned for failure to do their sworn
duty and protect our property. We will

'Jnrge Strohbel. one of the officials
cennected with the Society of the Com-
monwealth Centre, added his. protest,
taj ing that the members of theVommlt-te- t

were not concerned in finding evi-
dence of anarchy or Bolshevism but only
In getting lists of names.

After the safe had been opened and
the Lusk agents were engaged In going
over the material found Alderman Lee
drew the attentloti of the State troopers
to the fact that the warrant referred
only to papers and documents relating to
tl archy or Bolshevism, and said that the
papers they were taking showed on their
face that they bore no such relation. Al-
derman I.ee quoted this officer afterward
a. replying:

'' lh, that ain't what we're after. We
want to get at the source of the financial
support of the Rand School."

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URGE HOUR WEEK 'TEAMSTERS' STRIKE

MEETING HALTS SHIPMENTS

Embargo Laid Against Send-

ing Fruits and Vegetables
to City.

24 HOUR CURTAILMENT

Strikers Demand Closed Shop,

Increased Pay and Fixed
Hours of Work.

All railroad shipments of fruit and
vegetables to this city, are held up' to-d-

by embargo, and a half a million dollars
worth of food already delivered Is rot
ting at the various railroad terminals
snd market places as the result ot a
strike declared In the small hours of yer-terd-

morning by a branch of the Inter-
national Brotherhood of Teamsters,
American Federation of Labor, composed
of about S,!00 truckmen, chauffeurs and
porters

The embargo was put Into effect by
the railroad officials last night upon the
request of L. J. Llppmann, chairman of
the Joint committee representing the New
York section of the National Commission
Merchants Association, known as "the
Boosters Club," and the Fruit and Pro-
duce Dealers Trade Association. It calls
for a twenty-fou- r hour curtsllment o,f
the city's fresh fruit and vegetable sup-
ply, and wMI be extended beyond that
time if between strikers and
merchants ore not adjusted mesnwhlle.
Chances of adjustment late yesterday
looked very slim.

In discussing his action last night Mr.
Llppmann made It plain that the situa-
tion created by the strike Is critical. He
declared that a fruit and vegetable
famine threatened the city and neighbor-
ing districts In New Jersey. Newark,
which depends largely upon supplies
which are transported by motor truck
from Jersey City, he declared to be simi-
larly affected.

He admitted that although every effort
had been made by the commission mer-

chants to cope with the strike, and al-

though a certain amount of food was
carted from the piers and terminals yes-
terday morning, the efforts had in gen-

eral been of little consequence.
The strike was called about I o'clock

yesterday mornlns. after the food had al-

ready been unloaded from the refrigera-
tor cars In which It nrrlved. and this
greatly irritated the merchants, for hsd
It remained In those cars cHances of pre-

serving it would have been much better.
Tho unloading and carting of this

food starts about midnight, in order
that all of the city's markets may be
supplied before breakfaat time, and in
the panic Into which the dealers were
thrown Yesterday mornmg many smnll
concerns agreed to meet the demands
of the union and so got their orders
partly filled. The men worked for these
concerns for only a few hours, however,
when they walked out and announced
that they would slay out until all of
the merchants should to terms.

Other efforts at carting were made
by truck owners who drove their own
vehicles, but the amount that they were
able to carry away amounted to little,
and yesterday afternoon It was stated
by the merchants that the carting had
stopped completely.

Ordinarily about $500,000 worth of
fresh fruit and vegetables comes Into
the markets here dally but last night
the only stuff of this kind to arrive was

A. W. Frost, president of the Na-

tional Commission Merchants Associa-
tion and a business associate of Mr.
Llppmann. could offer no better hope for
the public than a canned goods diet If
the strike continues. The enormous
quantities of fresh fruits now standing
on the piers, he sold, are spoiling quickly,
and vegetable stock cannot last much
longer.

DRUG ADDICT RULES

BAR "NEEDLE" SALES

Regulations for Registration

of Uteri Given to Metl- -'

ieal Society.

The rules and regulations which Wal-

ter R. Herrlek, Commissioner of the
State Department for the Control of

Narcotic Ilruga, has issued for regis-

tration of drug addicts were given out
last night at a special meeting of the
New York County Medical Society. They
do not call or the finger printing or
"mugging" of drug users.

The meeting was called at the request
of about 100 members of the society
"to discuss the narcotic drug situation
and especially the amendment to the
sanitary code of the city of New York
which is proposed by the Health Com-

missioner, Dr. Royal 8. Copeland."
Dr. Copeland In a letter refused to

attend the meeting, but stated that any
amendment to the code would merely be
the reading Into tho section covering
drug regulation, the rules of tho newly
organixed State department.

The new State regulations, aa lasund
by Commissioner Herrlek. define u "drug
addict" as "any person who haa needed
or demanded for thirty consecutive days
opium, cocaine, morphine or other nar-

cotic drugs." They require physicians,
before treating any person for drug ad-

diction, to make an examination of the
patient and file it on a special form with
the department, and if drugs are pre
scribed as treatment for any case for
mare than thirty days the physician
must file a statement of his estimation
of the time necessary to cure the case.

To give narcotics to a drug uddlct
merely to make him comfortable and
without the purpose of curing him Is
held by the commissioner to be a viola-

tion of good faith by the physician.
No hypodermic syringe or
needle may be sold to any one other
than a physician, dentist, veterinarian or

WAITERS' UNION SUED
BY GRAFT EXPOSER

Discharged Hmaly Employ mm

Asks $50,000 Damage:
A new angle was twisted Into the an-

cient battle by the dining public against
the equally ancient tipping System when
Michael Joseph Hcgerty, himself a head
waiter, hied himself to the Supreme
Court yesterday and filed an accumula-
tion of damage suits, totalling 150,000,
against officers of the International Fed-
erated Workers In the Hotel, Restaurant,
Club and Catering Industry. Boiled
down that organisation Is the waiters'
union, which has 20,000 members.

Hegerty's actions are for $10,000 each
against Otto Wagner, John Haggerty,
Richard Lucas, Samuel Kremberg and
Leon l .osier He slleges that they en-

tered Into a conspiracy against him un-

der the workings of which he lost his Job
as head waiter at Healy's reatsurant.
Columbus avenue and Sixty-sixt- h street,
and since has been prevented , from get-
ting another one.

In his complaint Hegerty alleges he
put a stop to the practice among some of
the Healy waiters of grafting big tips.
This wss accomplished, he said, by the
simple process of charging the diner
far less thsn he should have been
charged for his meal, and then accepting
a gratuity much larger than the diner
would have given otherwise. He also
alleges he revealed the fact that the
waiters were grafting by raising the
total amount of bills, collecting the
money, erasing the enlarged total and
then substituting a smaller one, which
was the actual amount they turned Into
Ihe restaurant proprietors.

When the waiters learned ,fce hsd
given this information to Thomns Healy
and stopped their graft, Hegerty al-

leges,, the other waiters delivered an
ultimatum y the restaurant proprietor
at the dinner hour one night, that un-

less Hegerty was gotten rid of In five
minutes all the other waiters In his res
taurant would quit work. Mr. Healy
said last night that tie thought the mst-te- r

over, decided he owed a duty to his
patrons and let Hegerty go. He ssld
he found Hegerty honest and efficient.
but Hegerty alleges that ever since
then he has been faced by the proposl
tlon of the waiters refusing to work
with him as a waiter or under him as
a head waiter, and refusing also to
permit him to Join their union.

Toronto Car Lines Tied Up.
Toronto, June 13. The Toronto

Street Railway Company's' lines were
completely tied up again y by the
strike of 2.500 nsotormen and conductors,
called yesterday after the company had
refused a request for a wage Increase.
Thousands of automobiles were operated
as Jitney buses, however, affording
fslrly goid transportstlon facilities for
persons obliged to move about the city.
No disorder was reported.
