Accepted Blame in Cruger
Case to Shield Woman,
He Tells Jury.

COURT DOUBTS

American Tribunals Declared
Her Innocent of Crime,
Judge Says.

STORY

Bowoagxa, June 24.—Fighting for ac-
quittal, Alfred Cocchl, charged with
the murder of Ruth Cruger in New
York in 1917, presented to the eourt
and jury a vivid description of the
killing of the girl. He contended that
his wife was the gullty one. lie ex-
plained that he had made his former
confesaion for her protection, but de-
clared that now she had abandoned
him he would tell the truth.

Cocchl stood In a large open space
in Bologna's anclent court room of
Asnslzes before Lthe bench, demonstrat-
Ing for Judge and jury, by means of
lawyers, clerks and deska, how the
crime was committed. He walked
from one end of the space to the
other, showing with his hands the
various places in his blcyele shop.
Though extremely nervous. he poursd
out his account without the slightest
hesitation, speaking fast throughout
the entire length of the presentation
of his case, which lasted for forty-
fiva minutes,

Cocchi related the Incident in his shop,
and then came thne denial that ha was
Fullty. He sald:

“I was talking to the slgnorina. My
wife atruck her on thes back of the head
with one of my tools. It was not I who
struck the fatal blow, It was my wife. 1
hid the body to protect my wife.”

To this Blgnor Bagnoll, Presldent of
the court, retorted: “But the American
tribunals have exonerated your wife and
found her Iinnocent.”

Cocchl anwwered : *It |s imporaible for
any one to call her innocent. Nobody
could have an opinion on the affalr un-
leas he were thers Lo sse IL"

The FPresident then declared that Coc-
chi had not been moved by altrulstie
motives in his notlons, and sald:
“Cocchl, If you wanted to do the right
thing you would have protected ihe
children whio bear your pame. You were
thelr breadwinner. If your wife wan

gullty you might have lat her suffer and
protected your children”

The question of the gullt of Mrs.
Coochl was not raised In any way by
the New York police or the District At-
torney. Bhe was never tried for (he
murder of Miss Cruger, and never waa
arrested in connection with the cape, 5o
far as ks known, she never was suspected
by the pelice, aithough she was gques-
tioned many times by the police and
the District Attorney In connection with
her husband's movements about the
time of the murder.

LANSING TO STAY ON JOB

Much Il Feeling Developed
by Peculiar Btatus of
Col. House.

Panis, Jnoe 24 —Germany will send
a speclal delegation to Versallles to
slgn the treaty of pence wlith the al-
lied and associated Powers. The del-
egation, numbering probably twenty In
ull, will be headed by Herman Muel-
ler, the new CGerman Forelgn Secre.
tary, and upon him will devolve
tnsk of signing the treaty In bebalf
of the new Gertnan Government,

The German delegatlon, according to
present indieatlons, should rench Ver-
sallles not later than Thursdny morn-
Ing, but French Inslstence on punce
tillous formallitles may hold up the
ceremony of signing the treaty at
Versallles until Saturday, the prepa-
ratlons requiring much tlme.

Not even the political exigencles of
President Wllson c¢an  deter the
French from carrying out thelr plans.
The new German delegntes must have
thelr credentinls examined by the al-
lled committee, n mntter of much for-
mality In itself. Fifteen regiments
are to go to Versallles for the cere-
mony and the delegates are to be
encorted back In triumph to Parls as
the oceaslon for another fete.

The question of President Wilson's
seal was solved to-day when he sent
the seal of the United Stntes 1o the
French Forelgn Office to be nffixed

‘beside his slgnanture,

Lansing to Remain.

With the departure of Prosident
Wilson and Col. E. M, House after
the slgning of the treaty the Amerleon
delegation here will be resolved joto
# three headed eommission, and In
the work for the next two months
will proceed along the regulnr lines
followed by the present I'ence Come
mlsslon,  Secretary Lansing will be
the head of this body, but other mem-
bers will have virtually equal powers,

The virtual retirement of Col,
House has eansed much surprise here,
He 12 out of all future peace work,
but will remain in seclusion In Eng-
land until the American Senate Ap-
proves or dlsapproves the treaty.
Questlons of lmportance to the United
States and to the world still remain
to be settled here, but It Is not saying
too much to state thut the elimination
of Col. House, whether of his own
cholee or not, will relleve a situation
which threatened to hecome em-
barmssing,

It 1s betraying no secret to say fhat
some members of the commission have
feit slighted and embarrassed In the
last six months by the peculisr statos
of Col. House, which 1s unprecedented
in European diplomucy,

While nominaliy next in mok to the
President In the delegation, and al-
woys sitting In that position In pub-
le sesslons, Secretary Lansing has
been completely overshudowed, s
have the other membersy, by  Col,
Houwe, who malntained practically s
sepurate establishment on the upper
floor of the Hotel Crillon, the Amerl-
can headquarters, In which virtually
nll negotiations were condueted, re-
garding which the other members of
the delegation ino many caszes kpew
little or nothing.

Lansing Embarrassed.

To Amerleana cognizant of Col,
House's relntions with the President
this was not surprising, but as it |4
entirely unprecedented in diplomatie
practice It bns been extremely embar.
Misslng to Sevretury Lansing and oth-
ers theoretleally although nor metu-
ally holding equnl rank swith House,

This situstion nt one tlme threat-
ened to have very unplensiant conse-
quences, but the danger of that Is now
pust. From sorface indieations it ap-
pears that the Uresident suddenly
became aware of the way things wera
drifting and began to =eck the alviee
of Becretary Lansing, while Col,
House retired a blt more into the
background,

It appears now (hat Recretary
Lanslng will sit at the end of the
cable between the White House In
Washington and Paris, and the pecu.
linr status of Col. House In Europe
will come to an end, except for the
duty of ketplug within reach of Loml
