Sir Charlés told him it was an outrage
to parmit money to be collected 4n the
hotel for the *lrish rebellion™ and
toward the end of the oconversation

Wasninaron, June, 25 —Taking as a
theme the great milltary and naval
preparations which the world Is mak-
ing, with its eye on the future, and
contrasting the Immensity of tho-
fighting establishments that are beln;

The Senator devoted considerable
attention to the implications of testi-
many recently given by Gen. March,
Chief of Staff, about the size of the
armiss and navies that are belng
created In peace time Kurope and in
this country.

Britain refuses to reduce her navy, is
placing her peace army, by conserip-
tion, on a basis of practically 1,000,000
men, and other nations are creating

Senator Horalhh read from promises
made by Loyd George In tha British slec-
tion campaign, promising abolition of
conscriptive armies and deciaring that
unleas this were accomplished the peace
would be n fallure, DIeapite this, he ob-
served, while the treaty Is nearing com-
pletion, the calsing of armles by con-
scription continues.

Comurxz, June 24, (delaysad)—The
thres American divisions which were
concentrated east of the Rhine In the
American bridgehead area will remain
there untll the Peace Treaty Is actual-
ly signed, nccording to an announce-
ment made here to-day.

As soon as peace 18 slgned the
Amerlcans will begin to return to the
quartera they oceupled befora the con-
centration of a4 week ago which wns
orderwd by Mareshal Foch in prepara-
tion for an advance into Germany
should the Germans not accept the
peace conditions. It ik expected the
troops will remain In these quarters
until orders come to start for home,

The Third Army conslsts of fve divi-
sione and the auxiliary units of the
Third Corps, approximately 100,000 men.
Transportation officers mald to-day that
the divisions and the varfous unita could
be got out of Germany by August 1 If
veneral Headquurtera gave ordera to
that effect.

According to present plans, the Fifth
Division, which occuples part of Luxem-
burg, will sart for France probably
within a day or two after peoace Ia
slgned. The Third and Fourth Divi-
slons will be the next to move westward,
The First and Second Divinlons, which

RIOTING IN BERLIN
COMES WITH PEACE

Shops Are Plundered and
Citizens Are Attached.

BenuiN, June 25.—The atreets of Ber-
lin were senea of rloting and plunder-
Ing last night and this moming. Ineited
by speeches from agitators in Alexan-
derplatz, mobs attacked and vobbed pa-
demtrians and malireatead isolated sol-
diers. Troops sent to Alexanderplatz
were fired upon by crowds In the sireets
and from the roofs of bulldings. They
finally succesded in clearing the strestm.

Elsewhere in the ¢ty banda of ma-
rauders looted shops and attacked cit!-
zens, rifling thelr pockets. The neigh-
borhood of the Btettin rallroad statlon,
the Hochatrasse pnd the Hadalrasse woaa
notably disorderly. Strest carm were
held up while rioters searched tha pans-
sengern’ pockets and  mtole women's
rings. Here, nlao, soldlern were beaten
and shots were flred from roofs and
windows and the soldlers returned the
fre.

After daylight this morning the city
wan quleter, but at noon the polics ap-
poaled for troops, as (he orowds ware
githering once more. Four thousand
workers in the shops of the Gruenewsald
Rallroad had struck. Troops have oc-
cupled the Goerlits and Riettin stations,
;hlch are stlll being umed by the pub-

Benrin, via London, June 25.—Her-
mann Mueller, the new Forelgn Min-

Long accounts written for the Berlin
papers by correspondents at Welmar

Panmts, June 25,—No answer hnd
been recelved by the Allles up to 5§
o'clock thls afternoon to thelr note
to Germany requesting the names of
those who would sign the Treaty of
Peace on her behalf. If the note is
not answered this evenlng the Allles
will send In to-morrow morning a
more peremptory demand.

Counsellor Hanlel von Hualmhausen,
who ¢ In charge of the German dele
gntlon at Versallles, told Becretary
Dutasta of tho Feace Conference, who
dellvered the request of the Allies on
Tuesdny evening, that the German
Government was moving to Berlin,
which might account for his lack of
Information.

It seems Impossible now that the
signiog of the treaty can take place
on Friday; Monday Is mentloned as
the probable date. Having obtalned
Germany's pledge to sign, diplomats
hera point out, it Is Incumbent upon
the Allles to see that she does sign
without any waste of time. Present
conditions in Germany are such that
already there 1s much speculation as
to what would happen If a revolution
should occur to prevent the ratifica-
tion of the treuty by Germany.

Ratification Limit Not Specified.

The French newspapers are giving
much attention to the fact recently
mentioned In these despatches to
Tnae Svx thnt while the trenty pre-
seribes that Germany shall ratify it
fails to stipulate the period within
which this must be done. This ls now
admitted to have been an oversight
by the Allies.

Germany now c¢an hold up the
ratification until the Allles compel
that action by her. Accordlug to the
wording of the pnew German consti-
tution ratification apparently will re-
quire two sepurate votes,

Article VI. of that constitution
prescribes that “treaties with foreign
Powers when they concern questions
regulated by legislation of the Ger-
man Empire must he approved by tha

Niational Assembly and the S{ate
Councell."
Article IV, says: “"The territorial

status of the German States cannot
be modified without thelr sapproval.**

Hence the ratification of the treaty
will require an affirmative vote hy

the German National Assemhbly and
the State Councll, and In addition
those clauses relnting 1o Prussia,

Bavarin and the Palatinate must be
submitted to the IPrussian and Ba-
varian assemblles,  TUntil this Ger-
man ratification process s completed
the treaty will remaln ineffective,
even though three of the Allles mav
have ratified 1t, as they certalnly wiil
do in the next few weeks.

Vigilance 1Is VUrged,

In view of the sltuation presented
In Germany it would seem that the
Allles cannot safely relax their mili-
tary measures until ratitication {8 as-
surad, the tenure of the Bauer tov-
ernment appearing to be very uncer<
taln,  As the Tempa polnts out @

“It the milltary chiefs and Pan-
German agltntors resolve to prevent
the execution of the treaty, as is to
be Inferred from what hae been sald
by them, can they provoke an incident
which will paralyze the parlinmen-
tary dellberations and retard ratifi-
cation Indefinitely?

“This Is something to which we
must glve attentlon. The treaty, in
not fixing the time and in not giving
any special guarantee of Giermany’s
ratification, requires the Allles to ex-
erclae great vigilance awd firmness.
Her mere signature Is not sufMcelent to
glve Germany the benefits of peuce
and untll Germany ratifies in good
form it 18 to be hoped that all pres-
ent measures of economle and milltary
restraint will remaln unrelaxed,”
