In Iowa and Illinois the corn
I. knee high, the warm weather1 proving
vn beneficial. Despatches from Texas
tats that com production will be larger

than expected. Weather reports an
nounced hot and dry temperatures, which
rare expected to aid the growing grains,
esrecikllv thoee delayed by moisture
The weather and crop conditions, with
the absence of buying; power, were chiefly
rtsnonelble for the easy tone. Advancea
in heirs, purchasing by Boutnwestern in
terests and osvarlng by shorts on the
announcement that the Germans had
mm r.t a delegation to sign the treaty in
r)r..t the rises. Cash demand was very

(juiet and cash prices were uuehanged to
a cent a bushel lower.

Provision were Irregular, raining
strength at th opepinr on the advance
in hogs, only to decline in sympathy with
the grains. The trade waa quiet but
steady at the close.

The WkMt Sit latlon.
The question of the supply of wheat

at the end of th cereal crop year Is
being considered very carefully aa an
Indication of what may be expected aa a
start for the new crop supplies. The
Oraln Corporation reported a total of
4,ij.000 buahela on hand on June II,
and that was 21,000,000 buahela more
than ll was at the same time last year.
With two weeks left for stocks to

before July 1, It seems probable
that the total will be reduced to possibly
15,000,000 bushel in the country, against
14,000,000 buahel at the same time last
year, in all position outside of the
farms. How much remains on th farms
Is ii rattier difficult question to answer.
The movement from the farms alnce
early spring; has been less than It was
In the. corresponding period of laat year,
which would indicate that the country
was holding wheat or did not have
much wheat to move. Laat year the
Government estimated the carry over
on the farm at 1,000,000 bushels.

The bureau of market reported on
Jnnt 1 a total In the country of 51,000,-00- 0

bushel of wheat, 17,114,000 bushels
of corn. 45,770,000 bushels of oata,

bushel of barley and 14,124.000
buahela of ry. In addition there were
(.113,000 barrel of flour and consider-
able quantities of barley, ry and corn
meal. The position aa to supplies of
wheat and wheat flour 1 better than
It was at this time laat year. Never-
theless the carry over Into the new
crop will be much lea than normal
although possibly twice aa large as it
waa at the aame time laat year.

There Is a little apprehension that ow-
ing to rain th movement of new
grain may be delayed and consumer
will have to use old grain for two or
three week after July 1. As the domes-
tic distribution for th last year ha
teen apparently under 410.000,000
bushels, er barely 10,000,000 bushels a
month, it will be seen that probably
there will be enough wheat and flour In
oommerclal stocks to supply the demand
for a month and a half If it be supplied
out of old crop wheat- - It Is expected
that there will be a large shipment of
eld wheat during June and July and of
as much new wheat aa possible. New
wheat is moving In a small way, but the
movement 1 Interrupted by rain. Har-
vesting la in full progress north of th
Ohio River and with reasonably favor-
able weather will be rushed during; th
next two week.
