Mr. O'Malley says It costs from 42 V

to 411 cents to manufacture a d

cake of lea The manufacturer sells It
at 75 cents, a caks. or st the rate of 25
cents per 100 pounds to the cellar desler
or Iceman who calls at the plant for It.
The .caller retailer sells a 300 pound
cake for $2, or 50 cents per 100 pounds,
If rut, making a profit of $115 a cake.

"You can see byhi," Mr. O'Malley
said, "that tha cellar man or iceman
when he receives 60 cents per 100 pounds
for his ice Is doing exceedingly well on
a cash transaction. . . ., If ha ell
100 cake of ice a week he would make
$128, less the few expenses per month,
and he Is a smsll dealer who only sells
100 cakes of Ice a week.

Tax BTBSloa Charged.
"Most of these cellar men or Ice ped-

dler are Italians, Qreeka, Russians or
foreigners of a type who are not du-
re ns, and dus to the supposition that
they are poor people, making little
money, evade taxes, such as tncome
taxes snd personal taxes, where they are
really making a great deal of money."

Mr. O'Malley surrestsd a war where
by the owners of apartment houses with
twenty or more families to a house could
Insure cheap Ice to his tenants and give
his janitor a chance to make a little ex
tra money on the slds. All that the
landlords would have to do, Mr. O'Mallty
says, la to buy a large container or
wooden box and arrange with an Iceman
to deliver Ice each day at 75 cents per
$00 pound cake of 25 cent per 100
pounds. The Janitor then would be ex
pected to chop the Ice In suitable else
for the tenants and pass It up the dumb
waiter to the folks at $5 cents per 100
pounds. The extra dime would be the
reward for his labor.

"I understand from some of the inde-
pendent Ice dealers that they would agree
to deliver the Ice at 76 cents per cake in
apartment houaee, where the Janitor
would receive It and distribute it to the
tenants," Mr. O'Malley said. "This
would save a great deal of loss from
meltag, because th cellar man or ice
man stands In front of the apartment
house with his ice exposed to tha hot
sun, chopping it up into different l

wanted by hi customers, and his wagon

hot sun."
