Hagen America's Leading
Exponent of Mashie Shot

Match Between Open Champion and Taylor, Five
Times Holder of British Title, Would Be Most

Interesting Same Style of Game.

Walter Hagen versus J. H. Taylor assxponenta of the maahta shot. That

makes a topic timely In it. ssaw. roe

iu nnar mashie shot player In thiscountry than the present open cham- -
sm. ana tne world acknowledges thatas the leading exponent of thi Airauit
stroke John Henry Taylor of Mid Sur-rey, five tlmea the open champion of
Great Britain, la the peer. It may be
.men-sung- , therefore, to contrast thesyles and the results of the strokes as
displayed by the two masters.

It might be well to state at the be-
ginning that there never has heen
sTolfsr who could rank on two with
iay tor ror the past score of years, so
long aa the deep score clubs were, not
In us. It I a far different proposition
to hit a ball with a smooth faced club
and Impart the ncestry back spin with
the quick stop from that of taking a
club with a deep scored face and letting
It do all the work, so far aa stoppage la
concerned, the only attention being to
see that the ball Is hit properly.

No one will deny that Taylor la the
premier m safer of all time with the first
mentioned styls of club, but since now-
adays It la only results which count In
the game and people are not concerned
with the farm or manner of club con-
struction there la reason to discount the
mora difficult art and a Imply compare
results.

Every golfer haa some pet club which
he trusts Implicitly, believing with his
whole soul that he can accomplish won-
ders with that club If with none other.
Some crack golfers such as Boy Mac-Dona-

can line out drives to the 2B0
yard mark time after time. I watched
the tall Chlcabo pro hit a dosen on the
nose at Brae Burn and then asked to
see the club. "It's a pet of mine," said
he. "a ladles' driver weighing leas than
twelve and a half ounces," And the
average weight of the drivers in use at
the open would be nearer thirteen and a
half, while some went as high aa six-

teen and a half, J. D. Edgar of Atlanta
leading all In the welghtlness of wooden
clubs.

Confidence In CI abe.
Almost all the proa and amateurs

Indeed have some one shot which they
perform a bit better than the others, due
oftentimes to the fact that they have
the utmost confidence In the club which
does ths trick. So It Is with the mashie
niblick of Walter Hagen's, a brightly
polished affair, smoothly rounded at the
bottom, with a balance true as the finest
compass, with the weight feeling so dis-
tributed that the effort In awinging does
not require any additional force at the
moment of Impact.

With that well laid back slightly
scored weapon Hagen Is confidence su-

preme. The lsat hole at Brae Burn Is
ususlly a drive and a good mldlron.
On the final day of the regular 72 hole
play, when Hagen needed a 4 to tie
Brady for the championship, he did not
dare trust any other club for hla second
shot and he smashed away at that
drlv of hla, risking ths chance of
topping or hooking. In his pressing ef
forts, in order that the distance for
Ms second shot might be possible to
bis mashie niblick.

He succeeded and the result was a
second shot which left him within a
few feet of the hole, with s sure hslf
and an actual putt for the win, a shot
missed because he waa a bit too bold.
In the final round It was my Job- to be
Haren'H bodyguard helping him throuch
the crowds and so on, and I watched his
play with that club more closely than
ever. It Is my belief that Taylor at his
best could not have excelled In any par-

ticular the splendid mashie work of the
Detroit pro.

Both Taylor and Hagen have a simi-

lar method of atack with the weight
resting a bit more en the right than the
left foot, a clipping of the ball Just be-

fore the turf is met, a straight follow
through, with Hagen Inclined to finish
with his hands higher, the need for a
cut being put on the ball being lessened
by the Indentures on the face of the
club. Hagen will hit the ball half again
as high as does Taylor, the ball will
taka the same short bounce to the left
with a partial stopping and then come
to rest within a few yards or where it
struck the turf.

Teat of Good Mashie Flayer.
The real test of a great msshle player

lies In his ability to play Into thewlnd
with good and steady results. Here Is
where both Tsylor and Hagen top off
a bit over their chief rivals In mashie
work. Both play what la termed "play-
ing from the Inside" that Is having the
ball corns In from the left and fade sway
to th right upon lighting. No matter
what direction the wind blows It is
easier to gauge distances and force If
there la no pull given the ball If the dis-

tance Is correct for the mashls or mashie
niblick.

If one were to choose the probable
better player In this respect hs would
select Taylor, who has demonstrated ao
many tlmea In gales of wind that ha
alone can keep straight with the mashie,
but day In and day out th placing of
the ball from 160 yard near the pin
would find no advantage for the Brit-
isher over the American homebred.

That la why when Hagen goes abroad
next year to take part In the open
championships of Great Britain and
France he will carry the confident hopes
oi thousands upon thousands of the golf-

ers of this country especially those who
have seen him plsy In matchea McDer-mo- tt

failed at Mulrfleld because he could
not drive straight or keep out of the
rough from the tee, the same was true of
the other professionals, Brady among
thsm, who tried at Hoylake and failed
to qualify.

That year McDermott was on his drlvs
and MacNamara also and they qualified
with the former finishing In fifth place.
But It was hla wondsrful mashie play
which gave him th chances for good
scoring. I have seen Jack many a time
In action and Hagen as well and while
there may be some who will differ I am
of the opinion that Hagen Is the equal
of the unfortunate McDermott whose
Illness robbed this .country of the most
brilliant homebred of all tiro.

I cannot see where McDermott ex-

celled Hagen. Surely not In the drive or
long iron shots, not in braasle shots, and
not In the mashie snots which are played

comes a champion. There is determi-
nation In Hagen'a stance for the drive,
and the same is true of Taylor. These
two men In results In mashie play excel
others In their respective countries be-

cause they have acquired and kept a
higher degree of mastery over the dub
which makes the shots Hutchison,
McNamara. Ray and Vardon are dee
up. but day In and day out Hagen and
Taylor lead them all.

EDDIE GARTER DIES

FROM MENINGITIS

Noted Runner and Sports
Writer 111 Only Three

Days.

HAD WORLD WIDE FAME

Was Sporting Editor at Ono
Time of "The Son" Leaves

Host of Friends.

Edward C. Carter Just plain Eddl to
th legion of friends h mad aa s many
times champion distance runner snd
later as a sporting writer last night
breasted th tap In the race of life.

Th former foot racing champion snd
sporting expert died In th Staten Island
Hospital at 8:45 o'clock last night of
spinal meningitis. Announcement of hla
death will come as a great shock, for he
only had been 111 sine lsat Wednesday
snd few of hla friend even knew h was
ailing.

It waa not until yesterday afternoon
that his confreres on the sporting staff of
the New Tork Times knew that Carter
was In any danger or had been taken to
the hospital. Eddie telephoned the sport-
ing editor on Wednesday that he waa not
feeling well and asked to be excused.
Another unalarmlng telephone messaga
on Thursday caused no concern, and It
was not until Friday that the seriousness
of his condition wss hinted st HI
desth last night came as a sudden and
saddening blow.

Hael fsiernatlossl rasa.
Carter long was one of the greatest

distance runners of England and Amer-
ica. After his coming to this country In
1886 he Joined the New Tork A. C. and
won scores of hard fought races on track
and over hill and dale. He captured
several national five and ten mile cham-
pionships and long was America's cross
country king. Ho was the holder of
many records. His fve mile American
record of 26:23 made in 1S87. stood
the test of more than twenty years' com-
petition.

Carter for more than thirty years wag
prominent among devotees of smateur
athletics on both sides of the broad At
lantic. He was a Briton by birth and

born at Clifton, a suburb of Bristol,
England, on March 24, 1383. Hia first
public appearance was made at the St.
Oeorge Cricket Club sports, In Glouces-
tershire, September 26, 1878, when hJ
finished In fourth place In a mile handi-
cap run. During that and the succeed-
ing year lie a competitor in a num-
ber of events, meeting with fair success
both on th flat and across country, on
the cinder path and on grass courses.
