"The Dardanelles Campaign"
the Dardanelles

ALTHOUGH fought as recently as

1915, thirteen books had been written
about it before H. W. Nevinson set about
presenting his account of that greatest
British failure of the war. Moreover, ow-

ing to the habit of Anglo-Saxon- s of wash-

ing their military incompetency linen in
public, we have the extraordinarily
frank and comprehensive Dardanelles
commission report, Sir Ian Hamilton's
"despatches" and Sir Charles Monro's
despatch on the evacuation the famous
document which begins with the calm but
damning statement that the British posi-

tion at the Dardanelles " had every defect
known to military science." In a sense
the story of this campaign has been set
down more extensively than any single
feature of the war; for not even the re-

treat from Mons has had more bunks writ-

ten about it.
Yet the defect of this matter is that it

is too abundant and scattered. And the
merit of Mr. Nevinson 's work is that it as-

sembles all the facts of the campaign into
one volume, presents them in a well
ordered sequence, stripped of much of the
passion that has attended most of the
stories or military accounts of this great
strategic enterprise, as it unquestionably
was.

To those whose business it was to fol-

low the military and naval operations of
the war professionally there will be little
that ls new in this volume. Nor will the
general reader, as most of us were during
host ilities, find that Mr. Nevinson has any
fresh tales to tell. The great merit of
this book, and it is a very great merit in-

deed, is that it begins the story of the
operations at the Dardanelles at the very
lieginning, with Winston Churchill's in-

ception of the plan on September 1,
11)14, and follows it through its terrible
yet gallant course until the last man with-

drew from that scene of death and deso-

lation, in a military Bease, on January 9,
1916.

His minute details of the succession of
events within the British War Council
leading up to the final decision to make
this attempt to force the Dardanelles and
seize Constantinople are so clear in their
sequence as to set every one stranght in

this matter for all tine- - to come. Par-

ticularly British is his presentation of the
fact that when Lord Fisher then at the
head of the Admiralty, went to the ses-

sions of the war council attended by two
technical advisers, these two naval officers
never spoke at the sessions, since no one
addressed any questions to them. They
thought it would lie "bad form" for them
to give advice until it was asked, and their

silence led to the tragic consequence that
Winston Churchill believed the two off-

icers to lie in favor of his plan !

Mr. Nevinson's method of dividing up
the attacks by the British forces on (he
Turkish positions chronologically is an
admirable one and a novelty in descrip-
tions of battles that makes for ease of
understanding them more clearly. It was
generally accepted by military writers
that the Allies lost one opportunity fo
gain the passage of tho Dardanelles by
not "sticking it" for one more day in
the first purely naval alfaek. But it
probably is not so well known by what a
narrow margin they stood to win (he land
campaign on that morning of August 9
when Major A Hanson and his men stood
between Chunuk Hair and Hill Q, saw
the Dardanelles below (hem, "the aim and
object of ail these battles and sudden
deaths." A Hanson and his men had taken
the height, and then they dashed down the
slope after the fleeing Turks only to he
overtaken by that supreme tragedy of war
a salvo of shells which Nevinson declares
"probably" were British. That burst of
shells settled for the second time the near
triumph of the Allies in that campaign ;

for the Turks promptly took advantage
of the confusion into which the British
troops had fallen and drove them back
over the ridge. "No soldier in our army
was ever to behold that triumphant pros-
pect again."

Every one who has read some of the
many tales of this campaign can hut
wonder how a nation (hat could so trag-
ically mismanage the beginning of a cam-

paign could work itself up to so high a
pitch of effectiveness as marked the oper-
ation of the evacuation of the peninsula.
Even a Qerman war correspondent was
moved fo write of this last event: "So
long as wars exist the British evacuation
of the Ari Burnu and Anafarta fronts
will stand before the eyes of all strategists
of retreat as a hitherto quite unattained
maSterpiire."

Yet it did the one and the other; and
between, thousands of gallant men gave
up their lives to attain a great object that
through every imaginable error was
brought fo naught. Of plan and failure,
of gallantry (hat has no parallel in the
war, Mr. Nevinson gives his readers the
most complete picture we yet have had in
any one volume, a book recording "the dis-

astrous and tragic disabilities of our race,
but on the other hand its versatility, its
fortitude and its happy though silent wel-

come to any free sacrifice involving great
issues for mankind."
