'The Brooklyn houses aver
age in the matn three stories hixh. Only

wlght to thirteen storiea,

*“The Brookiyn and Quesns apart-
mants average four rooms, The Bronx
just under four, Manhattan five, again
indleating that the apartments in Man-
battan are of the more expensive type
All these bulldings ars brick except
one in Brooklyn and four in Queena

“In Manhattan almost half the bulld-
ings are on a corner, In Brooklyn one-
., In Queens ome-third and In
The Bronz one-fourth.

Quoens Houses Have Yards,

“The Queena houses nearly all have
yards more than fifteen feet deep; In
Brooklyn two-thirds have yarda of thl.l
