Ile wellare, naking the committes to en-
mage & woman Inwyer to defend these
chms [N the women's day court

The Mayor suld that Commissloner
Haright has been assigning policewomen
to Investigntion of tenament house vio-
latlons and that notable improvement In
these conditions has been accomplished,
It was Impossible, he sald,to guarantes
that none of the 10,00 pollcamen who
make arrests (n these cases may not be
sullty of misconduet. Many of the triala
socorded thess women he described as
farcleal. His letter follows:

A report 1 have recelved from Com-
miasloner Enright, whish is now before
me, showing the excellent work done by
the FPolice Department during the war,
with the cooperntion of the military po-
llem, looking for the elimdnation and the
safeguarding of the hundreds of thou-
sands of soldlars and sallors who pass
through the city, gives me the ldea of
suggesting to you that your committes
eould be very helpful in m new fleld of
mablio service,

1,300 Arrvests im 18 Months.

*Since January, 181§, 1,209 arrests
have Leen made of prostitutes caught
plying thelr trade, During that same
pariod forty houses of nsslgnation, mas-
querading as hotels, all of which had
been operated In this city for many
years, weres suppressed by the pollce.

*Police officers charged with the per-
formance of this very disagreeable duty
| hisve been repeatedly cautloned to exer-
clee judgment In making arrests snd to
'myold any course of conduct that might
work an Injustice te any ona in these
cases. The police have been instructed
ts warn those whoes nction and appear-
ance wers not o the best Interests of the
weallfare of the community to keep away
from the looality whers arrests of thid
kind had been mads and where persons
of this character have been known to
frequent.

“The Commissioner further statas that
he has assigned a number of police-
ywWomen on thess casesa, and If this provesa
mocessful this kind of work wiil be done
in the future Ly policewomen, It has
_been Intimuted that police ofMicers wers
working with desplcable lawyers wio
make a spacialty of preying upon women,
and demanding extortionate fees for de-
fending them on charges of solleiting.
The District Attorney has very properly
sugyested the advisability of appointing
& WOmMAN A8 an assistant prossoutiog
officer, which I8 highly commendable,

“Could not your commities engage A
good reputabls lawyer, preforably a
woman, who wayld be assigned to the
wemen's courf ib look after the legml
rights of women who have bean ar-
refted? ‘This would ald justice and not
obatroot It. . It would work toward the
slimination of the shyster lawyer who
devotes himself wholly to preying upon
women who are arrested and brought to
oourt,

*Women brought ta court should be
iaformed that there is some one at the
eourt with whom they can advise and
to whom they might state thelr case,
who would appear for them without
charging n fes. This would drive these
lawyers from this kind of pructice and
snd any poselble connection between
sdeh lawyers and tha police.

Some FPollcemen Oversealems,

It in very llkely that police officera
amignad to this special kKind »f work
becoma overzealous in the performance
of thelr dutler A woman under arrest
surely needs help In a cams like that
Then again It sometimes happens Lhat
unscrupulous policamen will make an ar-
rangement with an unscrupulous lawyer
wheraby after the arrest tho lawyer gots
the caws and all the money that he een
squeezo out of the woman, The case

goea to trial. The officar assumes It 1o
be trae. .
“The lawyer ‘who ought to hLe pro-

tecting the woman never guestions tha
weracity of hia friend the policeman,
In mo#t cascm the woman is found gullty,

agntence s suspended and the de-
fendant placed on probation. This pro-
eddure protects the oMcer, stogs any

ariticlsm of the Magiatrats, and pleawes
and profits the lnwyer In the cam. The
whole thing 18 & farca. 1f the lawyer
was not under obligation to the police-
man, he would not hesitite to cross-ex-
amine at the trial. The Magistrate would
then pay more attention and the laxity
which terminates the procedure in many
of these oases and in minor crimingl
oonrts would ba thum eliminated.

Wasmivaron, Juns 18 —According to
A statement issued to-day by the Comp-
troller of the Currency, the returns of
the national banks as of May 12 show
that the resources of $20,826,000,000 ex-
coed by $783,000,000 the greatest ree
ported up to the end of last year,
huge Increass has been concurrent with
tha puccemaful flotatiog and collection of
abaut  $26,000,000,000 In Covernment
bonds and short term mescurities, the
majority of which were placsd through
the national banks.

With this vast increass in resources
the natlons! banks ha%e enjoyed »
greater immunity from €allure than ever,
the record showing only two national
bank fallures in the whole country since
January 1, 1918, Of the Increase In re-
sources New York ahowed the largest
with §366,000,000. ‘The San Franclso
Increaso in 32,000,000 ; Boston, $27,000,-
000; Portiand, Ore. §$11,000,000; Kan-
sas Clty, $17,000,000. The clreulation of
the national bankas was $4876,000,000,
Cash on hand was §1,928,000,000, the
largest balance ever reported.
