DISPUTE OVER BANDAGES

Champion Insists They Be Put
On in Ring, but Challenger's
Manager Objects,

Tolepo, Ohlo. July 1—~There will be
& big pow-wow here to-morrow in refer-
ence to the rules to govern the fight on
July 4, and thers promises to bs qulte
an earnest discumsion before the question
t# gettied. It was announced that Major
BidMe, one of the judges, and Jack
Skelly, alternate referee, will arrive to-
morrow, when a goneral conference of
the officials and the principals will e
held. Those in attendance will be Fef-
tree Ollle Perord, Judges Blddle and
Ttekard, Jesa Willard, répreésenting him-
welf, and Jack Kearns, representing
Dramnprey

The first point to be disgussed wili be
the use of the Marguis of Quesnsbarry
of Toledo Commission rules, and the in-
dipations point to the Quesnsbarry cods
ne the winner. These rules Are men-
tloned in the articles of agreement, and
as they have governed every champlon-
ehip battle smince the bare knuckle days
passd Into the discard there Is small
question they will ba In force at Bay
View Park on July 4,

Another point that will eome up for
dla-umsion 1s that of bandages. Willard
and his advisers harbor the susplelon
that Dempsey’'s bandages have been
treated with some preparation tending
to harden them after the gloves nre
drawn o, and the champlon will Insist
that the bnndages be put on In the ring
in full view of all concerned. Ksarns
declares that it would e foolish to
waste valuablo time In the ring and
that Dempeeys’ handages will ns waual
be adjusted in the dreasing room.

Willard Seecks Rauling.

Wiliard will try and get a rullng from
the oMeials compelling the challenger to
put on his bandages in the ring. and
thers promines 1o be a lively argument
over the point.

Anothor subject of dispute is the “rab-
bit killer” punch, which ia dellveored on
the back of the neck when the victim's
head i= bent forward. Both Willard and
Dempeey bhave emploved this
agalnst thelr sparring pariners, and
while it is mrohibited in a malority of
clubs, yet there is nothing In the Queens-
berry rules mspecifically prohibiting the
clout. At the sume time the oode de-
clares that a fair hit is made with the
knuckles of elther hand on the front
part of the head or body,

When discussing this blow Jack Kearns
sald lhat Dempsey would consent to the
usa of any blow that the champlon de-
sired, and If Willard wanted the rabbit
killer he could have It golog and com-
ing.
