He earned

that right In the famous Carter Handi-

cap at the Aqueduct track yeeterday

afternoon. Tn winning the stake ho

proved himself a veritable whirlwind

and a horse possessing as stout a heart
as the most courageous of thorough-

breds. The son of Kabelals won the

stake In a gallop by three lengths and
In doing so smashed the seven furlong
record to smithereens.

He carried the heavy Impost of 193
pounds and stepped over the course In
the amaalng time of 1:23, four-fift- of

a second faster than the old mark es-

tablished by Old Koenlg last year.
Just before Naturalist ran oft with

the Carter. Panoply, a bay daughter of
Peter Pan belonging to Harry Payne
Whitney, won the Clover Stakes and
caused a hlg surprise by beating the re-

nowned Bonnie Mary.
Both the Carter and the Clover are

old flitures and there was tremendous
Interest In each, for In each a turf Idol
was a contestant In the Carter was the
great Dominant, the horse
belonging to Harry Payne Whitney
which came back to the racea a fort-

night ago after three years on the farm
and showed the form that won him
worldwide fame In his juvenile year
In 1919. In the Clover Bonnie Mary,
which tiolda the title of queen of her age,
was considered Invincible. She had
given away weight o the best of the
colts and miles of her age and with one
Mention had beaten them In a romp.
And when the two Idols were beaten
a cloud of gloom spread over the entire
course and It was not lifted when the
last event had been decided.

Rone Confident of Sacccsa.
Because of the presence of Dominant

five of the nine entrants were with-

drawn from the Carter. This left only
Naturalist, Dominant. Star Master and
Routledge to don silks. Dominant was
a top heavy favorite at a to 5, but to a
majority of racegoers this price seemed
excellent. They had known how great
he was as a ld and they also
were aware that In his start two weeks
ago he displayed all of his old time

peed. But none was as confident of vic-

tory as was James Rowe. the "wlsard of
the turf." who trains for Mr. Whitney.

"I know this fellow will win." Mr.
Rowe fold Mr. Whitney and a heist of
friends in the paddock before the race.
He has done more than I asked of him.
