At the same time the action of Ref-
eres I'ecord, who, by the way,
cover himself with glory
Willard out and ralsng Dempsey's hand
as a slgn that the challenger had won
the fight, also is covered by the rules,
and would glve Dempsey precedance
were a final declsion to be demanded,

Rula 4 of the London code provides
that “tha declslon of the referee. what-
ever it may be, shall bo final and strictly

binding on all partiss, whether as ta a
matter In dispute or the lssue of the
battle"

Thus it is seen that a decialon once

having been made by Lthe referes |t
cannot be reversed, and under that rule
Dempsey could claim the decision of the
referes, that he wazs the winner of the
bout by knockout In tha first round, Is
final and could not lexally be reversed.

However, as Dempaey was aventually
declared the winner and as Willard did
not and will not clalm a foul on Ae-
count of his opponent leaving the ring.
the verdict will stand as a knockout in
three rounds instead of one.

Five Seconds From Old

Covers Two and a Half Mile Course in 4:58, Clipping

Mark—Trompe La Mort

and Man o’ War Win Stake Events.

Joseph E. Davie's good steeplachase
horss Brooks clipped five seconds from
the two and & half mlls track record In
the Glandals Handleap, Samuel Riddie's
renowndd juvenils Man o' War galioped
off with the Tremont Stakes and Jossph
B Widener's imnorted colt Trompe La
Mort won the Brookdale Handicap by a
noss from George D). Widener's Lanlus
These ware the outstanding features of a
great day's racing. which more than
15,000 persona witnassed yesterday al-
ternoon at the Aqueduct track.

The race of Brooks was sxceptionally
brilllant. This six-year-old mson of
Leonld and Insolence llkes the Aqueduct
course. Owver 1t he runs his best. In
1917 he - smashad the two mile mark,
came back last season and lowered his
own figures and yesterday went forth
and covered the longer courss In the un-
precedentsd time of 4:68. The old mark
for the distance was §:03, establlahad
h'r“w. G. Brokaw's Expansionist In
1 A

In accomplishing his task Brooks ran
better than he ever did before, He set
& terrific pace all the way and had
snough apeed and stamina in reserve to
withstand a determined challange by
Edward Weld'a Bella o' the Bea in the
fAinal run to the judges. At the end he
was all but four lengths in front of
Balls o ths Sea. Ral Parr's Royal
Arch, the other contestant, wan never in
the hunt and finlshed a poor third.
Brooks stole a big lead on his oppo-
nants during the first half mile. Then
Jockey Nicklaus steadled him and nl-
lowed him to step along at a fast but
steady pace. Rounding the turn out of
tha backstretch the last time around and
again in the homestretch Bells o' the
Eea made a bid for the lead, but her
efforts only enabled her to take second
maonay.

Trompe La Morte s Winner,

Tromps La Monte's victory was a
senmational one, Although he sarped
the §5,000 purse by the narrow margin
of a few Inches, he proved himmelf one
of the best handicap horses In training.
He carried 121 pounds and gave away
from five to thirty-three pounds to his
opponenta,
That he won the stake was due to
a good ride and good judgment on the
part of Jockey Fairbrother. To win the
race Fairbrother was compelled to dis-
obey hian riding Instructjons, Thes last
worlt Tom Walah, the trainer, told him

Falrbrother Is an obediant jockey and
when possible does as he Is instructed,
All trainers know this and with his
instructlons ha s usually told to use
his own judgment In cass of an emerg-
ency.
