More than 17,000 war weary dough-
boys and ofMcern fAnished the Inst lap
but one of thelr journey home yesterday
when four transports landed them at this
port. The Leviathan, which steamed up
the river early in the afternoon, carried
the largest number, 7.320 military pas-
sengers, including Major-Gen. David C.
Bhanks, Hrig.-Genn. Lesley J. MoNalr,
Briant H, Wells, Benjamin D, Koulois
and Willlum T, Wood, all travelllng as
easuals, The blg ex-German liner also
had a record number of camual officers

of other ranks, thers being 3,348 on
board.
Incidentally, every one of the 3,346

who could get within hailing dimunce of
i reporter, hud a tale of woe to tell. The
Leviathan 8 n blg ship, ths blggest
there 1s, but not even the Leviathan had
first class nccommodations for the more
than 3,000 officers, and in consequence
many a Llisutenant who countad on
pleasant stateroom, possibly with a pri-
yate bath, a stesmer chalr on deck and
three meals 4 day at the Government
rate of $1 In the liner's saloon. found
Bimself sleeping on a matiress in troop
space G and standing In lina for his
chow, llke the verlest doughboy. To
add Ingult to Injury, officers of the lower
ranks were restricted to certaln decks
end hlue dungaree overalls were served
out to wll hands, s0 that gold and silver
bars and similar ornaments not only
gave thelr wearers no credit, but were
even lost to sight

There was much talk on the pler at
Fioboken of breaking down the discipline
of the army by such unprecadented re-
moval of the (istinctions between offi-
eern and enlisted men, and it was sald
that one young nviator had gons ro far
&n 1o flle a wireless message to Senator

OfMcers' Mgnlty Damaged.

8o far as could be ascertained from
the explosions  of Indignant lengungs
whirh sounded along the ship's side like
A barrage, o one had suffered any
real hardship en the voyage, The dam-
aga reported with such vehemence was
done only to the dignity of thelr owners
Col. Hobert 8. Knox of the Regular
Army, who was In command of the
troops on board, admitted that there

been some growling on the voyage,
but said that It had dled out after a
couple of days.

He had partaken of every meal that
was scrved abwoard, he sald, and had
found no wiuse for complaint. He also
deciared thit the ofMcers had double the
apaca allotted to enlisted men, #o that
the transport waa filled 1o only 60 per
eent. of her capacity, and that each of-

Two Prisoners Disnppedr nt Sen.

On the Patricia there woere 2649 meén
and ofMfcers, while the lalian liner
Caserta, from Genoa amnd Marsallles,

brought 1,352, The Mount Vernon had
6. 766 names on her passenger list, but
two of her company were unaccourntsad
for when ehe docked. The missing mon
were two Koeneral prisoners, one under
mentence of life lmprironmept for mur-
der and the other facing a fifteen year
term for an attempt at the same ¢rime.
The prizoners got away from thelr
guards on the lnst night of the voyage
and a thorough search of the entire
vessel, Including even the bollers, which
wore not under steam, failled to find
them.

Sentrion with fixed bayonets guarded
the ship after she dotked at Hoboken,
and as the troops marched down the
gangplank each man was scrutinized by
oMcers, who knew the missing prisoters
by slght, but when the debarkation had
been completed the prisoners were still
uniceounted for, Army officers in
eharge refused to give the names of
the missing men. They regarded thie
theory that the men had Jumped over-
hoard durlng the night as very improb-
able and seemed Inclined to think that
the prisoners would be found In the

bunkers or storerooms.

T0 HELP SELL MEAT

Packers and Producers Beek
by Advertising to Get Peo-
ple to Eat Beef.

PORK TO CARE FOR ITSELF

Nothing TIs Said About High
Prices in Retail Shops, but
That May Come.

Moat packers and live stock producers
are going to conduct an advertising cam-
palgn with the object of stimulating do-
meatlc maat consumption, particularly of
beef. Retall meat prices are so high
Mr. and Mre. Amerionn cannot buyy or
Just won't buy, or are trylng to get out
of the habit of eating meat. This means
a falling off of males In the retall butcher
shops and a corresponding falling off
in orders which the retallers place with
the wholesaler, who In most cases is the
packer. Thia lan't good business for the
packer, nor for the stock producer from
whom “the packer buya his cattle. A
sucoessful campalgn with a view to stim-
ulating beef consumption and general
utllization of meat products among con-
sumers, they belleve, will be & good
thing for businean

The declsion to carry on such a cam-
palgn was agreed ypon at & conference
In (‘hlengo of representatives of the
packing intarests and the live stock
producera  conference committes, which
wan appointed some months ago. The
producers got together first Lo talk over
the guestion, most vital to them, of the
grent losses sustained by cattle fonders
because of the drop !n cattle prices
Then the packers were called In and
both wides agreed to work together in
an effort to induce American consumers
to eat mors meat, or, in other words, to
buy more meat.

Market Operations Studied.

“The llve stock men,” says the Na-
tional Provigioner, the oMcelil organof the
American Meat Packers Assoctation, in Its
report of the conference, "wers naked by
the packers to place representatives in
both the Chlcago and the Hastarn mar-
Kets a0 that they might ses just how
market operations procesded, and might
appreciate the conditlons under which
tha packers worked both at the buying
and distributing end Packers offered
to mive these live stock représentatives
every facility for moquiring Information
and to necept thelr advice and coopera-
tion in every way

“In addition to this the live stock men
decided of thelr own accord to aend In-
vestigators into the retall fleld 1o note
the trend of retall pricea and to learn
how the retaller acted.

*Producers planned to put san adver-
tising eampalgn In the Western news-
papers, which wns to begin this weel
Packern nlso planned to conduct a simli-
Iar campalgn, all with a view to stimula-
ting beef conaumption and general utill-
zation of meat products among consum-
ers.

“It Ia planned by the producers to
advertise the food wvalue of besf and
mutton, pointing out to the consumer
that such products at present prices are
cheap considering the nutrition. Tt is
felt that pork will take care of itself

“*The sttuation befors us now,' sald

Ones thousand army carrier pigeons of
pedigreed stock were offered at auction
at the Government pigeon loft on Gov.
ernora Island yesterday aftermoon. Of
these 100 had been In service In Franps,
fiying from the trenches to lofts back of
the linesn. Only about 300 were aold.

The oversens birds brought from §2 ts
$3 a palr; the others were mold for an
average of $1.25 n pair—less than the
cost of the graln to feed tham, Corporal
Willlam H, Lightfoot, who auctionel
them off, sald,

There are sightean Cerman plxeons Iy
the lot. Thess are deserters from tha
enemy, having followed our birds nves
the lines. They bear the lron croes of
Prussia stenciled on the inner slde of
thelr right wings, along with thair nume
bers In the Garman Intelllgence servies,

One of thess birds—a franlain—was
brought In by Red Eye, formerly at-
thehed to the 116th Fileld Signal Bat-
tallon, after the manner of the Roman
and the Sabine maidens, and as the army
order forbldding Americans to wed Gear.
mansg does not apply to army plgeons,
Red Eye and his Boche bride are now
living happlly togethar In the loft en
Governoras Taland, whera thay have a
family nest and two hyphennted egs.
