BY ESSEX SENATOR U

Charles 0. Pilgrim Comes Ont
for Newton Bugbee for

Jersey Governorship.

Newark City Commissioner
Now Said to Have Eyes on

Charles O. Pilgrim, a State Senator
and one of ths Republican leadsrs of
Essex county. New Jersey, announced
yesterday that' he will support ths candi-
dacy, for the Republican Gubernatorial
nomination of Newton A. K. Bugbee,
now State Comptroller. Ths announce-
ment means that Mr. Pilgrim and un-

questionably some other Influential lead-
ers there have decided to cast aside
Thomas L Raymond, City Commissioner
of Newsrk. who also Is a candidate for
the Governorship.

During recent months ths situation In
ths Essex Republican county commit-
tee has been turbulent over major dif-
ferences between the leaders. It has had
the effect of forming factions, and Mr.
Pilgrim has aligned himself with the
most powerful group In the committee.
The Influence and prestige of this group
was heightened recently when a Su-

premo Court Investigation of the. county
government disclosed that John B. Wool-sto-

county chairman and Commissioner
Raymond's campaign manager, profited
to the extent of 831,000 In a county land
deal two years ago. Mr. Woolston since
has resigned as Mr. Raymond's manager.

Of late the group of leaders, which
Includes Ssnstor Pilgrim, have held a
series of conferences at which It Is
understood they concluded to throw
thalr politics) strength to the Bugbee
candidacy. They are Inclined to theImpression that Mr. Bugbee has greater
strength in Essex than was bellevon
Jaefore the contest got under way, and
mat mm strength may land him the
nomination. .

SEES WAR LESSONS

Says Conflict Retarded All

Constructive Movements

for Women.

SOME GAINS RESULTED

Workers in England May

Force Crisis Unless De-

mands Are Met.

Mrs. Harriot Stanton Blatch returned
yesterday on the Noordam from a four
months visit to England, France, Oer- -

many and Swttserland. Bhe said last
night st her home, 18 West Ninety-firs- t
street, that she hsd gone to Europe to
find out whst definite constructive things
had come out of the war for women snd
she had not been long abroad before dis-

covering that nothing constructive had
resulted from ths conflict. Such con-

structive movements aa ars now on foot
In Europe, ahe aald, are movements that
antedate the war and were retarded
by It.

"Of course," Mrs Blatch aald.
"women and labor have learned certain
lessons as a result of the war. Among-
the deflnate recommendations that their
experience has taught are that working
conditions and hours should be the same
for men and women the hours of work
for adult woman should not be limited
except as thoss of men In similar occu-
pations are limited. On the other hand
the employment and Hie working condi-
tions of children should be strictly reg-

ulated.
"in England a careful Investigation

Into the sffect on woman working In
osrtaln trades which before the war
wars filled exclusively by msn, such as
bus and tram conductors for Instance,
shows that ths health of ths women
after several years of work wss In msny
cases Improved. This was the result
of fresh air and of their ability to buy
better and more nourishing food than
under former conditions.

Need Mechanics! Training;.
"Another result of the war time ex-

perience of ths women, especially in
England, Is thst women- as well as men
need more training, especially along
mechanical lines This la a mechanical
age and the schools should give more
mechanical training. One of ths great
needs la to make work more Interesting
and to do that It la necesssry thst
machinery be better understood.

"In this connection I wss interested
to find that M. La Fontaine, the French
Minister of Industry, la ra her Inclined
to look with disfavor on the sight hour
law, for the reason thst he fesrs It will
lesd to speeding up of machinery. In
France, where machinery fs used. It Is
run .much more slowly than In this
country and ths worker often performs
more than one operation, so that he la
more of a workman and less of a ma-
chine himself.

"Then, too, ths long noon rest, gen-
erally of at least two hours. Is unlverssl
Is Francs, snd has undoubtedly had a
good effect In giving working people a
good meal and a hearty rest In ths mid
dle of the dsy. In fsct, sn English com- -

the French workman as compared with
the Brltlah."

Mrs. said that In her opinion
the shop committee gradually super-
seding the trades union in both Englsnd
and France, is taking greater ln- -

terest In working conditions than the
Dillon leaders did.

In Bwltserlsnd Mra Blatch said, thst
he was In conference with s number of

ths women leaders of the Central Em
pires snd that ahe was gratified to learn
mat one women m organization naving
Some 5.000 members through Germany
had protested against the deportation of
women from the Invsded districts and
thst one of the leaders of this move-
ment, Prau Htymsnns of Munich, had
been imprisoned for her pert in the af-

fair. Frau Heymanns. she said, waa
appointed a member of the Central So- -

vlet of Bavaria to replace Dr. Augs-- I
borg. who wss stricken 111 from the ef-- !
fects of malnutrition.

Malnutrition Apparent.
"The effects of malnutrition were very

apparent In all ths Germans I met, and
especially In the Austrian children I
saw In Swltterland, where a number of
ths children from Vienna and other
citlea have been sent. At first sight the
children seemed In good health. It was
only when you examined them cloaely
that you saw that the flush on their
cheeks was a hectic flush snd especially
when you examined the tags which each
chIM wore with his name and age writ-
ten on It was their condition apparent.
The ages on the tags were invariably
several year grsater than was to be
expected from the else and development
of the children."

Mra Blatch aald ahe found that the
Germans were turning to the women for
aid, ' even among the reactionary ele-
ment. Bhe Instanced ths esse of Frau
Heldsleck of Coblent, who organised the
women of Coblens agslnst the Socialists
with auoh aucceaa that they cast more
votes than the men and not a eingle
Socialist waa returned from the district.
Frau Heldsleck told Mrs. Blatch that
ahe was quietly organising the women
of Germany sgsinst Bolshevism.

In Englsnd Mrs. Ulster) said she
found the royal family extremely popu-
lar, much more ao than they were a
doscn years sgo. The Lloyd Oeorge
Government. she said, Is faced with a
difficult problem In deciding the attitude
to assume on the bill no wbefore Par-
liament to restore to labor In the en-

gineering trades their pre-w- preroga-
tives of limitation of output and the
exclusion of women ; prerogatives which
they surrendered at the outbreak of the
war. If the present Oovernment la not
turned out on the housing question or
the land quaatlon. Mrs. Blatch expressed
the opinion that the labor problem
would result In a change of Ministry.

PERU'S NEW CABINET NAMED.

Legrata Government Apparently
Accepted In Provinces.

W'aSMlJfOToN, July t. Dr. M. Porrss
has been appointed President of the
Peruvian Cabinet and Minister of For-
eign Affaire by provisional President
Legula, who overthrew President Pardo
and assumed office July 4. This an-
nouncement was made to-d- by acting
Secretary of State Phillips on the basis
of advices from Lima, which gave the
other members of the new Cabinet as
follows :

Minister of Justice, Mr. Oscres Minis-
ter of Gpbernacion, Mr. CorneJ ; Minister
of War, Gen. Mavllla : Minister of
Finance, Mr. Idlajues, and Minister of
Public Works. Mr. Gulteres.

The Department's advices said that
the new Government aeemed to be ac-
cepted In the provinces snd tbat no pres-
ent organised opposition to ths new au-

thorities had been manifested.

MILK SUPPLY BARED

Elimination of
Animate te Urged.

Special rtrretpnndenec to Tnt So.
LoWdok, June 30 A Ministry of Food

memorsndum on the milk supply of the
United Kingdom points out certain de- -

fects In the quality and distribution, and
makes suggestions by which these de-

fects msy bo remedied.
It appears to be necessary, says the

memorandum, that the Oovernment
should concern Itself mors cloaely than
It has hitherto done with:

The encouragement and Improvement
of milk production.

The ultimate elimination from the
milking herds of animals suffering from
tuberculosis

The Improvement of methods of col-
lection and distribution.

The railway companies should be ap-
proached with a view to the development
of facilities for ths collection of milk
snd milk products by motor services
feeding the railways. Special accommo-
dation for milk waiting to bs put on rail
ahould be provided at country stations
from which milk Is consigned In largs
qusntittes. The compsnles should also
be asked to see thst sny new milk vsns
are built on the best model that can be
devised.

The memorsndum Includes Dr. Orr's
report bh the contamination of milk, and
gives his rough estimate as to how It
takes place, as follows:

A. On the farm, about 10 per cent.
B. On the railway, about 30 per cent.
C. In dealers' hands, about 30 per cent
U. m consumers' houses, about 20 per

cent.
