A great expansion In that branch ul
the woollen Industry In Canada which In

concerned with the making of high trade
clothe seem, to b Indicated by

present circumstances. The chief factors
In th. situation ar the Improvement In
the efficiency of the Industry Itself, the
Improvement In the supply of Canadian
long- - fibre wool, owing to ths Increase In
th sheep raising on the prairies, and.
most Important of all, the shortage of
supplies of English worsteds, which have
In th. past taken up most of the market
for high grade cloths In this country.

An Indication of th. changed situation
la pointed out by the Ottawa Journal to
be the formation of Canadian Woollens,
Limited, for the purpose of combining
three of the principal Canadian com-psnl-

engaged In the manufacture of
worsteds and providing then with work-
ing capital, Improved machinery and
everything necessary for a greatly In-

creased volume of business. The com-
panies In question are those which oper-
ate th. Auburn mill at Petorboro, one
hundred and on. years old, the Standard
at Toronto, another old established and
successful plant, and the Bonner Worth
Company, the producr of very high
grade worsteds.

The character of th. thre. mills Is
sach that they can easily be specialized,
each upon a different grade of product.
Bach has a good supply of experienced
labor and an up to date plant. The gen-
eral managership of the whol. organlaa-tio- n

will be In the hands of Mr. Worth
of th. last named (Inn. m ho la thoroughly
familiar with th. worated Industry and
with its special conditions In Ontario.
HI appointment lnaurea continuity of
operations and policy batwe.n th. old
and new regime.

There hus hitherto been a vry large
Importation of manufactured woollen
goods from the United Klnjdom and else-
where. Into Canada, and even in the fiscal
year to March 31, 9 , when this Im-

portation was largely curtailed owing
to hoiiag of supplies abroad, the valuo
of Imported wool product, other than th.
raw wool, waa nearly 111,000,000. But
la that year the Imports of tweeda w.r.
only (71,732 yards, against 2,8S,787 In
1017, showing that Canada ha. been
largely thrown upon her own resource,
of lata. Moreover the advantage for-
merly enjoyed by the British manufac-
turer In respect of cheapueas of labor
hac now been greatly reduced.

The worsted Industry seums to b.
natural to Canada, owing to the great
and Increasing supply of long fibred wool
raised on the pralrlea of the West, with
heir long winter, during which the

flocks can be left nut In the ranges it
Is obviously absurd to transport th wool
to Great Britain and manufacture It
Into worsteds merely to have It returned
to Canada for the clothing of Canadians,
when the process can b quite as well
performed at a point conveniently situa-
ted between th wool grower and th
Canadian consumer.

BANK HAS 380 BRANCHES.

160 branches in all parts of Canada.
Recently. In Montr.!, J. 8. 111. mi, su-

This
total Includes not only new branches but
branches closed during the war that have
been reopened nine.

AMERICANS SEEK

CANADA LUMBER

Buyers Flock to fllg Ccntro",

but Snpply Is Extremely
Short.

Toronto, July 7. American lumber
dealers ar hard after Canadian sup-
plies. There are at the preaent time
several representative of American
firms In Ontsrlo, Quebeo and British
Columbia trying to buy up "any kind
of stuff so long a It Is lumber." Their
task la not an easy one by any rrreana
In fact It Is doubtful If they aecur
anything like an amount to warrant
thejr endeavors.

Canada In short of lumber- shorter
than she has been In a hundred years.
In fact It la only this last few days
that she has abandoned the ldeibTlm-portln- g

large quantities of lumber from
the United (Hates. Ever sine the
armistice was signed order have been
lncreaaing for all grades and kinds of
lumber. The situation Is now critical.
Quebeo ha sold her entire stock and
ha promised to deiwer within a stated
period more lumber to England and
France than the province uually cut
In an entire year. Seven hundred mill-
ion feet of lumber La called for In one
aet of contract Issued toy the Imperial
Authorities. Knormuus orders, also for
European account, have been turned
down owing to the amount of stuff now
on contract, and which cannot be deliv-
ered on time owing to the scarcity of
supplies, strikes and shipping facilities,

Stocks are ao short in and around
Toronto, Montreal and that
building operations have been greatly
checked. Prices are a secondary con-
sideration now, even though they are
anywhere from 10 to 2S per cent, higher
than a year ago.

An inventory of last winter's cut now
shows that there was a falling off by
about 15 per cent, from that of the
previous year and approximately 5 per
rent, less than In pre-w- years. In
British Columbia, where the lumber In-

dustry works through the summer Just
the same as It does In the winter, the
mills are practically at a standstill ow-

ing to the labor unrest. For two months
or more the coolie were on strike over
an attempt to cut their wages and Just
as this strike was settled the general
walkout was called. The mills are still
practically closed and the Indications are
that they will continue so for an In-

definite period.
So that with Its mills closed and more

contract on hand than ran be filled In
several months there la little hope of the
Americans procuring very much, if any,
lumber from Canada.

Owing to the scarcity of tonnage the
Ilrltlsh authorltlea are building boats at
Victoria, B. C, for the sole purpose of
conveying lumber to England. These
ships are novel In that they are built
out of tiie lumber for export. The ss-te-

Is to bolt the outside logs together,
after the raft st le. The propelling
power is In the form of an engine which
sits on the hack of the ship and when
the boat Is pulled to pieces at the end
of Its Journey the engine Is shipped back
to Canada as ordinary freight. The
first of these vessel was to have sailed
a few days ago. but will not leave Brit-
ish Columbia for some time owing to
the general strike In that province.

Canada Fecs Reaction From
Expansion.

Tosonto, July 7. A learned eaaay
might be written on the relative place
of optimism and pessimism In the de-

velopment of a young country like Can-

ada. Point Is given to this Idea by a
few recent occurrences In th. financial
history of the country, such as the fail-
ure of the Standard Hellenes Mortgage
Corporation at Toronto and the critlclam
of the' City Council of Calgary by the
Public Utilities Commission of Alberta.

The former Incidents, as readers of
The BUN know, waa the fruit of specu-
lation In unimproved lands near Toronto
by a subsidiary of the mortgage corpo-
ration. Large areas were bought and
held, or mon y loaned on them, In the
expectation that the boom would extend
and make the market gardens to blossom
as a garden suburb. The Albert com-
mission's protest was based on the fail-
ure of the city of Calgary to avoid
deficits and to administer it. finances a

i prudently aa the cnmmlaaton thought
be done.

Ibhoutd was not th only Western
i city, by the way, to suffer from

during the boom years, when
boundaries und st recta were extended far
into the country, where It was hoped
population would soon follow.

On a larger scale the overconatructlon
of railways, enpectiUly through the un-

settled of northern Ontario, has
brought reaction and ha necealtated
the Dominion (lovernment taking over
the National Transcontinental. Grand
Trunk Pacific and Canadian Northern
railways- - These penetrate In part great
uncultivated areas, which will no doubt
later on become highly productive ; but
meantime the country as a whole has
V pay the penalty for lta optimism.
When the Transcontinental and Grand
Trunk Paolflu were projected in 1903 no
on nad the courage to say they ware
unnecessary- - except, indeed, that Blr
Robert Borden, then leader of the Op-
position, proposed that the Canadian
Pacific should tin uae.d through northern
Ontario ; but his opponents thought It
waa only a political move, and In the
next general elerllon the optimists won
by a large majority,

There w as no atopplng the wave then.
In fact, the tide went on for another
ten years, and In its result has been
perhaps th country's greatest asset, un
less natural resources, which ar. Inani-
mate, be placed first. Without th. won
derful spirit that bridges wildernesses
and develop empires the Canadian peo
ple could not go t.r

These thoughts come to mind now
whan the country la once mors at th
crossroad. Thar. ar. symptom, of un
rest on many hands, and the pessimists,
whan they uncover themselves, shake
their head: but they are In the minor-
ity and doubtlaaa will be overwhelmed.
Were their advice followed, there would
be no great .railways, no canal systems,
no Immigration policy to people the
waste places, no skyscraper and no
great harbora.

In the early
Stage of the war. the organized effi-

ciency of Germany, brutal uml Immoral,
was hammering at the doors of human
civilisation and had almost beaten them
down.

BECOME FARMERS

Longing for Kqnare Meal

Sent Twelve Men Bak
to Soil.

Vaotbrhoof, B. C July 7. PlaJi-wat-

aoup and aawduat bread fnd to
captives In a German prison camp were
responsible for n addition rf twelve
farmers to the population of British
Columbia.

George flcott, nephew of Pro'. J. M.

Maooun of the Canadian Geological
Survey, wa captured In a battle In
Frame, with eleven other Canadian sol-

dier and Interned by the Germans n
the s'uekade at Gelaen. As the twelve
comrade, in misfortune wased awny
to ahadowa on German prison fare they
thought only of good things to eat
and freedom. They dreamel of pie.
Vtslona of ham and eggs ohacsaed them.
They would have sold their sottla for a
dlali of home mad. hash. Word reached
them in their inferno of Canada'e plan
to settle lta soldiers on farm colonies
after the war.

"That'a the thing for us," ald Scott
"If wa go on farma well have plenty to
.at all lb. reat of our Uvea."

The twelve friends agreed. If they
survived prison fore, to settle together
in a soldier colony In Canada. They
cast ballot and chose Central British
Columbia as the place. It was agreed
that the first man horn should select
the land and arrange the details

John Gorkar, on of the twelve,
eacaped from Oelsen In the aummer of
1918. He wa In th first Canadian
contingent sent home after th armis-
tice. Aa soon aa he was discharged h.
set about carrying out the prison pact.
He came to British Columbia and
selected twslv quarter section In the
soldier colony nesr Vanderhoof. One
by one hi friend of prison day Joined
him until all twelve are now settled on
their own farm.

"It wa starvation In prlaon that
made farmara of us." ssld Scott.
"Here on our farms we're sure of plenty
to eat and we ar happy."

Association Aims to
World War Home in

New York.

LIKE AMERICAN LEGION

The British Great War Vet,rans of

America Is being organized practically
along tho same lines as the American
legion. It affiliated with the Great
War Veterans' Association of Canada,
Inc., and offorta ar now balng made
to form an affiliation with the American
Legion.

When the British veterans flrst or-
ganized, they received an Invitation to
become a Post of th American ;

hut later It was found that membership
In the latter organization waa open to
those who are American citizen only.
This preeluded the new organization
from Joining the Legioh, aa the major-
ity of its members are British citizens.

If the American Lealon consents to an
affiliation with the British organization
the latter will form an Important link
between the two great bodies of war vet-
erans on this continent the G. W. V.
of Canada and the American Legion.

It Is estimated that there are between
three and four thousand mon residing in
New York who have fought with the
British and Canadian forces. Member-
ship In the British Great War Veterans
of America is open to all of these, ana
the officers confidently hope that most ot
these men will become members of the
association.

A G. Sclater, manager ot the statis-

tical department of th Union Bank of
Canada, contribute a most Interesting
article on "Why Banks Brok Away
From Old fltyl of Advertising" to
Associated Advertising tor July. Soma
of Its principal passages ar her given :

The war and tho experiences spring-
ing from it brought to each of us a
mor. vivid appreciation of th com-

munity of Interest that link all part
of the civilized world together. It gave
us a new sense of the common duties we
all are expected to carry as citizens of
our native rountry, and showed those
who did not before appreciate it that we
are not a multitude of more or less

individuals, but citizens
of a world community, with a very
definite set of duties as such.
