Storeas to He Loaded.

On  rapld, snappy Instructions the
sailors dashed under the dipping stern
with hands upralsed to fend it off bafore
It reached the ground. ‘Their position
reamed perlious, but, mecording to the
ofMcern, wo light Is the great ship that
the 300 upralsed handa would easily and
sifaly have prevented the (all from
hitting the ground. But as |f percsiving
that her efforta at self-destructlon had
been thwarted the R-34 slowly ceased
her motion under the dropping wind
and the gobs were Annally released from
their ponition.

That was the preluds to the battle
which was to follow, a struggle which
wan waged for the most part during
the day. by soldlers, aithough once In &
while the naval aviation mechanlos
were again called upon to lend a hand.
The 700 men of balloon companies
originally told off for the ground crew
nf the R-34 were utterly unable 1o
handie the whole job, for they were
sors and bllstered from thelr labor of
Sunday and Monday, Durilng the day
the gondolas or cars of the ship were
brought within two feat of the ground
so that mechanles might work upon her
motors and other odd jobs might be per-
formed.

Only a Miracle Saved Leea,

“It was a miracle that wa didn't loss
her then,'” he sald, although the Incident,
whith tore the fabric about her bow,
had been minimised officlally at the
time, ““The only thing that prevented
her from maillng off with Lhe ground
crew dangling from ths ropes th
grabbed was the speed with which a
man got Into the ship and let all the
hydrogen out of ons of the ninetean
balloons inside her snvelope.”
Yesterday morning, the sun did net
come up o hot, so ths expansion was
more gradual, and the preparations to
meet It with added ballast and men
were ready. But the wind which swept
over the fleld yestarday strained of-
cers and man of both army and navy
to the utmost

During the moming. after a few
skirmishes at dawn, the F-14 behaved
herself fairly well. Towara noon, how-
ever, stung to uneasiness by the freah-
enlng wind, she swayed restiesaly from
side to wmide, Only the soldiers with
hands on the rallings of the forward
and rear dolas, and feet on and off
the ground, prevented her from bump-
ing. Occasionally even the utmost ef-
forts of the crew prevented her from
bumping gently, but no damage was
done.

Ace
rording toe W. E. Oregg. the repressnta-
tive of the Weather Bureau at the fleld,
ita strength as it swept down from the
northeast was from fifteen to twenty or
twenty-five miles an hour. This was of
courss absolutely nothing te complaln
about unless one happaned to be holding
onto & rope restraining an airship 840
feet long and containing nearly two miil-
fon cublec feet of heaven hunting
hydrogen,

Ferce of Men Doubled.

By 1 o'clock the 250 men had been
Increased to 600, for desplte the vallant
efforts of the fighting 260 the R-34
showed a dangerous tendancy to drag
tha men on one side off thelr feet and
even lift some of them nearest the ship
from the ground. At fow times during
the day did 1t seem lkely that the R-34
