
Racegoers Pay Great Tribute to Roamer When He Wins at Aqueduct

SUN BRIER IN DASH

Shows Great Speed In Six Fnr-lon-pr

Handicap and Is Ac-

claimed by Big: Crowd.

The mighty Roamer Is still mighty.

The wed in of Knight Errant and
Rose Tree II- - came out at Aqueduct
In the Domino Handicap yesterday af-

ternoon and displayed all of the speed

and courage that made him the publlo

Idol for five years. Over the six fur-Io-

course he defeated a trio of high
elsss thoroughbreds, Including- - Willis
Sharp Kilmer's renowned Sun Briar.

To land home In front Roamer was
compelled to do his best and to turn
a form somersault which shocked the
keen followers of the sport. But de-

spite the reversal he received an ova-

tion the like of which was seldom If
ever accorded to a thoroughbred In this
country. In volume and sincerity It
even surpassed thst which he received
when he smashed the one mile world's
record at Saratoga last summer.

As the gallant horse sped home three
parts or a length In front or Sun Briar
the 10,000 persons present arose as
one and gave vent to their feelings of
Jubilation. They didn't cheer. They
shrieked at the top of their lungs, and
continued to shriek for several seconds.
That ovation alone was a magnificent
tribute to a popular and courageous
horse. But It wasn't half of what was
to come. As Roamer came prancing
back to the scales another roar went
up. This time It was louder snd wilder
and longer than the first. It seemed
as If the thousands had gons plumb
mad In their enthusiasm. And while
the echoes or this "lung burst" were re-

sounding over the Rockaway plains a
third roar or approval went up. It be-
gan as the old fellow started back to
his stable and continued until he had
passed through the gate or the receiv-
ing paddock.

Losers Pay Hlsjli Tribute.
Among those who joined In this triple

ovation were thousands who had wag-
ered against him. In the enthusiasm
for the gallasot victor of a hundred hard
fought battles they forgot their losses
and their peevishness over his somer-
sault. They were paying homage to a
thoroughbred they loved for his speed,
stamina and courage.

Roamer went wrong after he smashed
Salvatnr's record at the Spa last sum-
mer, and last autumn couldn't beat a
plater. Running the one mile course
In the unprecedented time of 1 :lt 5

sapped his speed and strength and made
him a different horse. It not only
slowed him up; It ruffled his even tem-
per and made him sour and stubborn.
He refused to "break" from the bar-
rier even In his morning trials after It.
und nt the Empire City meeting he was
retired.

During the winter he took on flesh
and when he emerged from winter quar-
ters looked as good as he ever did In
his brilliant career. After a week or
two of slow work he began to show a
desire for speed, and In his subsequent
trials went as fast as he ever had be-
fore. But when he was sent to the
races he didn't race like his former
self. He faltered twenty yards from the
anlsh In his Initial race and was beaten
by the three-year-o- Natural Bridge.
He was tried again and again, but In
each race he showed less than In his
previous one, and Jack Ooldsborough.
hln trainer, and Andrew Miller, his
owner, announced that he had become
cunning. They said he would work fast
In the cool mornings and race badly In
the hot afternoon. But even this state-
ment did not cause his rrlends to for-
sake him. They gave him another trial.
But he failed again and sadly, and re-
luctantly his host of admirers admitted
that rime had done its deadly work and
that the once great champion would
have to be Jontent among the platers.

Roamer Third (holer.
The distance yesterday was much

shorter than he had been asked to race
In several years, hut because he had
shown no speed In his last performances
he wasn't considered to have a chance
to beat Sun Briar. Even the mediocre
L'Errant was considered his superior
and the former champion went to thepost the third choice In a four horse
race.

Mr. Miller didn't believe his pet would
win, but his trainer did. "If he draws
a position on the outside where the
track Is fast he will win." said Mr.
Ooldsborough. "He has worked six fur-
longs In 1 :12 and only the Inside posi-
tion where It Is cuppy will keep htm
from victory." But even this assurance
from the trainer would not make the
owner confident of success.

"I don't think he can beat that Kil-
mer colt," he said, "and If It weren't for
the fact that I'd look like a quitter I'd
scratch him."

Last winter Mr. Miller bet Mr. Kil-
mer $500 that Roamer would beat Sun
Briar the first time they met. and yes-
terday was the first time the pair had
been matched since. It was to this
wager he referred when he said that he
didn't want to appear like a quitter. He
feared that the Blnghamton sportsman
might accuse him of dodging the Issue
to save the 1500 wager.

That Koamer won was due to the way
the race was run. If L'Errant had
not been In the contest Sun Briar prob-
ably would have scored an easy victory.
L'Errant is one of the rastest three fur-
long horses In traln'ng. and, following
stable Instructions, Johnny Loftus sent
Sun Briar after him as soon as the
barrier went up.

Dael VP ,r Backstretch.
It resulted In a thrilling duel for

three-eight- hs .of a mile. Then L'Errant
quit and Sun Briar took command. But
the fight to get the lead sapped the
Kilmer colt s streingth. and when
Roamer. which had drawn the outs de
position and had followed the ptvee at
a steady, even stride, cnaJlenced In the
homestretch. Sun Briar faltert-d- . He
tlldn't quit. He gave up everything he
possessed, and under severe punish-
ment fought on to the end. But Roamer,
which was In receipt of sixteen pounds
allowance, would not be deniKt, and after

!

a long, hard fight through the home- -
stretch, got up In t'me to win handily
by thres parts of u length.

Althoug the track was dull, if not
cuppy. from the recent rain, Roamer
sped over the six furlongs In the re-
markably fast time of 1 lit, only one
second behind the record hung up by
Tunderer In 191(1.

Roamer's homersault was not the only
one of the getaway day. In the Myrtle
Helling Stakes R. F. Carman's Startling
lsd home a big field of high class platers.
In his recent efforts Startling showed
little speed and was unable to navel six
furlongs at a fast clip. Yesterday he
went a mile and covered the distance

ver the dull track In 1:31 Com-
mander J. K. L. Ross's Damrosch was
second and Filmendorf third.

After Startling won E. C. Klwell went
In the sales ring and bid tip the horse
from ; his entered selling price, to
13,600. Mr. Carman bid an extra 35
an--1 retained him.

After the bidding Mr. Carman wss one
of ths most exasperated men seen on the
track in several years. He said all sorts
of ugly things about Mr. Klwell for
"boosting'' his horse.

Sunny Hill Awarded a
Race Run 5 Daya Ago

stewards rubbed It In
THE on all the racegoers

who wagered on Sunny Hill,
the SO to 1 shot which was beaten a
whisker by John I. Day last Monday.
They announced that they had dis-
qualified John I. Day for carrying
five pounds under weight and placed
Sunny Hill the' victor. This does not
mean that those who wagered on
Sunny Hill will cash their bets, or
that those who bet on John I. Day
will be compelled to return their win-
ning wagers. The Jockey Club does
not recognise betting, and the de-

cision simply means that the owner
of Sunny Hill will receive the purse
Instead or John I. Day.

George W. Loft owned John I.
Day at the time of 'the race, and In
entering him Max Hlrsah forgot to
announce that the horse had won a
race In the South during the winter.
That victory Incurred a penalty of
five pounds, and this Mr. Hirsch
railed to put on him. The mistake
was called to the attention of the
stewards yesterday, and they lost no
time In disqualifying John I. Day.

Such a mistake does not often
occur, but a similar one happened a
decade ago when Father Bill Daly's
Ventura beat a big field of platers
at Morris Park. "Pa" forgot to an-
nounce the previous victory of hln
olt, and three daya later the stew-
ards learned of It and took the purse
away from him. "Pa" was furious,
ind blamed "Mickey" Miles, his lit-

tle Jockey, for not reminding him of
It and fined him ISO.

Cincinnati, July It, Ths Eastern

tennis team evened things In the dual
tennis match for the sectional team
championship here y by scoring two
points against one for the West. Ths
score now stands upstlcks at three all.
The representatives or that part of the
country which Is nearer to the Atlantic
Ocean than It Is to the section cham-
pionship, won the two singles matches
but lost the doubles.

Llndley Murray, national , flnl.h.d lnaK(lnd pUce .n m. charchampion, a Callfornlan native son, who
read Horace Greeley's advice about go-

and so turned around and went East,
scored one point for the East. The other
point was scored by Wallace F. John-
son of Philadelphia, a dyed In the wool
Easterner, who looks upon Warren,
Ohio, as being West. The West scored
a point when Klnaey and Axel
Gravem of California won In the doubles
from S. H. Voshell and Wallace John-
son.

The sensation or the day was Samuel
HsrdV. In spite or the fact that he did
not win. Hardy has been playing ten-
nis for a matter of thirty years. At
any rate he has written a piece about
thirty years of tennis and most of the
young tennis players take It for granted
that he was playing thst long ago. The
older tennis players do not wish to dis-
cuss the matter. They prefer not to re-

member so far back, because they do
not want the new crop of racquet wleld-er- s

to know how old they are.

Hsrly Skill.
Hardy was manipulating the racquet

In days when the only racket that Mur-
ray raised was when some one took a
toy away from him. Hardy met Murray
to-d- and Murray Is willing to argue
that Hardy la no old timer. Murray, In
spite of his national championship crown
and his reputation aa a fast worker, had
to fight hard in five sets before he van-
quished the veteran Chicago player at
C 2, S 3, 1 , 2 , 1. It was not
a case of form reversal. It was pure
cussedness on the part of Hardy, who
did not want to lose.

It waa evident that Murray did not
take his veteran rival very seriously
for right from the very outset, he at-
tempted to play Hardy at the type or
game which Hardy loves best and which
Murray loves least the back court
game. It Is taken for granted that this
Is the type of game Murray loves least,
r r he seldom attempts to plsy it.

He tried It yesterdsy, however, and
strange as it may eem to those who
were not looking at the match, he got
away with It. That Is, of course, he got
away with it for two seta He was
smug about his succees and went to ths
third set like a cat goes to liver. Hardly,
however, had been learning that Murray
was not as keen cn his backhand as he
might have have been and pressed his
attention in that direction.

The result was that the national cham-
pion found himself being swamped.

by no means decrepit. The champkm
concluded that while a veteran might
solve any type of game, whether deep
court or fore rourt, there Is one thing
Which always hogrowH the soul of an old
timber. That thing Murray knew well l

meed. Facing defeat In the fifth Mt
and It Is particularly embarrassing for
a champion to face defeat Murray sac-
rificed everything else to speed.
