here said the dirigible covered the distance of 407 miles in 18 hours
flying time, at an average speed of a little more than twenty-on- e miles
an hour. Lieut. G. W. McEntirc was in command of the blimp.

Fog was encountered the A-- 4 throughout the trip from
Akron, and it was necessary for the craft to .keep to an altitude of
4,000 feet most of the time. Steering was done by compass.

The A-- 4 is 1G2 feet long and 3.'! feet in diameter, and its total
cubic content is 95,000 feet. It has a total lifting capacity of 6,460
pounds.
