WILL FIGHT SIXTH
AVENUE CONGESTION

Association Smelts Diversion
of Commercial Traffic.

Traffic conditions along Sixth avenue
have become unbearable," said Walter
J. Salmon, president of the Sixth Ave-
nue Association, yesterday, "and the
full force of the members of the organ-
isation I represent will be applied to
bring about a more satisfactory solu-
tion of the" congestion problem on this
Important thoroughfare.

"Police Department Circular No. 17.
Issued August 21, 1918, provides that
commercial vehicles may pass up and
down Sixth avenue, but falls to permit
such traffic on Seventh avenue.

"At the time this circular was Issued
Seventh avenue was badly torn up
because of the subway construction,
but now thst the Seventh avenue sub-
way has been completed and the surface
of that avenue having been placed In
good repair, there Is no longer any rea-
son why commercial traffic should be
burred from' Seventh avenue and di-

verted as It Is to Sixth avenue, par-
ticularly between Forty-secon- d and
Fifty-nint- h streets, a shopping district
already handicapped, so far as traffic
conditions are concerned, by the If
structure.

"To any fair-mind- man It Is plain
that with both Fifth avenue and Sev-
enth avenue exempt from commercial
travel, the diverting of north and south
traffic from these two open thoroughfares
to already overcrowded and obstructed
Sixth avenue has brought about a con-
dition that demands drastic action and
speedy relief.

"Sixth avenue, between Forty-secon- d

and Fifty-nint- h streets. Is typically a
shopping district. The lack of an en-

trance Into Central Park at the head
of Sixth avenue not only acts as a bar
to automobile shoppers but presents a
forceful reason, on the other hand, why
commercial traffic should be diverted to
a more open thoroughfare such as Sev-
enth avenue."

Police Commissioner John A. Harrlss
has assured Mr. Salmon of the hearty
cooperation of his office in bringing
about a satisfactory adjustment Of
traffic conditions In the Sixth avenue
section.
