What the American people know
they are going to do and are not golng
to do after the treaty ratifying and
the League tinkering are over should
also be unmistakably clear to all the
world now as well ns later, Seunate
action oh the reservations as such,
with nothiug else done by the other
signatory Powers, might leave a ques-
tion In some minds as to the rock bot-
tom menning of it for everybody, But
Senate netion which went back to the
Parls Peace Conference, which was
accepted or acknowledged there, conld
leave no shadow of doubt In the mind
of anybody.

One thing as certain as the rising of
the sun is that, League of Nutlous or
no league of Natlons, the United
States, so long as It has the strength
1o say nay, Is never going to permit
any Government of the Old World or
any comblnation of Governments of
the Old World to dictate how the
Monroe Doctring &hall be applled to
nations and peoples in the New World.
All the Powers, East and West, should
understand this now and not walt to
Mnd it out Iater.

Another thing Jjust as certain |s
that no matter what the League of
Nations decrees the people of the
United States are not golng to help
Japan to take and hold the great Chi-
pese territory und the millions of Chis
nese population which the Paris Peace
Conference has agreed shall be torn
away from Chinn, If Ching ever goes
te war with Japan, If China ever goes
to war with other members of the
League of Nations, If Ching and some
other natlon or natlons make war on
Japan to get back that stolen prop-
erty, the people of the United States
will never send a soldier, will never
gpend a penny to keep China ont of
her rights, All the Powers should
understand this now and not wuit to
find It out later,

8till nnother thing just as certaln
1% thar If the people of Canada should
determine for and by themselves upon
any change in their form of govern-
ment, upon any rearrangement of thelr
internnl affalrs, upon any national
conrse agalnst outslde Interference,
the people of the United States would
néver join In bringing pressure to
bear upon Canads, would pever sane-
tlon such pressure on Capada by any-
body. All the Powers should under-
gtand thls now and not walt to find
it out later.

Nowhere on the face of the earth
will the effort of the League of Na-
tlons to suppress natlonallsm, to hold
human belngs under a forelgn domi-
ration, be alded or approved by the
people of the United States. All the
Powers, East and West, should under-
stand this now and not walt to find
it out later.

Let the reservatlons go into the
treaty In spch form and with such
effect, here, In Parls and everywhere,
that not only shall we have clean
hands as to the League of Natlons,
but all men of all lands will know
that they are clean,

" after two vears mnotloe of ita Inten-
tion so to do, withdraw from the
League, provided that all ita inter-
national obligationa and all Its ob-
Hgations under this covenant shall |
have been fulfilled at the time of ita
withdrawal'

restricting its armament would be
everything, Two years might ns well
read two hundred years.

Manuseripts More Preclous Than All
the Gold Above Ground.

The current issue of tha Insurance
Mondtor appeals to the fire under-
writers of America to renew the ef-
fort made by the National Board of
Fire Underwriters and the Daughters
of the Ameriean Revolution to remove
the originals of the Declarutlon of
Independence and the Constitution of
thae Unlted States from the peril of
destruction by fire.

These precious documents are In
the bullding of the State, War and
Navy departments In Washington,
and are held, says the Insurance Mon-
itor, “In an ordinary steel safe, suyrs
rounded by highly combustible mate-
rial, which, In the judgment of the
underwriters, would not stand n se-
vere fire test for more than twenty
minutes.” The appenl continues:

“According to that underwriters’
report no leas than five carpenter shopa
are located in Its basement, sur-
rounded by scores of rooms flled with
highly Inflammable rontents, and the
whole linked by open passages from
callar to garret 1o nct as feeders for
flames. ‘Those who recall the de-
struction of the Equitable Bulding,
believed to be fireproof. need not he
told what must happen should a favor-
able fire once gain headway In this
great national storage house '’

Thesa conditions, the Monitor says,
were pointed oyt In a report made by
the underwriters to the War Depuart-
ment a little more than a year ngo
and submitted by the Assistaut Sec
retary of War to the Senale,

our own borders. He never returned. He
Uos hured with his comrndes who o
rifficed their lives in France.

This young man could not escaps mer-
vige. 1€ It is true that the men who
eoncelved and carried out the conacrip-
tion law had In mind what was defined
in the TPresident's speech on Thursday
and that the League of Natlona ls the
ona thing which our young men fought
and died to sccomplish then the people of
the United Btates hava been the victima
of the most outrageous fraud ever "put
over” a free people.

I have a son 18 years of age. If this
same idea In to be parpatuated In tha
League of Natons and when this young
man becomes old enough to serve his
country he s to be called upon to shed
his blood and perhapa give his life In
conflicts which do not in any way affect
this country or interest us In the slight-
est degree, the whole League of Natlona
is a mere perpetuation of the original
fraud.

As a loyal Amarican citizen 1 wish to
enter my sirenuous protest.

Director of Bureau Asks Addi-
tions to Number of Bene-
ficlaries Allowed.

MORE FOR WOUNDED MEN

Provisions Made for Persons
Who Died or Were Disabled
Before Induction.

Wasmivarox, July 14.—A number of
recommendations designed (o broaden
thes provisions of the moldiers and sallors
inaurange act. and to sxtend the benefitn
to dependents who wers not reachsd by
the original act, have been made to the
Interstate Commerce Committes of the

‘House by Director Cholmeley-Jonea of

the War Risk Insurnnce Bureau.

1n additlon the director recommanded
favorable action on the amendments al-
ready under consideration which are de-
signed 1o increass the dlsabllity rates
Ia substance the recommendations are:

That the beneficlaries of Insurance
should Include uncles, sunts, naphewa,
nicces and persons who have stood In
loco parentis to mambers of the millitary

forces. This would allow the bureau ta | A

pay the cluims of thoss man who died In
servica and who had named as bene-

fciariea aunta and uncles who had .

brought them up since childhood.

That persons who were Arafted and
who dled or became disabled In the line
of duty befors having been accepted Into
active milltary mervice at the camps shall
be entitled to compensation under lhz
wWar risk Insurance act. The act as |
mands covers only & man after ha hans
been accepted into sective military mers
vice by the medical oMcer at the camp
or other piace of mobllisation, It pro-
vides niso that should such a draftes dis
or become disabled before acceptance by
the eamp oMeer (L shall be deemed that
to him was granled insurance of $25 a
month, payable, however, oniy to his
widow, children, mother or (ather.

To Cover Infilnensa Victims.

That any person who, after he had
beon mocepted by the medical officer at
the camp, and If he had not refused to
tuke Insurance, shall be covered for
insurance paving $35 & month without

charge should he dle within 120 days
ufter such

aceapiance. Thia provision
In suggested In order to covar Lthe men

who wers stricken down by influensa In

the fall of 1018 and who had not had

any opportiunity 1o apply far insurance,

In order that the Insurance to be

iswued after the war ma{ ba. properly
administered, the bureau

ns asked au-
thority to invest the premiums and set
up reserve funds, investment to be

made in intereal Learing obligations of

the United States, The bureau asks the
right to frame the policy forms so that
if the Insured desires Lo have his con-
verted |naurance pald In one sum he
may 50 select; and If he wishas his
beneficinrics to recelve the Instaiments
in say for three yeurs rather than for
twenty he may also so salect.

It maks mlso the privilege to draft the
canverted policl s0 that & man may
designate 1 neflelary, who will re-
ceive all the payments. Thus If & man
wants his wife as o benefciary and dosa
pot want the insalment payments after
her death to go o may a sater or a
brother, the poiley will provida that In-
stalments will be pald to the wife and
on her death thie remainiug instalments
to her estute.

During the war {f a soldier took out an
Inmurance polley and was killed and did
not lsave any baneficlary who could take
the Insurance money the policy reverted
to the Government. As conditions hava
entirely chianged, dus 1o the cemution of
active warfare, the hureau asks that this
forfelture be ellminated from the act so
that in no cese will the Govoernment for-
feit an lnsursnee clidm
