Japanese Premier Tells Fed-
eral Couneil of Chuarches
He Will Act.

Corea’'s desira for Independence, her
proteat againat denationalisation and the
rigors of Jupanese mililary rule are set
forth at length In a booklet lssued yos-
terday by the Federal Council of the
Ohurches of Christ in America, 105 East
Twenty-second street. I

The pamphlet Inclucses numerous let-
ters and statements from Christlan m's-
sionaries, Corean nationalists and men
and women natives of Coren, citing per-
sonal experiences In political und relig-
loun uprisings, For reasons that the
counsel Insist are obvious the namoa of
the deponents and the correspondents
are withheld,

Coupled with & syniopais of the Japa-
neso Coloninl system, the pamphlet con-
talng an anonymous articls citing Pres-
ldent Wilson's wawillingsness Lo cause
Corea's probl to be 4l d at the
Peace Conference.

“The fus of the Japanese people Ia
Attrac by aywtemas which are auto-
cratic,' thls writer says. “Thelr police
mystem In German td the core and-in
thelr colonial government they huve
taken the Prussian rather than the Brit-
Ish method na thelr model. The lemson
of Poland and other countries seemn to
be lost upon the Japanese.

“Atfths pressnt moment the militarist
clement le vociferaling In the dally press
that It s Impossible for Japan to ratify
the metlon of its delegates at the Peace
Conference in regard to the abolition of
conscription.

Wilson Interview Cited,

*The following story is told to a rop-
racntative group of misslonaries by the
Minister of Internal Affairs of the Gov-
ernment General of Chosen, He stated
that the Government had Information
that a Corean had Interviewed Presldent
Wilson before he hadd, left for Parls and
anked the Prestdent if he would Wring
up the guestion of Corea at the confer-
ence,

The President replled, it 18 alleged,
that the conference could only deal with
countries which were affected by the
war and that the guestion of a coun-
try at peace as Corea wus could not be
properly raised. The Interviewer then
asked whether If It could be unmistak-
sbly shewn that the Coreans were dis-
satirfied would the ease of Corea then
be discussed. To which the Predldent is
reported to have sald that in that cnse
he “would not =ay that it could not be.”

The pamphlet then goes on Lo clte
the provislons of the proposed League
of Natlons making Corea's demands
analogous to sbose of the Natlonalist
party in Ireland.

Befors setting forth a score of letters
elt! brutulities committed upon Corean
nationalikta and the converts to Chela-
tlanity, the pamphiet displays a cable-
gram from T. Hara, the Japanese Pre-
mier, reécelved July 10, 1818, by ithe
Commission on Relations with the
Orlent, The measage reads:

"] desire lo nsrure you thalt Lhe re-
port of abuses compulited «betengenta
of the Jupanese Government [n Corea
has been engaging my nmost serious ot-
tention. 1 am fully prepared to look
squacely at actual facts As I have
declured on various occamions, the re.
gime of administration Inaugurnted In
Cores At the ' time of the annexstiom,
nearly ten years ago, calls for substan-
tial modification to meet the altered con-
ditions of things.

“Ever since the formation of the pres-
ant Cabinet in Beptember Inst, 1 have
been occupled In working out the schems
of needed adminlstrative reforms In
Coren. A comprehonsive plan of reorga-
nizntion with this object In view haw
rlready been on the tapls. For obvieus
rearons It has not been possible to pro-
ceed ut once to ite formal adoption In
the presence of the disturbances which
Lhave unfortunately broken out In va-
rioun parts of the peninsuli.

“In view, however, of the recent Im-
provement In the situation, the contein-
plated reform can now be in my estima-
tlon, safely Introduced, and will be eur-
ried Into effect as soon us the legal
requirements of procedure to make them
definite shall have bean completed. An-
nouncement of the plan In a more com-
plete form shall be withheld for the
present, but I trust that the fixed de-
termination with which my colleagues
wng 1 have been endesavoring to promoto
the lasting welfare of our Corean Kins-
men, and to insure & distinet betterment
of cunditions in the country will not be
misunderetood or miscoustrued.” -

“Hane Attle -dg" Fralsed,

Another cablegram was recclved on
May 15, 1915, from Viecount Uchida,
Minister of Forelgn Affairs In Toklo, as
follows:

"remier Hara has for some time poast
been most deeply concerned In regard to
the Introductlon of reforms into the
governmental administration of Chosen.
He is now In the midst of special In-
vestigations om to the best methods for
the reallzation of these reforms, which
might be eeviously interfered with and
made more difficult were the press o
forelgn countries rashly st this time
to Incite additionnl exclitement.

“*Therefore you nura Instructed to ex-
plain the nsituation as above stated to
the members of the Federal Counecll
Commisnion, conveying to them st the
same time the apprechation on my parl
of thelr cordinl and friendly spirit
which has prompted them to take ag-
tion in this present trouble.

“It In also the deslre of the Promler
that you should ocall thelr attention
mors especially to the gravity of the
whole sffair If |t s not handled in a
proper way, and ask for the continuancs
of thelr sane and moderate attitude.”

Soon all were let our with
Ittle oF no punishment, with ths ex-
eeption of twelve Methodist women,
two Preeshyvterians and one Chundokyo
woman. Three of the Methodlet women
ware Bible wongen, They stripped all
the woman nnked in the presencs of
many men  They found nothing against
me excepl that I had been on the street
and had thouted ‘Mangel! They heat
me unt!l the perepiratfon stood out all
over my body. Then they eald O,
you are hot.," mnd threw cold water over
my naked body.

oMy arms wers pulled tight behind
my back wnd tled. Then they bLeat me
sealnauntil my body was covarsed with
perapiration, and then thraw the cold
water over me, Then, maying 1 wan
cold, they stuck me with the lighted end
of theilr clgarettes, (Some were stuck
with hot lrons.) My offence was very
little compared with those who made
fage. toek part In the Independance,
&t .
“‘Bame were beaten untll they were
unconscious. One Young weman re-
cinted having ber clothea taken off,
They tore off her clothing and beat her
all the harder—but did not pour the
cold water on her. After four days we|
were taken Lo the prison, IHere we were
phcked In a room with men and women.
One day an old man was beaten untll lie
dled. One of the Bible women was right
next té him. Hhe asked to be moved,
but they compelled her to wateh the
dend body all night. One of the Bible
women not only hax her hands bound,
but had her feet put In stocks.

‘*“They took our Hiblea away and
would not allow us to talk or pray. They
made vile and Indecent remarks to us,
All this was done by the Jupanese,
Though there were Corean policemen In
the room they toolt no part in the heat-
ing or in the vileness,

“ “The Jupanese know Lthe Bible and
hlagpheme the name of Christ, and aske
uk If there was not a man by the name
of Baul who waa put In prison. They
uoked ua most of all as 0 what the
forelgners Lad sald, and were most vile
nnd erusl to those who had been with
the misslonaries, or who had taught In
the mission scliools. Home of the girls
were o changed that they did not look
like pereons’ ™
