Sees Com ing: ft lories as
Air Port.

Once upon a time a baby a boy, to
be exact waa born in Purrsboro, N. 8.
In course of time that boy became a
man. And now that man baa conveyed
himself aQ the way out to Vancouver
(which la some thousand of miles dis-
tant from Parrsboro) and ban grot him-- ,
serf a Job to write pieces for a paper
out there the Prtinrr. to be (for s
second time) exsct.

Now Wwat does this man bo snd dn"
Distance is nothing to him. Th archi-
tectural gad lawroaatJta glories of Van
couver, thougli they fill him with Joy,
do not by any meana blot out hia vision
of the old home town. So reading of the
recent voyages of various airplanes
along the Atlantic coast his eye catches
the m atria word "Parrsboro. And
thereupon bs alts htm down and writes
a piece for his paper all about Parrs
boro and airplanes with brref mentions
of New York. London. Chicago and San
Francisco "thrown in" for good measure
and Just to show that there alnt no
hard feelln's In respect to looalltlea
that are not named Parrsboro. And so

this Is hat he wrote :

''Saturday was a great day for the
town of Parrsboro In Nova Scotia. This
community, which is larger thnn

and perhaps not so large as
Chllllwack hut a great deal older than
either, has been mentioned In despatches
twfee In one day In the morning some
time after sunrise the Handley Page
atrplane. which had Intended to cross
the Atlantic but waa then na a flight
from Newfoundland to New York,
dropped down in the village street so
hard that she could sail no more. This
craft had been heard from by wireless,
but hardly seen during th night long
flight acroes Newfoundland, over the
coast waters and shores of Nova Scotia,
to thla town near the head of the Bay
of Pundy. rarrsboro discovered and
reported the ship, entertained the bold
navigator, and was adcrtlsed over a
couple of continents.

"That was In the morning. The same
afternoon the great British dirigible
R-S- all the way from Scotland without
stop, which had reported at Notre Dame
harbor, Newfoundland, where she was
either dimly seen or not seen at all,
thence passing Into fog and darkness,
but occasionally heard from by wireless,
swept Into the view of this same town
of Parrsboro. making her way westward
down the Bay of Fundy.

'"The construction of the Intercolonial
Railway somewhat sidetracked Parrs-
boro. which had been one of the stop-
ping places on one of the roads from
Halifax to New Brunsaick. a land and
water route which was not without

Now It seems likely to more
than regain its former prestige as s
place on Die main international thor-
oughfare.

"The fact that th, se two craft, one
heavier, the other lighter than air. trav-
elling from the same Island toward New
York, without mutual understanding or
even communication with each, other,
parsed over or close to this town and
that one of them, being In trouble, se-

lected Parrsboro as a port of refuge and
place to dock for repairs and the other
regretted that she had not done so,
speaks whole encyclopaedias for the fu-

ture of this emporium of my childhood
as a future point of Interest In the
great world's air traffic."

B. c. duly Represen-
tatives of the shipbuilding ami Iron and
steel industries of the cities of I ho Pacific
coast are heading for Vancouver to watch
the teata that V. I. Fleet is now msklng
with magnetite ores of British Columbia,
For years efforts to discover a commer
cially possible process of smelting tills
ore have been unsuccessful. Mr. Fleet,
who Is an electrical engineer of national
reputation, claims to hsvo discovered an
electrical process whereby he can smelt
the hematite ores Into pig iron at a cost
of $11 to $1S a ton This can then be
mads into steel through the oil process.

The Provincial Government is provid-
ing the money snd the ore for the lest,
and should the attempt he successful it
will help materially to place the PatlrY
coast ii ' and lion Industries on an
equal f' a g with the Eastern producers.
There Sr, Immense hematite deposits on
the mainland and on the islands of BrU'

for New York.

AMERICANS TO FLY NORTH

International Event Will
Bring IIYroes of Both Coun-

tries Into Action.

Canada and the rnlted States wMl

be linked up by the aerial route In
the week beginning AvttM Jf, when hla
Royal Highness the Prince of Wales ulll
"start" a number of Can.diaa aviators
In airplanes on the trip from Toronto
to Pershing Square. New York. The
Csnadlan filers who will makj the trip
through the clouds sr.e men who have
been victorious In Ihe world war.

Simultaneously with the tut of the
Canadians, Americans who have also
been victorious in aerial battles over
the Herman lines will be started for
Toronto. It will be the flrat International
airplane race between the two countries.

The idea was conceived by John McK. j

Bowman, president of the Pershing
Square group of hotels, in this city who
has offered s prlge of $..,0Ao on behalf
of the Hotel Commodore

Mr. Bowman Is a gveat lover of out-
door sports. He is particularly fond of
aviation, and is of the opinion thai the
war did mors to advance aeronautic In
four years than peace could have done

Inventors, engineers, manu-
facturers and aviators, Mr. Bowman
says, under the lash of military no
sity, drove aviation forward by leaps
and bounds. He, like thousands of
others Interested In science and In aero-
nautic development, believes that avia-
tion should not be neglected, and that
this dearly bought progress should not
be placed la the scrap hesp. He is of
the opinion that the age of aerial pas-
senger and freight carrying transporta-
tion has actually arrived. The Atlantic
Ocean has been crossed by a flying boat
and also by a dirigible ; therefore, why
not Canada and the I'nit. d States?

The International aeroplane race be-

tween Toronto and New York will be
conducted by an international committee
composed of members of the Amerlcsn
Flying Club and the Aero Club of Can-ad-

The race will be run In conjunction
with the Canadian national exhibition
Intermediate ground stops will be made
at Albany.

Wtvnipbo, Manitoba, July 21. Gen-

eral rains have fallatl throughout the
drought-stricke- n grain fleltia of Alberta
and Saskatchewan during the last few
days, but have come too late to have
much effect on the wheat and oats yield.
It rrvay help root and grazing flelda.
The Government of Alberta has an army
of men cutting grass In the far nortnem
part of the province to securo sufficient
feed to see herds into another season.

A half million cattle are starving, and
pitiable eights are witnessed on ranches
as bony animals seek bits of grass to
sustain life.

At the opening of the Winnipeg Grain
Kxehango to trading to-d- ay after being
closed Since August, 1917. the price of
OotObsr wheat opened at IH.HO and went
to l.tl shortly after

The Government has glen no Indica-
tion thai fixed price will be set as has
been done In the I'nlted States, as it is
Impossible to finance thy project without
going to the New York market, and no
doubt under the circumstances the United
States would not caro to lend Canada
money for such purpose until their own
crop is safely off their hands at fixed
prices.

Hon. Thomas White, Finance Minister,
haa resigned and Hon. Arthur Melghen
Is slated aa his successor.
