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STATE ABATTOIRS

TO BE REORGANIZED

r&Trnment of New South
Wales Has Plan to Make

Them Efficient.

Some year ago an elaborate system
f Government abattoirs was estab-

lished by the Government of New South
Wales which was Intended to aasur
the trailers a Urger return from their
eattle and sheep and at the same time
reduce the cost of meat to the consum-

ers. How the venture resulted Is told
fcy the Australian correspondent of the
Rational rrovisionw, who says:

JThe most momentous development in

th meat industry in Australia during
recent weeks has been the announce-

ment by the Government of New South
Wales of a scheme for dealing with th
Slate abattoirs near Bydney. These
works have never been a success. Up

to the present somewhere about a mil-

lion and a half sterling has been spent
on them without making them efficient,
and thai capital charge has been a load
on thorn which the works have been
unable to carry.

"Aftor an Investigation by a com-otssi-

the State Government decided
first aten to write down the capital

value of the abattoirs to a point to bo
decided upon after independent valu-

ation to oomewhere near the present
market value of the works. Prooum-abl- v

the taxpayers in general will have
to bear the loss of the capital sunken
In the venture beyond thti amount. The
Interest on the capital value, about to
be decided upon, will be a first charge
upon the operation of the works.

To DUtrlhnte Profits.
"An innovation will be the distribu-

tion of all profits beyond the amount re-

quired to meet the charges among sup-

pliers In tho form of a bonus. In this
way it Is hoped to secure a steady
stream of supplies. Special provision
will be made in the reconstructed abat-
toir for ON saving of th by products,
which are not handled to full advan-
tage at present. The whole establish-
ment Is to be reconstructed In parts in
accordance with the best expert advice,
special provision being made for cold
storage cm a large scale.

"In future suppliers of stock are to
allowed to consign through the existing
commercial channels or directly to the
board for slaughter. Provision also will
be made for direct purchase by the
board, either on consignment or on the
ranges. These operations will not be in-

cluded In the general abattoir accounts.
The board will also have power to ar-
range for the distribution of meat.

"A special board has Deen appointed
to control the abattoirs, and the raisers
Of cattle will have direct representation,
which they have always sought without
Success. The Premier states that ths
moat important function of the board
will be to control the distribution of
meat to the public.

"AM retail butchers are to be licensed
by the board, and one condition of the
license will be that it may bo withdrawn
If It Is proved that the retailer Is charg-
ing excess profits over tho cost prices.

"Tho board will also have power to
purchase when supplies are plentiful and
lay the moat in cold stores, with a view
to meeting the situation when supplies

re short. Space Is also to be available
at the distributing depots for retailers
who desire to hold meat in storage. The
members of the board are to be paid
11,50 per annum each.

Price rising Has feces Failure.
"The scheme Is regarded as an effort

to grapple with tho problem of the high
price of meat by eliminating all secon-
dary charges. It represents an alterna-
tive to price fixing, which has boon a
failure. It Is regarded as reprehensi-
ble that tho consumer pays about twice
gs much tor his moat as tho producer
receives It la 'the endeavor to secure
a good price to tho producer and rot
allow tho consumer to get the moat at a
reasonable price, which la foremost la
tho present scheme.

1st tho meantime, tho prospects for
large supplies of moat m Australia are
somewhat remote, owing to the unfavor
able season. Tho Industrial difficulties
Sawing boon removed, start has boon
made with tho killing of cattle In Queens-
land, while mutton la being treated In
the other States. But owing to tho
scarcity of refrigerated tonnage the sior
ago accommodation will not allow of
very groat

of stock were more plentiful than they
are. The killing season In Queensland
and Darwin, where cattle are mainly
put through, will not bo long. Th
stores of mutton in Victoria have led
to the shutting down of works until the
carcasses can be cleared.

"Practically the position is the same
In New Zealand, where the number of
boats due In much below the require-
ments. In fact, efforts have been made
to divert some of the boats from Aus-
tralia with a view to lifting the mutton
In the Dominion. The shipping position
in both countries is very obscure.

"It is calculated that In Australia
there are awaiting shipment 1,750.000
circauei of mutton, S.fiOO tons of beef
and 100,000 cratea of rabblta and sun-
dries. In New Zealand the number of
carcasses awaiting shipment is calcu-
lated at over five and a quarter millions.

FAR EAST OFFERS

AUTOMOBILE FIELD

Some Families in Orient Think
Nothing-- of Keeping

Three Cars.

LIVE AGENTS ARE NEEDED

American Manufacturers Seem
to Have Neglected Chance

for Big Sales.

A most prosperous condition exists In
all parts of the Far and Near East for
th asJs of high grade automobiles. In
addition to th foregoing countries It
might be well to Include Australia and
New Zealand. These fields are being se-

riously neglected by American manu-
facturers, particularly with regard to
cars selling from 11,000 to 11,000 Amer-
ican gold.

Vary few American manufacturer ad-
vertise their car In these market, and
those that do only follow a half way pol-
icy, where a little more expenditure
would probably afford a larger aale of
even the cheaper machine.

The price of gasolene 1 not Important
the salary of native chauffers per month
seldom exceeds 110. All other upkeep
are small.

At Pekln, China, I saw such well
known forelgg cars a the Napier, Daim
ler, Flat, Italia, Renault, Panhard,
Hotchklss, Braler, Rochet and Bertlet
Not one was a new car: all had seen
service for not less than three years.
For a few years no foreign cars, with
the exception of American cars, have
entered the treaty ports of China. It Is
not unusual In certain important cities
to see native families maintaining from
two to six machines. This is particularly
true tn Bombay and Calcutta.

At Shanghai, China, there were such
American cars as the Chalmers, Stevens
Purree, Packard, White, Loxler, Bulck.
Hupmoblle, Cadillac and Overland. Borne
of these cars are seen In almost every
Important city of the Par and Near
East, and the sales of these cara could
be greater If branch houses were estab
liahed Instead of placing the agencies In
the hand of commission houses.

I ndrrblddlna- - Going On.
The sale of American automobiles

seem to be retarded at the present
time, as they have been In the past, by
the long route that exists between the
manufacturer and the buyer. This can
only be cured by the suggestion I have
made with regard to tho direct branches

In the Fur East, the Near East and
in fact almost every Important foreign
market that I have visited and this
Includes those of South and Central
America in former year two and
sometimes more commission houses act
as agents in the nmi ctty for the same
car. Each commission house, I am
sure, so far as the factory is concerned
back here In the United States, Is quoted
or. a one price system. But the under
bidding that Is going on between dealers
or commission houses is pathetic, and
It all results in disfavor toward the
American car. When a sale Is in pros-
pect Instead of these commission house
maintaining a one price system all aorta
of prices ars quoted, and often prospects
become disgusted.

No American manufacturer should do
th thing In a foreign country that he
would not do at home. The sooner
thl fact is realised the more cur will
be sold. It takes too long under pres-
ent conditions to Just take orders with a
sample car It is loo roundabout a way

In the Philippine Islands a leading
Jewelry store handles about six differ-
ent makes of American cars. They Just
handle them. Sales are few. if each
of these manufacturer were directly
represented with their own salesrooms
anJ managers they should be able to
sell not lea than 100 cars each year In
this great city of Manila alone, not
counting the outskirts

In the same city a leading plumbrag
concern handles three make of Amer-lc- n

cars, and It Is s lead pipe cinch

that each of these manufacturer Is
losing from svnty-flv- s to 100 sale of
each car per year by thi representation

An Experience In Point.
The writer purchased upon reaching

Manila a well known make of American
car. He was compelled to pay 1400
more for it, and for an early Hi: model,

than he could have secured the car from
any tellable dealer at San Franclrco or
Seattle. The freight chargea were addi-

tional, so that this made no difference
The commission house earned In addi-

tion to the regular commission the abnve
sum for simply uncrating the car.

American automobile manufacturers
should beware of the
There la plenty of time.'' There Is not

plenty of time. Every day present a field
that will sharpen the wits of your com-

petitor. The arrival of peace will see
all ports of the world swamped with
foreign automobll salesmen, and then It
will be a keener and harder struggle
to get started than at present.
