Bow, and the minute she geta back to
ke ranch In Oklahoma she tears off her
New York finery and puls on her moc-
casings and the long leather jumper thing
thut ®il real Indian women wear, No
fancy beéading to make it heavy, elther,
though she (s the Princess Chunkas
Champ Pu La, oll quesn and leader and
pride of the Cherokees, ono of the five
civilized Indiun tribes

“Though why the whites should ure
that word clvilized nbout just five tribes,
when all Indians belong to the vary
oldest eivillzation, and could count thek
ancestors far back at the time when the
white people were Just landing hers In
the poor Mayfower, ls more than I can
understand,” says the Princess Chunkas
Champ Pu La, whose name was given
to her by an old Creek chleftain when
she was flve weeks old, Its meaning
btelng “Sweethourt.”

The Princess Sweetheart has another
name which rhe signe on the hotel re-
glnter and other documents—Miss
Georgia Lee Medlock. But It's her
Indian name that she puts on her con-
cert programme. Yas, Chunkas Champ
Pu La Is a singer, having, as she her-
self confesses, a fine dramatic soprano,
though so naturally Initintive that when
her tencher sings something In basa or
barotone she goes right along with
him in basa or barotone too. HBut to get
to the polni, which It takea time to do,
the Princess being chatty, her alm In
iife s to ming the real American musie,
No Itallan or French or German things
for her,

Wantas American Maale.

“Why should we cater (o those for-
elgners™ she demands. "“No, [ stand

for American composers, and who
should aing American music If not we
Indlans, who are the true Americana?
All the white people came from some
other country, or thelr ancestors did—
we are the original Amerleans. 1 can
reckon my own forefathers back four
hundred years and all that time they
have Inhabited the plains of America.

“The Oklahoma Indlans sent 3,750

men to the war and every one of them |
An Indlan would have |

was n volunteer.
thought it a shame to be conscripted.
They burned to go and fight for our
country, for It s our country, the In-
dians’ country, though It is populated
by the whitea I myself lost two
brothers In France and had thirteen
other relatives fghting there. My old-
est brother was both father and mother
to me after my parents died, but he died
At he wanted to die, fighting, and you
won't ind an Indian woman who 18 not
reconciled to the death of her men In
the war.'”

To get away from these sad thoughts
the Princess Chunkas Champ Pu La
turns to telling of her childhood ont
the ranch nenr the Cherokee yvillage of
Tahlegquah, in Oklahoma. where she was
brought up with 347 men, and she the
only girl child, She rode horseback
when she was two years old, and her
favarite garmpe was Lo be lassosd by the
cowboys and swung nround them In
rircles an they galloped over the piains.
Untll she was 13 and went to a onn-
vent In Memphls, Tenn, to be educated
she spoke nothing but the Indlan tongue.

Looking at Chunkas Champ Pu La
one sean Indications of the effete civili-
sation in her amall, arched fesl and
little hands, which are not at all those
of an Indian ranch woman. But her
btoad, high cheek bones and Iarge black
eyen and stralght black hafr are all
Indian, and so Is her lesther concert
costume, all coversd with elaborats bead-
Ing which was done for her by Cherokeo
squaws who smoke little, short pipes
and are very old, The Princess smokes
only the best clgarettes, and is just 27
Yoars old, she wsays

“And 1 am ngt married. No. I do
not need a hua to keep off the lur-
glara, nor for a meal ticket, ao why
should I marry?’ abe demands, ‘1 have
had many changes—many | and shs
clasps her ahining black head Wwith a
dramatie gesture. “Some men have
wanted me for my monay, some for my
traditions, and some, they sald, for just
mo. But those I might have murried 1
wan prevefited from marrying by our
Cherokee law, which says we must not
wed n blood connection, even though he
be s0 far removed as a thirty-second
cousin. Wa keep that law, as we do all
our laws, and that is why we have such
splendid constitutions.

“And now you wish Lo know how 1
went on the concert stage, Well, it was
through the war. 1 was asked to go 10
Camp Pike and sing for the anldlers
Up to that time 1 had never sung ex-
cepl at recitals among my own people,
whom [ knew, and In church, and It Was
dreadful to wfng to etrangers. But 1
went to Camp Pike and they asked ma
to sing ‘Mother Macree,' and when 1 fin-
Ished those soldiers were all crying, and
1 cried too, and | was never afrald of
singing for them,

“After that the ‘Y' directoras keut
sending for me and 1 was kept buxy at
camp entertninmenta. The reason 1 am
studying In New York is that I want to
train six of our Cherokee girls 8o that
they can teach singing In our natlon,
and those who wish to become musiciand
will not have to come and live in hotela
in the East, which is not guvod for
young girls.”

C. E. HENDRICKSON,
EX-JUSTICE, DEAD

Jurist, Widely Known in New
Jersey Publie Life,

Was 77.
REp Baxwg, N, J., July 28.<After n
long lliness Charles E. Hendrigkson,

former Justice of the Bupreme Court of
New Jersey. died early to-day In his
home here at the age of 77 years, He
wan born in New Mgypt, N, J., in 1843,
and was graduated from Princeton in
1861. He was admitted to the Btate bar
In' 1866 as an attorney and thres ysars
Inter as counsellor, He nettled in Mount
Holly, N. J., whers he realded until 1508,
when he moved to Red Bank, where In
1872 he was married to OMisa Sarah
Weod Noxmon.

Justice Hendrickmon wserved twenty
years as Prosscutor of Burlington county
and voluntarily retired In 1890, He
wsorved a term In the Houme of Assembly
from the Third district of Burlington
county In 1867. He served the New
Jormey Annual Confarence af the Metho-
dist Episcopal Church as trustee of Dick-
Iinson College and Pennington Seminary,
and was president of the board of trus-
tees of the latier Institution for a num-
ber of years. He also had represented
the conference at general conferences
and the ecumenical conference In Wash-
Ington In 1881, Bince 1803 and up to
the time of hia death ha had heen one
of the trustees of the Ocean Grove Camp
Meating Association.

The deceased was appolnted by Cov
Griggs a Judge of the Court of Errors
and Appealm In 1866 for m term of six
years, In 1901 he was appointed Justics
of the SBupreme Court to fill a vacancy
caused by the death of George O Lud-
low. His ciroult comprised Monmouth,
Ocean and Burlington counties In
politics the Justice was a Democrat.
