That a new water uueen I likely to

be clowned at the end of the present
outdoor swimming season was evinced
at Manhattan Beach yesterday when
Miss Ethtlda BUebtrey or uroosiyn,
nnlv nnvlm wh.r. the season opened
cutswam Miss Charlotte Boyle, national
champion and holder of many records. In
the 440 yard metropolitan women a
championship swim.

Not only did Miss BUebtrey defeat
MUs Boyle ht one of te keenest and
most exciting swimming duels In the
annals of aquatics, but she touched the
float a winner In the great time of
e :1S 5.

It was 21 5 seconds faster than the
American women's record aat by Miss
Claire Oalllgan of New Rochells off 'the
beach at Walklkl, Honolulu, September
6, 1917, and the nearest approacn any
other feminine swimmer erer baa 'come
to the wonderful world's record of

:0S.S, made by Fanny Durack, the
Australian phenom, at Sydney, New
South Wales.

It is unfortunate that through the
laxity of the Women's Swimming Asso-elatio- n,

under whose auspices the meet
waa conducted, conditions were allowed
to pertain that will militate against Miss
Ttllebtrey.'s mark being accepted as a,
new American record. Inasmuch as
there was only one official timer,
wherein the A. A 17. rules call for three
or more, who held a watch on the race,
the record cannot be allowed. The

started from a board a, foot
from the wall from which the swim waa
measured and the course consequently
was that much short.

No Doubting; Timing.
There can be no doubting the timing,

for the official timer was Chris
Dalton, one of the most able and com-
petent clock holders in the country. The
foot or so shy of the complete distance
merely meant a fraction "of a second.
Miss Blelbtrey deserves full honors for
her remarkable performance, and It Is
too btd that technicalities will prevent
her officially being credited with the
record. The feat, however, will be listed
on the A. A. U. record books as a mer-
itorious performance, as are all other
events where technicalities Interfere with
the official acceptance of record figures.

There never has been a more closely
waged struggle In the tnnale of sport
than the water duel the two Brooklyn
girls waged for the possession of' the
Metropolitan title. Till Mies Blelbtrey
opened out In the last desperate dash
down the home waters there never was
a moment of the race In which the two
mermaids were not, swimming neck and
neck.

The pair, both of whom used the six
belt trudgeon crawl, swam as if locked
together till within twenty-fiv- e yards of
the finish, when Miss Boyle's spurt car-ri- ed

her a yard to tho fore. When right
on the threshold of victory, however,
Miss Boyle was forced to see her own
spurt answered Ixy one by Miss Blelbtrey
that carried the latter 'up and past Miss
Boyle. With Miss Blelbtrey three ana
a halt yards in front eight yards from
the finish Miss Boyle gave up tho task
as hopeless and slowed down, letting
Miss Blelbtrey touch the finish wall six
yards In front

The race was staged under iieal con-

ditions. The course was laid out in the
lagoon, whose high sides protect the
water from the wind. Tho water oft
the regular beach was rough and
choppy, but In tho protected lagoon the
water was as calm as a mill pond. , The
swimmers were not affected by either
wind or wave.

Miss Boyle's Consolation,
Though Miss Boyle was defeated, she

tits the consolation of swimming under
record time herself for S20 yards. At
the 220 yard mark Miss Boyle, leading
by a margin of a toot, was clocked In
.2:54, two and two-flt- h seconds faster
than the American women's swimming
record set by Miss Olga Dorfner of la

In the Neptune Beach Pool,
Alameda. California, July 81, 1918. Both
Miss Boyle and Miss Blelbtrey have alt
American women's swimming records
from 100 yards to 440 yards at their
mercy.

Besides Miss Blelbtrey and Miss Boyle
two other entrants answered the call to
post for the Metropolitan title ,vent.
They were Miss Alice Lord and. tiny Miss
Eileen Illggin, the tot who
Is proving the sensation of local aquatio
circles. The race between little Miss
Biggin and Miss Lord for third place was
even closer than the struggle for first
place. The pair touched the finish wall
in what appeared to be a dead heat. It
took the argus eyed officials to determine
that Miss Rlggln had won third place
from Miss Lord by a hsndsbreadth.

Besides the 440 yard Metropolitan
women's championship four other swim-
ming events and one fancy diving con-te- at

was staged. The big gallery that
-- gathered at the sides of the lagoon was
treated to a splendid afternoon's sport
and spectators left with the hope of
seeing more ot audi swimming carni-
vals staged at popular Manhattan
Beach.

MINORS ARE PEEVED
AT NATIONAL LEAGUE

Charge They Are Getting a
Rough Deal.

Chicago, July 26. A. IL Tearney,
President of the Western and Three I
Leagues and chairman of a committee
representing the National Association of
Minor Leagues, charged tho
National League with breaking faith
with the minors in regard to drawing
up a new ngreement to take the place of
the national agreement which
the minors abrogated.

John A. Heydler, president of the Na-
tional League, has advised Tearney that
the National League would not enter Into
any formal agreement with the minors
unless the right ot tho major leagues to
draft players from the minors was In-
cluded so "as to enable ball players to
advance In their profession, as provided
by the national agreement."

Tho minor leagues are demanding
that the majors buy promising players
outrigni instead or araitlng them.

Tearney said that Garry Herrmann of
the National aseball Commission, rep-
resenting the major leagues, mado n
verbal agreement with the minor leagues
at the Joint meeting In New York last
January, consented to the abrogation of
tho national agreement and the inde-
pendent operation of tho minors.

Tearney has seht the communication
from Heydler to the presidents of all
minor leagues for their consideration.
