84,604 GERMANS IN

The mapority of the sick and badly
wounaea ana those sunering irom sneu
shock have already been sent home. flev.
eral boat load containing th last ot
these cases were cleared recently. Among
those on board were capt Karl von
Mueller, commander or tne cruiser Em
den : Admiral von Reuter. who waa held
prisoner to answer for th sinking ot th
German fleet at Bcapa Flow, and a eon
of Admiral von Tirpitf.

The prisoner are scattered throushout
the country with th exception of Ireland.
They are kept in internment and work
camps. Twenty-si- x thousand of them
are engaged In agricultural pursuits and
7,000 are employed by th military au-
thorities nUIng trenches, mainly on the
east coast. They are paia up to twopence
an hour, th earn as British eoidlsrs.

The authorities are experiencing no
trouble with th Germans and they are
described as good workers, especially
along agricultural lines. All are more or
less homesick, particularly the officer.
A few escapes have been reported, tout
probably only, halt a dosen have suo
eeeded In getting out ot th country.

No members of Zeppelin crews are
among the hostage, as all were repa-
triated through exchanges during the
war.

The commission's report attributes the
Italian defeat to three sets of causes,
which were:

1. The powerful influence ot un-
favorable propaganda, which serl
ously affected the morato ot the Ital-
ian troops.

2. Political meddling with military
plans.

3. The military's lack of vision,
necessary in modern warfare, under
estimation of the enemy forces, and
lack ot preparation and material.

Gen., Benato Rosso, who commanded
a part of-th- Italian line on the Isonso
River, was acquitted by a court-marti- al

In March, 1919, of bharges that grew
out of the Caporetto catastrophe.

Loxdon. July it. Much criticism is
appearing of the plan suggested by the
London Timet tor settling the Irish
question, but It seems to have served the
purpos of recalling to the mind of a
great many persons that there is an
Irish question. The plan, which Is to
have separate parliaments for Ulster and
tne remainder or tne country, witn a
third parliament to maintain a liaison
with the British Parliament, lias met
opposition both In the north and the
south.

It also .has had the effect of arousing
the younger members of the Unionist
party against the extreme attitude ot
Ulster and, according to reliable infor-
mation, they Intend to bring Airkfi pres-
sure to bear on the Ullterltes to Induce
them to modify their attitude.

It Is In thl younger element that the
only real hope t a settlement rests.
So many of the older Ulsterltes. such as
Sir Edward Carson, look for nothing but
the complete separation of Ulster from
the rest of Ireland In any scheme of
self, government that It Is only these
younger spirits who nro willing to con-
sider a plan for separate representation.
This older element must, of' necessity
be superseded eventually by the younger
men.

Taking the broader view of the whole
Irish question, the proposals ot tho Lon-
don rimes have been rocelved generally
an .t. sincere attempt to outline a future
policy. Two definite vlewa havo been
expressed. The Nationalists emphasize
the provision for separate legislature' as
Indicating a partition of Ireland, regard-les- s

of the third parliament! the
Ulrtcrmen are suspicious ot an Irish
parliament, fearing complete home rule.
