Whather ha could have kept on golhg
oF not Is a matter of conjecture, but the
war butted In oh his tennls affalrs and
Brookes was too much taken up with
other affalrs to pay any asttentlon to
tennla.

of Regular Inspection

Clubs Should Have Experts Diagnose Needs of Courses,
Says Anderson—Skill and Science Discounted on
Hard Ground Where Ball Rolls Far.

The pcens opena In the rear room of
& bank |n a small New England town.
There are gathered In consultation the
bank treasurer, & newly elected treas-
urer of n new golf club, Aive graybeards
who care nothing for the game of golf
other than the Incoma which It was
nupposed te bring to & town In summer
and directly and indirectly enrich them
and the writer, The latter had boen
called In to advise ning the
of a good golf architect, who for a con-
sldoration would lay out a short course
and sea to the preliminary ground work
until & foreman with some experience
In links work could be obtmined.

"What man would you suggest?' we
wero anked after the usual tallk of the
crops and the weather had been sattled.

We named twn or thres men who at
that time wers brealking Into the golf
architeoture game And making a success
of it to whom the job would appeal,
both from a Ananclal and, aince perfec-
tion was not required—only n course
which oould be called one to allure the
ordinary summer pligrim who plays
once a woek at the moust was sought
for—aducational reasons. We went on
to say that elther one of these chaps
could be had for about §25 and sxpanses,
which would (nclude rallway fares and
hotel mccommodations.

That sum sesmed satisfactory enough
to thesa men, and a selection was about
to be made when ons old chap wspoke
up and saild: “Bay, what about Donald
Rosa, young fellow? You never aaid
anything about him, Ain't he’ ons of
them there oracks in this architectury
stuft ™

“Certalnly,” we rejoined, "one of tha
very fnest—buat it will cost about $100
and expen to get'him, and, moreover,
he in prol iy tled up with future work
for some time to come, and you want
quick aetion.”

“Mebbe =0, but It might pay to walt."™

“It surely would," we sald, but added,
“It will run Into mbney at $100 & day."

What, Hundred Per Day!

“A day!" shrieked two or three at
onoe. “We thought you meant a
month. Bay, what does he do? Lael's
have the other chap™

Which they did, although thay had to
readjust their conclusions on the twenty-
five per day Instead of per week idea
which had first entered their heads. We
might =dd that when we vislted the
coun postofMcs thereaftor we were ac-
oo more gracious glances on meeting
any of these men because we actually
knew a man or two who could get
hundred dollars for one day's work on
the golf linka

Now the telllng of this story la for
theh purpose of bringing to mind at this
time of the year the necessity of having
golf architects or rather, as we prefer
to call them, “Links doctors,” look over
the various courses where excellence I8
desired. Not a year passes but hun-
dreds of thousands, we are not wrong
when we say milllons of dollars, are
thrown uway because of the Indiscre-
tionn of men on green commitiees

Take the case of a course not twenty
miles from New York, where tha mem-
bers paild the highest subsoription ever
asked In this country, and whose olub
greona are belng torn up because of mis-
takes made at the start. Laying out a
course Is & work of art so far as the
placing of tees and greens nre concerned
but having the right kind of grauss grow
through the clever selection of seed and
nursing i fully as ersentlal and pralse-
worthy,

Too many cluba are willing to pay
fifty or & hundred dollars a day for ar
architect, but they do not keep him on
the payroll long esnough. A man's In-
terest Is always keen In followlng up u
course which ha has lald out and 1
have not the slightest doubt bhut that
If this had been done In the above In-
stance there would have been saved up-
wards of twenty-five thousand dollare

YLoug Ceurse Taboo.

We rpeak of the need for architects’
advier at (hin time becmauso of ons par-
ticular reason which seema vital to us,
We belleve that golfers as & body are
coming to regard the extra long course
ny a deluston nnd a snare with nothing

but physiea) and mental woariness afier
elghtsan or thirty-six holes, Instead of
A joy at belng alive and a feellng that
A good hot and cold shower will renew
iife und vigor, -

The course which measures around the
6,200 yurd mark will be In favor In the
future. John Henry Taylor, five times
open champlon of Great Britaln—we al-
most wrote “champlon of the world"”
which befors the advent of a Fagen
would haye occasioned no rebuke—at the
close of the champlonshlp at Bt An-
drews a few weaks ago spoke this
very feature and sald that there was
never a nacessity for having tremen-
dously long holea or courses and that
he would welcome the day when this
fact becames & matter of record,

But we munst not forget that the golf
ball manufacturers have suoceedsd In
turning out rubber cores which fiy far
or bounce along to undreamed of dis
tapces, What then ean be done to offnet
the low scoring which each ysar makea
n mockery of even the best planned
courwen, be they jong or short?

The solution which we offer Is glven
after questioning many of the good
players who play thinking golf and mull
aver possible Improvements. We know
that most of the hest links have gresns
with plenty of grass oven In the sum-
mer moenths and that the sprinkler ls
piayed nightly and oftentimes all day
s0 that the ball will not roll far after
alighting. Wa would have the samas
thing done at the spots whera the drives
of the moderate and long distance hit-
ter laad, which would kill off the ungcun!
distance.

Golf Architect Reguired,

For this purpose In the selection of
the right places for such manmuvring
the services of a golf architect could
be used to best advantage In Great
Britain they again are taking up the
question of standardizing and suggesting
~with little or no hops, however, of ap-
proval—that only floating balls be used
It seemn as If our suggostion might help,
since there will be no golng backward
In the way of ball selection now, any
mors than there was when the rubber
chre first superaeded the gutta percha.

But If the turf s made soft, %o that
the ball willl not roll much after alighiing
for the second shots on the long holes as
well, we will have only the highest class
golf, mecuring the low scores which In
s It should be.

We let the rough grow long. to stop
the bad shots quickly. Why should wa
permit the course to be penalized after
a hundred thousand dollars aud more
kas been spent on It and the best archi-
teaturnl features apolled becnuse of the
hulp which the hard ground gives to the
llvely rubber cotes?

The sslection ofsthess places can bent
pe laft {0 a real linksman. It Is the only
system we know which will permit of
reasonable lsngth courses structurally
good. On one shot holes many a time
we have seep a poorly played shol run
ferly yards to the green. Attention peid
to this particular on these holea will
serve 0 make golf more u gume of »i-
ence and skill.

Tha pugsle hand glven last week, In
which enly the bldding and Y'a hand
wns whowh, contalna A rather Interesting
leswon In bidding tactios, and also fur-
niahies A good exmmple of the impor-
tance of pleking a crons ruff In pref-
erenos to leading trumpns,

The answer to this must be that, hav-
ing miready misled his partner by hia
first masist, ¥ must make allowance for
the probabllity that his. partner's golng
to thres hearts was based an that assist,
which shows more than average, where-
as Y'h band ia nctually two tricks below
Average,

Z'n hand justifien three rebida on his
own cards, as he holds 10 values; ¢ of
which are enough for an original bid,
with 2 for each mdvance, bul after an
nsalnt, Z would rebid with only & or 4
values, 80 that Y has no idea of the
strangth of Z'n hand, huving destroyed
the accuracy of the Information by his
own unjustifiable assist,
