When all the
testimony was In the, committee sorrow-
fully recorded the fact that for the first
time In the settlement of cases Involving
over 15,000 families a landlord had re-

fused to make concession. However, the
committee refused to surrender and
continued the hearing.

Elder Joachim Goes Home.
The complaint was that of tenants of

apartment houses at 111, 320 and SIS
' West 180th street, owned by Abraham

Joachim, 97 Hamilton avenue. Joachim
and his son, Emanuel, agent of the
nroperty, were punched by one of the
tenants, James A. McNamara, a Su-
preme pourt attendant, during the Initial
hearing before Capt. Goldsmith Friday
afternoon.

When the elder Joachim put In an ap-
pearance yesterday he complained that
he had a "bad heart" and "high blood
pressure" and Mr. Hlrsch and the Cap-

tain prevailed upon him to go home and
leave everything In the hands of hlq
Ron. Emanuel tnereupon iook over me
defence and never budged from his
"original principles."

Nobody assumed the perpendicular
and many who were standing In the
back of the room tried to telescope them-
selves.

'All those unfriendly to the landlord
stand irp," demanded the Mayor.

He'd Sell to the City.
Everybody arose on the Instant with

the excention of Janfts A. McNamara,
who was holding his boy
"Jamesey" on his lap,

"Get up, get up!" shouted a woman,
pulling him by the shoulder, and Mc-

Namara dropped the youngster and
ato"d 6 feet 2.

Wouldn't you rather have the kindly
sympathy of your tenants T" asked the
Mayor pleadingly.

Don't you think friendship is better
thsn grasping for the last dollar?" In-

quired Chairman Hlrsch.
,"I don't agree with you that we're

grasping for the last dollar," said
Joachim. "Wd can't nor will we run an
apartnent at a loss. It It's a queetlon
of municipal ownership we're glad to
sell the apartments to you."

Joachim referred to what he called
tho "unjustified attack" on his father
at the last hearing and declared that
his father had been a citizen for thirty-seve- n

years.
"He has 130,000 in Liberty Bonds,"

he shouted, "and If you don't believe It
I'll have them at the City Hall

He was attacked by a court off-
icer."

"These tenants are all willing to pay
a legitimate advance In rent," Mr.
Hlrsch said. "This committee wants to
be fair to both tenants and landlord.
We've arbitrated more than 16,000 cases,
representing 75,000 families. Why can't
we adjust this matter here?"

"Yes, this committee has done won-
derful work,' admitted Joachim.

'Various tenants told their stories
about bad smells, poor plumbing, rules
prohibiting children In the houses, Ac,
but Joachim was obdurate. jVcamera
man came in, the Mayor adjusted his
cuffs, and tho landlord's son moved up
close so he could get In the picture with
0Mayor and the others. The" pho-
tographer wasn't quick enough to ctrfch
the picture of "Jamesey" McNamara. in
Mr. Hyian's lap as the Mayor patted
the golden haired youngster's cheek.

Then Mr. Hlrsch announced that the
Mayor would have to go.

"And I want to say," saM Mr. Hlrsch,
"that there have been many Mayors In
this city and I think no Mayor has had
the interest of the people more at heart
than John F. Hylan." (Great applause.)

' ' Rosenbantn la Emphatic,
"If I was your landlord," Mayor Hy-

lan said, arising. "I would make every
one of you my friend before 6 o'clock to-

morrow, night Instead of having you
'against me. The great majority of land-
lords and their tenants are friendly.
The best thing that a landlord can do
Is to make his tenants his friends."

NEWBURGER IS OFF

. TAMMANY'S SLATE

refused to make any comment after
Tammany had thrown down the gauntlet.

was a matter of speculation last
night as to what Mr, Hearst.would do to
retaliate on Tammany Hall for the turn-
ing down of Justice James A. Allen, an
original Independence League .man, and
the redeslgnatlon of Justice Lupe, whose
appointment by Gov. Smith has been fol.
lowed by continual attacks upon Justice
Luce and the Governor. That Mr. Hearst
might not have been able to arouse any
great amount of antagonism against
Tammany for the Luce nomination or
the refuaal to name Justice Allen, who
has not served a full term on the bench,
was the feeling of politicians.

But, they hold, the flagrant defiance
by Tammany of the unwritten law that
a Justice who has served a full 'term
with credit should be renominated will
Civ Mr, Hearst an issue upon which ha
can arouse a storm of protest against
that organization and Its ticket

A man close to Mr. Hearst said that
of course he could not bo expected to
support the Tammany ticket but they
thought he was too wise a fighter topua separate ticket in the field. The
Republicans are hoping that he will In-

dorse not only their Judicial ticket but
also Representative La Guardta, their
candidate for President of the Board of
Aldermen.

Tammany's first excuse for turning
down Justice Newburger was that he
had been on the bench for a long time
and ought to give way to a youncer
Taan. When this was laughed at by the
inerms ot Justice Newburger, wno point-
ed out that It had been generally consid-
ered that the longer a good Judge waj
on the bench the more valuable he be-
came they turned another corner. This
time they said that Justice Newburger
would have only two years to serve be-
fore his retirement through the age limit
that it would throw the election of bis
successor Into the Mayoralty year, which
might bo a bad one for the Democrats.

Tammany Excuse Punctured.
This excuse was punctured when It

was proved that Justice Newburger will
be only 66 years old In September, and If
reelected would have four full years to
serve.

From that the Tammany leaders
Jumped to the declaration that Justice
Newburger was In such poor health that
he could not continue on the bench. His
friends deny this. They say he Is In
excellent health for a man of his years.

lammany men pointed out mat Judgo
Newburger, on his retirement from the
bench In January, could become an offi-

cial referee at $11, GOO a year for the
remainder of his life. The law provides
tnat a justice who haa been on the bench
for twenty-flv- e years may bo an official
referee on retirement by designation of
the Court of Appellate Division. This
Is true, but it did not satisfy Justice
Newberger's friends, who say that an
unjust slight has been put upon him and
that he could become a referee 'just as
well four years hence as now. .

Abraham Stern, former Commissioner
dt the Board of Education, a friend of

Justice Newburger, who has been with
him at Bluff Folnt, hurried down to
the city when he heard what was going
on. In spits of all his arguments Mr.
Murphy remained fixed In his determina-
tion to name Irwin Untermyer.

"Mr. Murphy told me," said Mr. Stern,
last night Just before returning to Buft
Point "that Justice Newburger had been
on the bench a long time, that he ought
to be willing to give way to a new man.
That Is the only reason he gave me. Ot
course, I have my Idea of what the rea-
son Is. hut I would rather not give It

"As tor the fact that Justice New,
burger would have only four years to
serve ot another term, I remember Judge
Bartlett was reelected to the Court of
Appeals when he had only ono year to
serve before reaching the age of 70. Jus-
tice Glldersleeve had only three years
to serve before automatic retlremnt when
he was elected the last time, it my
memory serves me correctly."

Elected to City Court In 1SOO.

Justice Newburger was first elected
to the City Court In 1890. After five
years service there he was elected to
the Court of General Sessions In 1195.
There he served ten years of a fourteen
year term, when he was eleva'ted to the
'Supreme Court In 190E, Ho'has been
Indorsed for renomlnation by the AssO'
elation ot the Bar of tho City of New
Tork, by the County Lawyers Assoc!
atlon, by. the Bronx County Bar Asso
ciation and by the Woman Lawyers Aa
soclatlon.

Justice Smith had the earns Indorse
ments for renomlnatloa to Jhe City
court Both were Indorsed for renom
lnatton by the Republican organization
on the nonpartisan Judiciary precedent

So sure was the bar association that
Justice Newburger and Justice Smith
would be Indorsed for renomlnation by
both parties that they had had for some
time been circulating petitions, both for
designation In the Republican and In
the Democratlo primaries.

Justice Luce, who has been a Judge
of the Court of Claims and chairman
of the Tammaay Hall Law Committee,
was assailed by. Mr. Hearst when he
was appointed to the Supreme Court
oencn to succeed Justice Clarence J,
Shearn, because he had formerly repre- -
.entea the New York Central Railroad.

Irwin Untermyer, who is a member
of his father's law Arm, Guggenhelmer,
Untermyer & Marshall, Is 33 years old.
A sketch of his life given out at Tam-
many Hall says he "has taken cart In
several Important cases and Is a mem
ber of the National Democratlo Club
and the New York County Lawyers As-
sociation."

R.nntm...... WYw. n v . c. nv. ll".U IV. UUWlBlV,recently married the of
tne "Hobs of Tammany Hall. Ha was
In the Assembly for six years and for
eignt years represented the Murphy dis-
trict in tho Senate. For several years
he has been chairman of tho Tammany
law committee. He was chairman of the
legislative committee that Investigated
tne telephone company several years
ago, which was followed by a reduction
of rates.

Soldier for City Court.
Of the three City Court designees, Ma-

jor Rellley was formerly an Assembly-
man. He served in Franco with the
"Fighting Slxty-nlnt- (166th United
States Infantry), and before that on the
Mexican border. He was wounded at
Chateau Thierry and received the Dis-
tinguished Service Cross. He is 37 years
old ami was In his undergraduate days
captain of the football team of New
Tork University.

Louis Wendel Is a son of the founder
of the. First Battery, N. O. N. Y. At
one time he was chairman of the General
Welfare Committee of the Board of Al-
dermen. For three years he has been
an assistant district attorney.

Joseph M. Callahan is County Clerk
of The Bronx. Formerly he was minor-
ity leader of the Assembly.

Mr. Koonlg, Republican leader, when
he had learned of the turning down of
Justice Newburger by Tammany, said:

"The Republican executive commit-
tee decided to designate him because he
Is an efficient Justice completing a full
term on tho bench. Naturally wo regret
that Tammany Hall has not seen fit to
recognize the principle that an efficient
Judgo Is entitled to reelection regardless
of party."

The retirement of Senator Foley from
the Senate will probably mean a con-
test for the minority leadership In Jan-
uary. Senator James J. Walker is an
aspirant for the place, but It Is more than
likely to go to Senator John J. Boylan,
who Is Senator Walker's senior In tho
upper House by a year.

Two Thonsnnd in Minimum
Dosngo Stflgo "WillJso

Navy Buildings.

DANIELS GIVES CONSENT

Thousand Golis Now Thoro
Aro to Bo Sent Elso- -

whoro Soon.

The barracks and buildings set up
during the) war at Pelhnm Bay Park by
the Navy Department for the housing
r.nd training ot naval officers will be put
to Immediate use by the city Health De-

partment for tho treatment of narcotic
drug addicts.

Dr. Royal 8. Copeland, Health Com-
missioner, made an announcement to this
effect yesterday after a conference with
the Mayor, at whloh tha matter of pro-
viding the needed hospital facilities for
the addicts was discussed. In view of
tho Mayor's disapproval of the gift of
the Rockefeller hospital buildings for
Warwick FaAn Dr. Copeland says he
suggested several substitute measures,
one of them being to utilize, if the con-
sent of the Navy Department could be
obtained, the buildings no'longer In use
nt the Pelham Bay Naval Training Sta-
tion,

Acting upon this suggestion Mayor
Hylan immediately got Into communica-
tion with Secretary of tho Navy Daniels,
with the result that permission to use
the training camp was readily given by
that official.

Some of the buildings are still ibelng
used for governmental purposes. Dr.
Copeland has been Informed, however,
that he will have turned over to his
department at once as many of the

buildings as he may need, and
he wan told that he can have the use
of additional ones as soon as they can
be vacated.

"With the use of these buildings and
other facilities at the Pelham Bay Park
naval station," said Dr. Copeland, "I ex-

pect to be able to concentrate the entire
drug work there. Just as soon as I have
looked over the ground and know ex-

actly how much room there Is available
I shall begin Bending there large groups
of drug patients who have reached the
Irreducible minimum stage and are In
need of hospital treatment There are
some 2,000 such, and the North airother
Island Hospital has been able to care
tor only 100. By having the quarters
for the addicts located In Pelham they
will bo beyond reach of the bootleg-
gers.' "

Dr. Copeland, accompanied by Rear
Admiral James II. Glennon, commandant
of tho Third Naval District made a tour
of Inspection of the camp late yesterday
afternoon. Details with regard to the
taking over of the plant will have to bo
worked out with Read Admiral Glennon.

There are In all more than 600 butld-Ing- s
at the training camp covering an

area of 13E acres. Including several hos-
pitals. Infirmaries and sixteen mess
halls. At the height of naval activities
during the war a total of 20,000 men
were stationed there. At present about
liOOO men are still at the barracks, but
It Is understood these will soon be sent
elsewhere.

Police Commissioner Enrlght called
upon Dr, Copeland during the afternoon
to (insure him that the Police Depart-
ment will cooperate in every way pos-

sible In the handling of the drug 'control
situation.

Mayor Swats Ettlnger and
Praises Prall.

Mayor Hylan yesterday turned his
wrath on Supt Ettlnger of the Depart-

ment of Education and pinned a few
roses In the buttonholo of Annlng 8.
Prall, who was elected president ot the
Board of Education at the Mayor's
Instance

The excuse was the denial of a story
published In a morning paper, which
said that about $70,000,000 would be
put in the next budget for the Board
of Education.

"All bunk," declared the Mayor, using
a favorite expression ot the late Mayor
Mltchel.

"Tho schools are being restored to
their old time efficiency," said the
Mayor. "President Prall has common
sense alms in view. In the first place
ho wants to have the schools estab
lished on the good old fashioned basis
of efficiency beforo the fads and frills
began to envelop us. Likewise, lie win
strive toward the goal of a seat for
every pupil. I can't predict that he will
succeed In the fullest eenws

"Another aim of President Prall Is to
see that Superintendent Ettlnger devotes
his time to the education ot children.
Other gentlemen who are deeply inter-
ested In text books wilt be compelled
to confine their activities to the work
for which they are paid by the people.
We are all tired of petty polities in the
schools. And we are also tired of the
attempted tyranny of a few men and
women Who are on tho city payrolls
and who spend a good 'part ot their
time lobbying at Albany and elsewhere."
