sistant chauffeur. The police say that
when he saw the crash was Imminent
McCormack Jumped from the machine
and escaped .running toward. Eighth
avenue. Wlllam Rehm of Astoria, who
was making deliveries with the truck,
said he had left It near 121st street
and McCormack decided to run It
around the block. Ilchm was held asa material witness.

NEWARK GETS BACON TO-DA-

40,000 Pounds From Army Will

Brlnsr SO and 38 Onts.
Forty thousand pounds of army

bacon will be placed on sale In Newark
at 10 o'clock this morning by Mayor
Gtllen, and 30,000 pounds of
sugar cured ham will be offered to tho
people ot Newark. Threo carloads of
canned vegetables will be sold Friday
or Baturday,

Tho bacon will be sold In strips at
36 cents a pound and canned bacon at
St cents a pound. The strip will be cut
Into four to six pound pieces. The ham
will be sold t 32 cents a pound. Only
whole hams will bo sold. The vegetables
will be sold at a slight advance over
what the city bought them for from
the army.

The sale prices of the bacon, ham
and vegetables are below the same goods
on the retail market stand. Mayor all-
ien will start the selling at the quarters
of Engine Company No. 7 In Wallace
place. Eleven other flrehouses and a
negro welfare headquarters tor the col-
ored people.

Food Offered by Mall.
Through the postmasters of the coun

try the 'War Department will offer to-

morrow direct to consumers-It- s present
available supply of surplus foodstuffs
amounting to approximately 341,000,000
pounds. This surplus, consisting of can-
ned vegetables and meats, is expected to
be sold within a week at prices repre-
senting the cost of (ho Government plus
postage.

Arrangements for the sale of the food-
stuffs, directed by a resolution adopted
yesterday by the House, were made to-

day at a conferenco held by Secretary
Baker with Post Office Department offi
cials and Representative Kellcy (Pa.),
author or the resolution.

Secretary Baker at the close of the
conference sold a price list .covering the
entire available surplus would be pre
pared at once by Assistant Secretary
Crowell. This list. It was said at the
Post Office Department, would be sent out
to each of the 154,000 postmasters of the
country nnd to every rural route carrier.

Tho postmasters and carriers under
arrangements made at' the conference
will act as Government salesmen. In
forming Interested consumers ' of the
prices and methods of sale and taking
orders for the foodstuffs. Payment will be
made by buyers at the time the orders are
given the postmasters and carriers, who
will Issue receipt which will be re
deemable In cash In event of Inability
to AH the orders through exhaustion' of
ti e supply.

In accordance with the House resolu
tion tho foodstuffs will be distributed
by parcel post, and the prices to be
quoted at each post office will represent
the original cost of the foodstuffs to
the Government and the parcel post
transportation charges from the nearest
War Department depot having the food-
stuffs In storage. The prices quoted,
officials said, would be considerably be-

low tho prevailing market prices.
While the amount of foodstuffs In

each class has not been estimated, hear-
ings before a House war investigation
committee recently showed the value of
the surplus available July 8 to be ap-
proximately ns follows:

Canned vegetables, $23,000,000 ; corned
beef. (24,000,000; bacon, 123,000,000;
hashed corned beef, 310,000 ! roast
beef, 20,COO,000, and fresh frozen meats
and poultry, 120,000,000.

HEADY TO SELL ARMY FOOD.

State Orncials Plan Disposal at
South Schenectady.

The law prohibits local governments
from purchasing supplies, and Federal
authorities have determined to sell army
fodostuffs lo dealers. The goods to be
sold Include provisions of almost all
varieties, especially canned meats and
vegetables.

Parliament Will Meet In Sep-

tember, Month Earlier
Than Expected

BORDEN TO MEET PRINCE

Government "Wants Normal
Wheat Tradings U. S. Fixed

Price Is Awaited.

By a Btag Correepondint of Tns Sen.
Ottawa, July 30 Necessity for early

ratification of the peace treaty will con-

vene Parliament a month earlier than
anticipated and It will be in session the
first week in September. The chief busi-

ness of the session will be the peace
ratification and new legislation in sub-

stitution of orders in councils under the
war measures act, which becomes Invalid
on the proclamation ot peace. No doubt
prohibition legislation will again be to
the fore, and the. purchasing commission
measure, which wan dropped at the last
session, will be brought up. It Is ex-
pected the nesslon will last about bIx
weeks.

Sir Robert Borden will leave here for
St. John August 13 to welcome the Prince
of Wales to Canada and probably will
accompany him to Halifax. Previous to
that date it is expected Gen. Sir Arthur
Currle will arrive in the capital, and ar-
rangements are being made by the Gov-
ernment to give a public reception to
the famous commander. Some members
of the Government wilt meet Ocn. Cur-
rle In Montreal and accompany him to
the capital.

Cabinet Reorganisation Delayed
It Is doubtful If Cabinet reorganiza-

tion can be completed before the session.
There are two portfolios vacant, finance
and agriculture. These will be Ailed, but
other changes may have, to await a more
convenient period. The new Finance
Minister will be named this week. Sir
Henry Drayton Is the favorite. A. IC
MaoLean, Minister without portfolio, M.
P. for Halifax, Is a possibility. He is
now in England on business for the
Government

of Manitoba are considered for
Ministers of Agriculture. '

The Orangemen now In Grand Lodge
Bosslon will ask for representation In
the Cabinet. Oen. Sir Henry Burstall
will be appointed' Adjutant Qcneral to
succeed Gen. Ashton, who wishes to re-
tire.

The Government's wheat pollcv. as
announced by Sir George Foster, Is gen-
erally commended. While .tho Govern-
ment desires a return to normal trading
conditions, yet tho lack of a cash market
in Europe and the policy of a Axed price
in the United States with that country's
almost unlimited credit m&kffi this im-
possible.

Walt for U, 8. Wheat Price.
It Is anticipated that tho price ob-

tained In Europo will at least equal that
at which the United States Government
will dispose of the wheat crop of that
country. High prices for the flrst few
cars of spring wheat In Minneapolis do
not. It Is believed here, indicate that the
wheat level will remain above the Axed
price In that country.

No one can export wheat from the
United States but tho Government, and
'It Is doubtful If that Government will
force Europe to pay beyond the Axed
price ot $3.28 and the exponse of hand
ling ard marketing the crop. To do
so would make the United States Gov-
ernment a rank profiteer and would be
resented In Europe, where American
business methods are not any too pop-

ular.
Under these circumstances It Is be-

lieved that the European prices will be
based on the United States Axed price.

CANADA TO BUY AND
SELL WHEAT CROP

Governmnet Ban on Profi-
teering and Speculation.

Ottawa, July 30. Tho Dominion Gov-
ernment decided late to-d- to buy and
market the Canadian wheat crop of
1913. The crop will be sold "at prevail-
ing world prices" and the surplus pro-
ceeds will be divided among the original
sellers of the wheat. Speculation and
proAteerlng will be prohibited.

The main features of the plan as an-
nounced are:

1. A board to buy and market the
crop of 1919.

2. A cash payment on account to be
made to the farmer at the time he 'sella
hit wheat.

3 The wheat crop of Canada to be
sold by the board at the prevailing world
prices and the surplus proceeds, afterexpenses are deducted, to be distributed
to tho original sellers of the wheat In
proportion to grade and quantity.

4. No speculation on exchanges or
profiteering by handlers to bo allowd
In disposing ot the crop to the dlaitd.vantage of either nrodurar nf .nnm...

o. A direct ana immediate cash sale!
of the crop along the usual channels of
transport.

The personnel of the board which will
handle the crop will be made known
soon, as will the Initial cash payment to
be made on account to the farmer at the
time of the sale of his wheat.

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REDS IN BULGARIA
READY FOR REVOLT

Strikes Precede Nationwide
Drive of Bolshevihi.

Paws, July 80. While the Peace
Conference still it discussing and de-

liberating ovsr the terms ot the treaty
with Bulgaria and the envoys from
Sofia are at St Germain waiting to tee
the document, conditions In Bulgaria, ac-
cording to advices reaching here, have
become very serious. Bolshevism Is
said to be spreading in Bulgaria, several
demonstrations havo occurred already
In the larger towns accompanied by dts.
orders and considerable bloodshed, and
A general revolution It expected momen-
tarily. A widespread movement to es-
tablish a Soviet republic It reported and
many ttriket already have begun. In-
cluding one on the Bulgarian railway.

The Bulgarian treaty was taken up
again to-d- by the Peace Conference,
and the terms are said to be virtually
complete now, except as to tho delim-
itation of the boundaries ot Bulgaria.
as the economic clauses have been ap-
proved. It Is the boundary question,
however, which Is molt likely to cause
trouble. A note was sent this afternoon
by' the Bulgarian delegation to the
Peace. Conference: It was a voluminous
document claiming Macedonia, the ja

and Thrace as Bulgarian terri-
tory, insisting that these districts must
bo given to her.

In Sofla there Is much uncertainty
and uneasiness In regard to tho outcome
of tho mission to Paris. There is a
belief that the United States and Great
Britain are friendly to Bulgaria, but
this Is expressed with less certainty than
formerly. Dislike ot the French Is
shown very clearly, possibly on account
of tho presence of French colonial
troops in Sofla.

The Bulgarian peasants are reaping
what will probably bo the largest grain
harvest In years. Sofia Itself seems
quite alive, the presence of many offi-

cers of tho allied armies Adding to the
effect of liveliness. Food Is available in
plenty at prices which are high, but not
to a greater degree than in Belgrade or
Bucharest. The Bulgarian lev (of nor-
mal value about 20 cents) Is taken In
exchange at the rate of four for one
French franc The streets of the city
are clean at present, the parks are well
kept and the various public Institutions
are in operation.

Division of the German and Austrian
warships among the Allies was discussed
at length to-d- by the supreme council,
but no decision was reached.

The counoll approved a report of
Marshal Foch recommending the Im
mediate expulslpn of tho German nrmy
from Letvla, where Oen. von aer Aioitz
and other German officers are declared
to be becoming Insolent and are endeav-
oring to prevent the Letts from estab-
lishing a Arm Government,

The council approved the clause In

the Bulgarian treaty guaranteeing the
rights of minorities, and also the poits
and waterways clause, mibjoct to Anal
boundary decisions, which have been
delayed through failure to agree on the
question of Thrace.

Propaganda work among the negroes
has not been confined to the Kouth, but
the Attorney-Gener- Is convinced from
reports that ho has received from
trained Investigators that tho race
riots havo been due In every Instance
purely to local Incidents.

The Department of Justice has been
watching the situation In this regard
throughout tho country, and at present
the Attorney-Gener- sees no need for
Federal action, though negro agitators
who would add fuel to the flames of
race war and race hatred are being
closely watched.

The propaganda that has been put
out Is regarded as more dangerous In
the Northern cities than It la In the
South. In Washington and Chicago the
agitators camo upon the heels and not
at tho forefront of race disturbance.
Officials regard the situation as with-
out danger from a national standpoint

"Hncp Htrike" Called Off.

Under the resolution of Congress di-

recting the return of tho companies
Government Axed Intrastate telephone
rates ard to remain In force for a period
ot four months, unless soonor changed
by State commissions, but no provision
was made as to telegraph rates. Clar-
ence II. Mackay, president ot the Postal
Company, In urging Congress to provide
for speedy return of the properties, said
his company could reduce rates 20 per
cent, and still earn a profit

This statement was recalled y In
connection with, the return of the prop-
erties and a rate war between the tele-
graph companies was viewed In some
quarters as a possibility. Telegraph
rates wero Increased approximately 20
per cent last March to meet Increased
salaries of operators and other em-
ployees and rising costs of materials.

Referring to the advance In telegraph
and telephone charges Mr. Burleson In
his statement said the percentage of
these Increases "was markedly less than
the average of Increases of rates made
during this Borne period for other public
utility services." and added that "but
for court Injunctions In eighteen States,
Instigated by Slate utility commissions,
th wlro systems would have been re-

turned to their owners without nny ob-

ligation on tho Federal Treasury because
of compensation contracts."

Tho amount of this obligation cannot
be determined until accounts for the
present month ore adjusted and an
agreement has been reached as to com
pensation for companies which so far
havo not been willing to accept mo gov-
ernment figures.

Control of the wlro companies was
taken over by the Postmaster-Gener-

as a war measure on Juno 22, 1918. un-

der a resolution of Congress and a proc-

lamation by the President A wire con-

trol board and an operating board were
established and various consolldatl6ns
were made with a view to affecting
economy In operating.

Administration of the affairs of tho
companies by the Postmaster-Gener-

led to sharp criticism In recent months
and this found expression In Congress
when the resolution for their return to
private management was considered.

In his statement the Postmaster-Gener-

said his labors were "brought to
an end with a consciousness on hts part
of having at all times administered tho
wire systems with Justice and fairness
to the employees and the owners of these
properties and In such way as to render
tho best service possible to the general
public under abnormal conditions."

Adriatic, which sailed from Liverpool on
Monday for this port by way of Hall-fa- x,

has aboard 0,853 sacks of mall,
said to bo a record quantity for one
shin.

BELA KUN'S DEFEAT
DISRUPTS HIS ARMY

Men Are in Mutiny and Most
of Guns Lost.

Bv the Anociuttd Prtit.
Berlin,. July SO. The Toseblaft's

Budapest correspondent has smuggled
through the censorship of Bela Kun
what ho says Are the details ot the
defeat and Ignominious Alght of the
Hungarian red army a defeat which
ho said "led Bela Kun to hasten to
Vleana to treat with the Entente re.
gardlng a retirement."

The Red offensive against Rumania
the correspondent writes, was Inspired
by Bela Kun. He hoped to detract the
attention ot the troops from the miser
able food conditions In Budapest and Its
vicinity by sending them against
Rumania ina last vague'hop that they
would succeed and by victory And them
delves tn a more prosperous country.

There had been countless desertions,
however, the correspondent continues.
The commander of the army had gone
over to the Karolyl forces and command
wan placed in the hands ot the General
Staff, CoL Jullec, who declared that he
vas no Bolshevist but was taking

command because he was forced to do
so. The situation therefore was un-
favorable.

At the start tho Rumanians were
caught by surprlo and forced back over
the Thelss River, but they soon recov-
ered and came back with such strength
that the Red army simply melted away
and Aed back over the Thelss, hundreds
of Its men being drowned In the river
bs' Rumanian cavalry patrols.

The Afth day of the offensive, says
the correspondent, saw the entire iwa
army In wild flight, having suffered
enormous losses.

"Bela Kun," tho correspondent adds,
"sent the army against the Rumanians
to avoid a crisis which Is now the worse
because In their defeat tho troops have
mutinied and deserted to such an ex-

tent that the army consist only of four
divisions and fourteen batteries, most of
the guns having been lost in the re-

treat."

GERMAN SHIPS TO BE RAISED.

Work Under Way on Fleet Scnttled
In Scapa Flow.

London, July 30. One battleship,
three light crulsors and Afteen destroy-er- s

of tho former German grand Aeet
which were scuttled by their crews at
Scapa Flow, In the Orkney Islands, on
June 22 are ready to be salvaged. It
was announced y In the House of
Commons by Walter Humo Long, First
Lord of the Admiralty.

Mr. Long said work was proceeding on
three other destroyers. He said there
was no Intention of holding a court of
Inquiry.

Formulation
ot a definite policy as to legislation
modifying various provisions of the war
revenue act ot It II against which pro-

tests have been received from various
pxt of the country will b discussed
at a meeting of the Senate
Finance Committee. The call for the
meeting wan Issued by Chairman Pen-
rose late y, following hearings on
House bills repealing the soda water
tax and substituting a tax of two cents
a gallon on fruit Juice beverages for
the present 10 per cent, gross sales tax,

In addition to the two bills now pend-
ing before the Senate committee, which
certain Republican Senators regard as
"popgun" legislation, proposals have
been made In the House looking to the
repeal of the luxury taxes, as well as
certain of tho excise taxos, especially
those relating to Imposts on candy,
sporting goods and furs. Senate leaders.
It is understood, feol that the question
as to how far Congress Is to go In Ibis
matter should be determined at onco.
Many Senators feel that If one section
of tho bill Is reopened there Is nothing
that would prevent modification of
other provisions being taken up, which,
as one Senator said y. would bring
a "Pandora box of trouble."

Owing to tho House recess Saturday
for more than a month members of the
Senate committee said tho com
mittee would take no Anal action upon
the soda water and fruit Juice tax bills
before September at least,

Tho committee Is expected also to dis-
cuss the question of tariff
legislation to some extent, nlthough
Senate Republican leaders believe It
would be unwise to take any action along
those lines at this time owing to ab-
normal business conditions. They also
doubt whether any such legislation could
be enacted nt the present extraordinary
BeBslon.

He assarted that
the grapo Juice producers
would go to ths wall otherwise.

Representative Newton of Missouri,
a St. Louis member, held a brief for
the near-bee-r makers. He made simi-

lar assertions to those proffered by fruit
Juice men. He was sustained In hit
argument by Levi Cook, a Washington
attorney for another group of the manu-
facturers of "Imitation suds."
