unfit.  Vooatlonal tralning ia slso pro-
vided for the uneducated.

Thix tralning may 4e elther In the mill-
tary or naval branch of the service, and
the voung men will be inducted Into the
wrvion .

The maln detalls of the bill follow:

All young men llable to military grain-
Ing whl be registered at timea by
the President, in much the samie manner
an under the selective’ mervice mct, with
the provision that exocspt in a national
smergency not more than ore registra-
tion ghall be held in' eacl calendar year,

Provisien W made for the establish-
ment of loemd registration boards, dis-
trict bossis and & national board of
uppeals té determine those llable for
training or service.

Nutional military adminlstrators are
authorized for each State or territory
Mt & salary of $7.500 ' year.

Those Who Are Liable.

The section of tha bill stating who ia
ltable for the training reads as follows:

*All mule eltizens of the United
States, excluding reaidents of Alaska
and the Insular possesalons, and all
niale persons who have declared thelr
intention to become clitizens, other than
those excepled by this sct, shall upon
tha age of 18 or within two yearas there-
after be wubject to military or naval
strvice for training purposes, and shall
oe Inducted Into the army or navy and
serve for a tralning period of alx months
ind such further time as may be neces-
rary far enrollment, mobllisation and
demohilization.™

When special exemption s allowed
bacause of clreumstances to be deter-
mined on by the wvarious boards, the
training shall begin before the person
becomen 26 years of age.

Each man during the training period
shail recalve pay at the rate of 35 a
mornth, hesldes transportation, clothing,
laundry, shalter, subsistence and neces-
fary medleal or dental attention,

Under the leaderahip of ser-
geants and corporals the soldlers broke
Into army stores, possessed themselves
6f riflea and itrallleuses and occupled
the post ofice and Liberty square,
where they placed ihe machine guns
This second mutiny lasted twelve hourn.
A number of citizens helped the loyal
troops quell It by firing from the win-
dowa of housea on the mutinesrs, No
officers participated in the revoll,

Proofs are avallable that these dis-
arders were instigaind from abroad
Both the malcontents and loyal troops
were chiofly composed of Slovenes and
Croats, a fact which dispels the allega-

“Referring especially to the last few
months the most important fact s that
of establishing complete unily of na-
tional action In Russin. Since lust Tie-
camber all the regional anti-Bolahevik
formations have recognized the (Govern-
ment of Admiral Kolchak as the Rus-
sian QGovernment and have pledged
loyalty. Thé armles which are fighting
In Siberla, In the south, in the north
and around the Baltie are but parts of
one huge military body gaining In or-
ganizatlon and unity of command.

“The process of healing and reconsti-
tution has revealed Itgell clearly. The
national movement has found its own
and found Its leader. The outcoms ls
certaln—a country liberated from an-
archy and nationnl life reconstituted on
firm foundations of law and seif-govern-
ment.

“An end has been pul to hesitation
and uyncertainty.

Crowds Cheer Troops,

After his reception of4he corrsspond-
ents GQen. Pershing reviewed the famous
Americnn composite battalion, which rep-
resepted the Ameriean Expeditionary
Pong- fn Paris In the Bastlle Day pa-
rads and In London at the Vietory Day
celebration. The review, which proba-
bly will prove the last ofMclal American
military ceremony in France, took place
on the famous parade ground In the Bols
de Vincennes, Large crowds viewed the
evolutions and aocorded the troops a
hearty recention,

Gen. Pershing's trip to-morrow, which
will be made by automoblle, will carry
him over the entirs western battle front
from Belfort, near ths Hwisa border,
to Nisuport, on the Belglan coast.

In declaring that he did not favor
the removal of the Amerioan dead bur-
led In France, Gen. Pershing sxid he
was arranging for a conference with
Ameriean artists with a view to making
plana for the beautification of pesma-
nent cemeterles and the erection of
monuments to the Amerloan soldiers,
The commander-in-chisf spoke with some
smphanis, saying he felt that as the
men had fought and died In France
they should lle In France. He mald he
belleved the French felt the sams A8
he did, and that the prescence of the
American dead in their soll would ail-
wnys be A reminder of how the two na-
tions had fought together. He ndded
that each year thers ‘would ba officlal
representation at Memorial Day celehn-.
tiona.

Gen. Pershing sald thes task of as-
gembling the American dead In national
cemfeteries was progreasing rapidly and
satistactorily, notwithstanding the great
diMeulties encountered.

Permanent Care Assared.

Ths permansnoy fr the American
cemeteries was absolutely assured he as-

ment of stable peace throughout the
world and to the ellmination of an in- |
definite period of contest and desola-
tion.* ¥

The moment the treaty of peace s
ratified the Nhenish Commisslon, com-
posed of M. Tirard, on behalf of the
French, who acts as Chalrman; P. B
Noyes, who represents Amerlea, and
Sir Harold Btuart, Great Britain, to-
gether” with a Helgian Commissloner
will take over conirul of the Rhine with
all the. powers of kings and all the
privileges of ambassadors.

Gen Mangin at Mayenes and Can, Ger-
rard in the Palatinate both have han-
died a situntion that was and still is
most delieate, 1t Is anserted, with |ttle
politionl wisdom and certainly less muc-
cess. The first attempt to form a Rhen-
Ish republle with such men as Dr. Dor-
tin at the head was a deplorable affair,
becnuse nefther the man nor the popular
support wanm forthcoming and the time
wak far from opportune.

But while some lessonis have beesn
learned, the sense of Irresponsibility Is
not antirély sliminated. Fortunataly for
Franee andl her Allles, M. Tirard, who
wan Governor of Morocco, Is m clever
and farseelng man, and in Mr. Noyea
and Bir Harold Stuart the Americans and
British have wvery capable representa-
tives. But If the peoples of Britain and
American wish to glve thelr representa-
tives all the power they need to deal
with a pecullar wituation, fraught with
peril for future Franco-erinan rala-
tlons, they must demand from them a
full and a completa aceount of thelr
work from time to time.
