tiations are proceeding favor the over-
throw of the present Government, re-

gardless of the fact that they belong to

Teh American peace conference dele-
gation Is not represented In these nego-
tiations. The American delegates, how
ever, are Drenared. It Is stated, to sup
port and assist In the carrying out of
any plan which the Hungarian people
may advocate looking to the establish-
ment of a truly popular government In
nccordance with the appeal which' the
peace conference recently msde direct
to the Hungarian population.

The American representatives. It Is
Indicated, are anxious that the Hungar
ians shall evolve a plan with the least
possible outside advice and assistance.

Bela, Kun, head of Hungarian Soviet
Government. Btlll Is In power at Buda
pest, according to advices received to-

day, but allied representatives here ex-
pressed the hope he would listen to their
appeals to his patriotism and consent to
turn over the government to the Social-
ists rather than to radical minority
Communists'.

'NOT WILSON'S CHILD;
SPARE COVENANT'

Owen Pleads to Senators; Ad-
mits Peace Treaty's Defects.

WAsniNCJTON, July 31. The Senate
was urged to-d- by, Senator Owen,
Democrat, Oklahoma, to accept the
League of Nations covenant. In order
to establish a new world order, and not
to delay Its action by "captious and
partisan disputes'.' over the wording of
Its various provisions.

"I shall fiot criticise the rhet'orlo or
the- verbiage of the covenant." said
Senator Owen. This covenant la wise.
It Is thoughtfully drawn. In Jts eub-slan- co

It Is splendid. In Its purpose
It Is glorious.

"A perfect contract between scoun
drels Is worthloss. An Imperfect con
tract between trustworthy friends who
have fought and bled together In a
common love of justice and liberty Is of
very great value. Let us be devoutly
thankful for the opportunity to'blnd the
world together In bonds of peace.

' "On the battlefield & league of 'vic
torious nations was established. The
tuitions composing It discovered that
while they were bound together toy the
exigencies of war In framing the future
relations of the nations of Europe with
Germany It was essential to establish
a league that should embrace all the
nations of the world.

"The political enemies of President
Wilson should not throw themselves In
blind fury against the covenant on the
theory that It Is his child. The princi-
ples of the league are those of The
Hague conventions brought down to
date. It represents the best .opinions
of the whole civilised world.

"Do not slay the covenant as Presi-
dent Wilson's 'child. He Is not the real
father, but only an honest physician
who presided over the accouchement"

Last week Dr. Otto Bauer, the" For-
eign Minister, resigned his post, largely,
t was said, because of dissatisfaction

at his failure to obtain Important ad-
vantages for Austria In the negotiations
leading up to the formulation of the
peace treaty. Chancellor Renner, how-
ever, filled the gap caused by Dr.
Bauer's resignation by taking over the
duties of tho Foreign Office himself, In
addition to those of the Chancellorship.

BRITAIN TQ SEIZE
HOUSES FOR NEEDY

Thousands in London, Home
less, Seek to Reach U. S.

London, July 11. What amounts to
commandeering every empty house In
Loadon la now proposed as a means of
solving tho housing problem. It la clear
that few houses will be built before win
ter and that overcrowding, especially In
London, will bo serious.

A survey has been made by the
Health Ministry of all the empty houses,
which will soon be seised by the Gov
ernment and converted Into flats, furn
ished If necessary, and rented to the
most needy families. This work Is to be
done In a manner least likely to Inter-
fere with the value of the property, cuii
no district will be exempt. It Is hoped
(hat 100,000 persons may thus be pro
viaea lor.

The Government Is anticipating In
every way possible the difficulty of pro-
viding food, clothing and shelter for the
population during the coming winter.
Those In high official droits reallio the
temper of the people, feeling that a
serious sHortagu or necessities, com
bined with severe weather, probably
would cause an uprising.

The house shortage Is so acute that
when a man dies his widow It Imme
diately besieged by a multitude asking
If she Intends to give up her house, be-

sides offering to buy her furniture. One
widow thus besieged gave public notice
that she still required a roof over her
head. There were more than 100 appli-
cations for her house.

Because of the crowded conditions
thousands aro trying to get away to
America, all ships being booked two
months In advance Premiums up to
J 600 are offered for berths.

FRANCE TO FIX FOOD PRICES.

Minister of Provisions Will Hare
List Each Week.

By tht Auoctattd Prut,
Paris, July 31. A decree will appear

In Official Journal giving
teffect to the plan of Joseph J.
B. E. Noulcns, the now Minister of
Provisions, fixing prices for curreat ar
ticles of food and drink.

A commission Is to be appointed In
each Department to make a list of nor
mal prices each week. Supplementary
commissions for districts where popula
Hons are too great for a single com-
mission will be named. There will be
several commissions la Paris under the
Presidency of Municipal Councillors.!

The commissions win establish the
cost price of goods and add a percentage
up to 15 per cent, as a maximum
profit. These prices will be given the
utmost publicity nnd retailers are to be
compelled to affix them to goods and
to conform to them.

Just beforo 3 o'clock at two minutes
of 3, It was said one prominent bank
ing Institution, which declares that It
never charges more than 6 per cent for
money, sent some 33,000,000 to the floor
of the Exchange to lend at that figure.
The stipulation was made, however, that
loans must be In blocks of 1100,000
each. Two bids for the money at 6
per cent were made, one for (90,000
and the other for 3110,000, but In
neither case was the bid accepted for
the reason that It did not conform to
the bank's stipulation as to amount.

It was said that only about SliO.OOO
was lent at the 18 per cent rate on the
floor of the Exchange. It, Is not Im
probable, however, that considerably
more than this amount waa lent at that
figure outside, to Bay nothing of vary-
ing sums for which 20 per cent was
charged.

One bank. It was learned, lent $500,-00- 0
in one block at 20 per cent Just

after the market session closed.
A prominent institution which often

lends as much as $25,000,000 In a single
day put out only 15,000,000 yesterday.
Its flrst million was lent In the morn-
ing at the renewal rate, the second
million nt 10 per cent, the third million
at 16 per cent and the balance, or
32,000,000. at 20 per cent

PLEBISCITE LIKELY
IN TESCHEN DISTRICT

Poland and Czechoslovakia
Are Unable to Agree.

Pams, July 31. Poland and Czecho-
slovakia eeemingly are unable to reach
an agreement as to the disposition of
the Teschen district, and the Supreme
Council doubtless will be forced to de
cide the future of the dlsputod territory.

The Council probably will refer the
question tb a popular vote of the, dis
trict. The general opinion In conference
circles Is that Poland will win. as the
Poles far outnumber the Czechs In this
district although there Is a great dlvl.
blon on religious questions which may
prevent a vote along strictly national
lines.

The Serbians have appealed to the
Supreme Council for a hearing on the
political and economic clauses of the
Bulgarian treaty. The Serbs believe
that the Allies are disposed to let the
Bulgarians escapo with too small In-

demnities, and are uneasy over the
American position concerning the Bul-
garian boundaries, which Is supported,
so far Is known, by none of the allied
countries, with the exception of Italy.

The audit Is nearlne comple
tion and It Is understood verifies In every
particular the representations of the
company as to Its earnings and financial
status, so that only the usual formalities
remil for the consummation of ,the sale
and transfer of the tangible and Intan
gible assets of the company to the pur
chasers.

The owners of the company with ft
single exception are residents of Atlanta,'
nnd the members of a single family the
sons and daughters of Asa O. Candler,
sr., own the bulk of the Industry. They
are Asa G. Candler, Jr., C. Howard
Candler, Walter T. Candler. William
Candler and Mrs. Henry a Helns. Each
will receive $4,000,000 for his or her
Interest In the establishment

Outside Stockholders.
The other stockholders are 6. L. Wtl- -

lard of Philadelphia, Samuel Candler
Dobbs of Atlanta. Judge John 6. Ondler
of Atlanta and F. M. Robinson of Atlan-
ta. Mr. Robinson was for many years
secretary ana treasurer of the com-
pany, but he retired from active busi-
ness some time since.

The sale of the company Includes the
name, trade-mar- k and formula of coca
cola, the contracts and good will of the
company and mich realty throughout
tne country as Is actually occupied by
mo company ror manufacturing pur-
poses. This Includes only one piece of
property In Atlanta the new plant that
Is being erected at North avenue and
Plum street

nottUnsr Rights Excluded.
It does lot Include the bottling rights

of coca cola or title to a number of pre-
tentious buildings In various sections
that are owned by Asa O. Candler, Inc.
The bottling rights have been from time
to time sold by the company and these
contracts, of course, will continue in
force.

Among the principal cities In which
coca cola manufactories ore operated are
New York. Boston, Philadelphia, Chica-
go, Baltimore, 8t Louis, Kansas City,
Los Angeles and Havana, Cuba. These
are only the principal cities. The com-
pany operates plants at a score of other
points.

Contrary to the popular Impression
Asa O. Candler, Br., now has small fin-

ancial Interest In the company. Sever-
al years ago he gave practically all of
his holdings to his sons and daughter,
share and share alike.

NEW DEFENCE LINE
IS BELGIUM'S PLEA

Seeks Free Passage on
Scheldt "in Peace or War."

By tht Auoctattd Prttt.
Paws, July 31. Belgium will present

her case next Monday before the Com-
mission of Fourteen, which Is discussing
the question of the revision of the treaty
of 1889, under which her neutrality was
guaranteed by Great Britain. Austria,
France, Prussia and Russia.

The commission Is composed of tm.
delegates from each of the five great
Powers and two each from Belgium and
Holland. P. Segera, Minister of State,
and M, Orts. Minister Plenipotentiary,
will put forth the claims of Belgium.

Belgium, In the statement that Is to be
submitted, does not seek any territorial
expansion, but asks to be placed In a
position that, should there be a repeti-
tion of the wanton aggression of 1914,
sho will be able to defend herself on the
Mouse and Scheldt rivers Instead of on
the Yser.

The proposal of Belgium does not In-

sist upon the relinquishment of the Llm- -
burg key to Liege and the left bank of
the Scheldt key to Antwerp, but asks
that guarantees be given. In the event of
another Invasion from the North, that
Llmfburg will be properly defended, thus
protecting Liege and permitting the Bel-
gian armies to concentrate behind the
Meuse,

Concerning the Scheldt, Belgium de-

sires free passage on the river In times
of peace or war (the last four words
ore underlined In the Belgian state-
ment). Belgium, the document con-
tinues, must receive guarantees that her
defence of Antwerp and the Scheldt will
not be mode Impossible by the fact that
she does not own the left bank of the
lower river.

FEAR NEW OUTBREAK
IN ASIATIC TURKEY

Paris Peace Circles Uneasy
Over Warlike Outlook.

Paris, July 29 (delayed). There Is

uneasiness In peace conference circles
over the situation In Aslatlo Turkey,
Where six divisions of troops under
Kama! Pasha, who oalla himself dictator
of national defence, are threatening an
attack upon the allied forces.

The warlike Turkish forces are con
centrated chiefly about Brseroum and In
the neighborhood of Treblxond. A sort
of Turkish political Assembly, represent-In- s

various districts, la gathered at
Erxeroum.

The unsteadiness of the political situa-
tion In Constantinople also Is causing
apprehension lest there be or general po-
litical collapse which would result tn
anarchy throughout Turkey. Uncon-
firmed rumors are reaching Pari that
Persians are lending aid to Kemal Pasha
In an effort to prevent Mussulmans being
replaced by Christians.

Belgium wilt submit
on Monday her case to the Commission
of Fourteen, which Is considering the
question of revising the treaty of 1139,
unaer wnicn her neutrality was guar-
anteed by Great Britain.

Belgium does not seek territorial ex-
pansions, but asks to be placed In such
a position that tn case of a repetition
of the wanton aggression of 1914, she
can derend herself on the Meuse and
Scheldt rivers tastead of on the Yser.

Robert Shaw a chauffeur of 112 West
Ninetieth street Manhattan, was killed.
Two bullets struck him In the back and
entered his lungs. A revolver with three
exploded cartridges waa found In his
pocket

George Lewis of the same address Is
In a serious condition in St Mary's
Hospital, charged with ShaWs murder,
He has two bullet holes In his right
shoulder. Witnesses of the fight In
whloh about fifteen shots were fired, told
the police they saw Shaw stagger across
the street with a revolver in his hands
and drop. Lewis fell near by.

Daniel Leary of 60 St Paul's avenue.
Jersey City, was an Innocent victim of
the shooting and is tn St. Mary's Hos
pital, shot through the mouth.

The other prisoner under arrest In
connection with Shaw's murder Is Joseph
McDonnell, a teamster of 100 Washing-
ton street Hoboken. Peter and James
Costello, chauffeurs of 63 Willow street
Hoboken, also were locked up.

IN BANK COLLAPSE

Investigators Loam North
Ponn Toller Plunged Un- -'

dcr Two Names

NOW IN ATLANTIC CITY

Elwood Strang and James
Caldwell, One Person, Is
'Invited' to Philadelphia.

Philadelphia, July SI. Elwood H.

Strang Is the "mystery man" of the
North Penn Bank wreck. The paying
teller plunged not only In the financial
market, but In the matrimonial market
as well, and carelessly, used two names,
according to Information reaching the
Investigators y.

The bank was closed July IB by the
State Banking Commissioner with a
shortage of upwards of $3,000,000. it
developed to-d- that Strang, who spent
money lavishly, was also known as
James E. Caldwell. Associates at the
bank said that sometimes he got tele'
Phone calls as "Mr. Strang" and some.
times as "Mr. Caldwell," and that he
answered to both names.

It was as Stranr. however, that be
was "officially" known at the bank and
as Btrang that he married Miss Cather.
Ine Dewald on June 23, liv, ana as
Strang that his wife divorced him in
February. 1918.

But it was as sjaiaweu. accora ng to
Investtrators. that he wooed and won
Miss Julia Glah a fow months afb-- r his
diverse and as Caldwell that he tuok a
fetching little resldenco In Cyrcwyti for
which he Is said to have paid 310,000.
As Caldwell he lived with his second wife
In Cvnwvd until last April, when neigh.
bora sav that after freauent quarrels he
left Mrs. Caldwell continued to live at
tho house, however, and Is reported to
have sued for a separation.

Strang In Atlantic City.
Detectives of District Attorney Rotan's

office say they found Strang at a beach
front hotel In Atlantic City, where ne
often had a suite of rooms. They have

As both Caldwell and Strang ho was
a lavish spender. When he waa mar-
ried to his flrst wife he Is said to have
kept three automobiles and flashed rolls
of money. He still had one automobilo
when he lived In Cynwyd as Caldwell.

Mrs. John S. Dewald, mother of his
first wife, said that Strang flashed "rolls
of bills as big as a keg and had three
autos" during tho six months he was
married to her daughter.

Lured by Strung a display of wealth
and his three autos, the girl, then 17,
eloped to Elkton, Md., with him and they
were married by the Rev. George L.
Wolfe, the "marrying parson," on June
23, 1917. She obtained a divorce In
February, 1918, on the grounds of cruel
and barbarous treatment

On April 16, 1918, Strang went to the
marriage llcenso bureau In City Hall
and giving the name of James E. Cald
well obtained a license to marry Miss
Julia Glah. They were married. The
Investigators learned that Ralph T,
Moyer, the cashier; Walter O. Colflesh
the bookkeeper, and other clerks sud
denly developed a craze tor diamonds
four months ago.

In this connection. It Is asserted that
about four months ago a diamond dealer
was summoned to the bank to da some
business with tho employees. The male
employees then suddenly blossomed
fcrth In diamond Jewelry, with gems of
various sizes and values, much to the
envy and mystery of the poorly paid
girl employees, who could not under
stand where the money came from.

Showered Gifts on Wife.
Strang Is said to have blazed the trail

to diamonds, for he showered gifts of
them upon his first wife, according to
Mrs. Dewald. and gave them to other
feminine friends. Mrs. Dewald added :

"Once Elwood received a bill for 1180
for automobile repairs. 'My husband hap-
pened to see It. He called Elwood to one
side and said: "Of course It Is none of
my affairs, but, Elwood, how can you
pay theso bills on $33 a week? Aren't
you going too strong? You ought to be
more careful with your money.

"To this Elwood responded: 'You
mind your own business. I can run my
affairs.'

"Why, Just beforo the last difference
which determined my daughter to sue
for divorce he gavo her a blank check
and told her to buy a player-pian- o. 'Get
one for about $9001' ho exclaimed. 'Or
more If you need to.'

"Elwood gave my daughter several
gifts of diamond rings and pins, but
they wero nothing compared to what he
gave his second wife. I heard about
these gifts when Julia Glah was brought
to our house by a relative."

VERSAILLES ATTACK
INVITED BY GERMANS

Inquiry Reveals Delegates
Goaded trench Mob.

Paris, July 31. The Judge Advocate
attached to the Second Permanent Court
Martial finds there Is no case after
nvestlgatlng the Incident connected

with the departure from Versailles of
the Germans, who were Btoned by a
mob.

It has been established that the Ger
mans aroused the protests of the crowd
by sticking out their tongues at the
spectators and shouting "Hochi," and
the charges that stones were thrown
rest upon the unsupported testimony
of Dr. TUeodor Mfclchior, one of the
German financial delegates to the Peace
Conference, and Frau Greta Dorlblush
one of the secretaries to the delegation.

Dr. Melchlor and Frau Dorlblush had
been struck on the head by stones In
the course of a demonstration against
the German delegates on their departure
from Versailles the night previous. The
demonstration had several phases, but
was confined mostly to Jeering the Ger
mans.

Premier Clemenceau sent a letter
later to the head of tho German delega-
tion apologizing for the demonstration,
and tho police officials charged with
protecting tho Germans were dismissed.

COP GETS PICKPOCKET'S ROLL,

Newnrlc Policeman Finds
Sum Hidden In a Cell.

Daniel olewltt doorman at Police
Headquarters In Newark, found a roll of
several hundred dollars stuffed In a
crevice behind a washstand In one of
the cells yesterday and Is suspicious that
one of the pickpockets or holdup men
recently confined there may have been
saved from a conviction by this disposi-
tion of the goods. Pickpockets invaria-
bly try to make their entrance to police
stations free from damaging ovldence,
he sayB, and It Is probable that the sus-
pect, falling to get rid of his gleanings
While being towed to the station, picked
out the washstand for a cache.
