Herzog has had one of the most va-
ried experiences of any player now- - In
baseball. No player In baseball ever was
a party to so many transactions. Her-
zog has served three different terms
wjth tho Qlants, two with the Braves,
one with Cincinnati, and once when he
was a youngster he was tried out by the
Phillies.

That was In 1907, when he mado a
tralnlnr trip with the Phillies under the
name of McOhee. The (Hants obtained
htm from Beading of the Tri-Sta-

League In 190S. Just before the 1910
- season McGraw traded him to Boston

for outfielder Beals Becker.
In mldseason of 1911 McGraw got him

back again, sending shortstop Al Brld-we- ll

and catcher Hank Dowdy to Boston
for Herzog. Herzog then played third
baae for the Olant champions of 1111,
1(12 and 191J, though during the last
named season he was succeeded at third
by Art Shafer.

While McGraw was making the trip
around the world In the winter of 191J-191- 4

Herzog and catcher Hartley were
traded to Cincinnati for outfielder Bob
Bes'cher. Herzog became manager of
the Reds In 191 and held the post un-
til mldseason of 1916, when the Qlants
acquired him for the third time. Mew
York turned over outfielder Eddie Roush,
third baseman Bill McKechnle, Christy
Mathewson and $25,000 to Cincinnati for
Herzog' ji release.

Herzog then played second base for
the Qlants until the 1117 world's series,
but there was, continually friction be-

tween the player and MoOraw. In the
winter of 1917-191- 8 Herzog was traded
to the Braves for pitcher Jesse Barnes
and second baseman Larry Doyle.
Boston had, Procured Doyle and Wilson
(from Chicago for pitcher George Tyler.

Pick Joined the Chicago club last sea-
son from the San Francisco club of the
Paclflo Coast League.

Mann was formerly with the Boston
Nationals and went to, the Chicago club
ot the Federal League. When that or-
ganization was disbanded and the base-
ball peace compact was signed in 1916,
bo was signed by the Chicago Nationals.
