preparedness against aggressions, the
Bolshevik menace or local disordera
There is keen interest in
whether President Wilson will
China's desires In this respect.

As a result of the Chinese Forelgn
OfMece having made the appeal, It i» prac-
tically necessary for the United States
to decide for or sguinst China. Because

of the peculiar situating precipitated
through outbursts of Chiness Indignation
against Japan on account of the Shan-
tung declsion, the actian of the United
States will virtually have to be In favor
of China or Japan, as the Japaness Gov-
ernment Is particularly anxious that the
Powers préevent China from obtalning
any war equipment at this stage.

Mesanwhils Dr. Sturgils was subjectsd
to a systematic ruln of his plantation
and the dissipation of his fortune by the
Curransistas, His 127 laborers were
chased away under threats of sxeculion
and hls stock of goods In his plantation
store was taken. In the June, 1918,
raid Dr. Bturgis sald he and his wife
were made to leave thelr ranch and
for days were prisoners of the bandita
Mrs Sturgls says of tha experfence at
the hands of Gen, Cal y Mayor:

*Wa were prisonsrs from June 26,
1918, to February 18, 1818, It was on
November 13, 1818, that my mother dieds
of slow starvation, She was 65 years
old and in dellcate heaith. On the day
we were taken prisoners they marched
us twelve miles My mother was on
a horse. Dr. Sturgis and T had to tramp
in the blazing sun. Ths next day they
marched us fiftesn milas. A day later
we reached Cal Mayor's camp., Hae had

they fed us was dry tortlllas without
salt, and all we had to drink was river
water. Once In a week or so thay would
toss ua a handful of beans to korn us
allve. Mother wan sinking rapldly
Thank God she did not suffer much to-
ward the end. She was too weak. She
just alowly starved, grew unconsclous
and dled.

“And then at last we wers set free
Dr. Sturgis was unable to walk, he was
so weak. They put him on ane of our
own old plantation horses without saddle
or bridle. They gave me s machete
and they ment one of thelr sples along
to trall us. We astarted out on that
fifty-odd miles to our old plantation.
How we got there 1 don't kmow. 1
had to go ahead and cut brush and
vines with my machete, The doctor fell
offt his horse severul times. We found
our homea stripped bare."
