terest for all the Russan people as
the scene of Perea the Great's memo-
rable and declsive victory over the
Swedish King Cuamizs XTI 1t s
an Important point on the rallway
from Moscow to Odessa and the Black
Sea ports,

It was scarcely more tham six
months ago that Geneéral Desrxive
onllected the seaitered antl-Bolshevist
elements of the northern Onucnsus at
Hkaterinodar and organized them Into
an army, Since then It Is estimated
that he has releassd 80,000,000 Rus-
slans from Bolebevist rule,

The significant featurs of this galn
in that it is a part of the recently de-
veloped scheme of cooperation among
all the forcea In opposition to the
Moscow Government. Bowms Baxu-
smerery, the Russion Awmbassador to
Whashiogton, has returned to this
country after nearly elght months in
Parls, and he says that one of the

different antl-Bolshevist groups which
were carrylng on thelr struggles in
varlous parts of the country practl-
cally Independent of one another and
without sufMcient mutun! comprehen.

atlon the world will be better able to
understand the reports of milltary
galna or losses that come out of Rus-
sla.. A reverwe 1o the army In one sec-
tion will mean a reverse only on one
front and not a peril to the entire
anth-Bolshevist movement. An In-
stance is furnished In the recent coop-
erntion between Generfls Kovomax
and Demixrwe. In order to halt the
ndvance of the Slberlan army the Bol-
| sheviki withdrew thelr forces from the
lower Volga, and it was this dlversion
of troops that Gensral Desixixe took
advantage of to makse his gains in
the south. The encireling movement
against Moscow remalos still in opera-
tion with a decided advantage of posl-
tion In favor of the anti-Bolshevist
armies. Ambassador BARuMETEFF do-
¢lares that the change which has
actunlly taken place in Russia can be
renllsed by comparing the sltuatiom
In Russia two years ago, "when the
whole country was under the sway of
anarchy,” with the present situation,
whan the Bolahevikl have been driven
back Into central Russla and vast ter-
ritories redeamed from thelr dictator
ship on the east, west and sonth,
Another considera*ion In the re-
bullding of Russia is that men of the
acknowledged patriotlam and ability
of Devrxiwe are arising as leaders and
drawing the Russian people to thelr
support. Fe has declared that his
task fa mlilitary and oot political
and that his chief purpose Is to sus-
tain and defend the central Russian
Government represented by General
Korcnax. This spirit of coopemation
among the anti-Bolshevist leaders
presents one of the surest ways of con-
vinclng the world that they ara really

Russia to her place as & nation.

Restoring the Markets of Ameriea
» Yo Americags.

The House of Representatives passed
on Baturday the first bill drawn to
protect American manofacturers and
Ameriean wage earners from forelgn
competition which has been approved
by It since the Democrats came into
power In 1010, It Is a bill designed
to Impose on giass for chemical and
philosophical apparatus, surgical and
dental Instruoments, and for optical
Instruments dut!es high enough to give
American glass makers a falr chance
in the markets of this country against
European mukers,

Important as is the immediate ob-
Ject this measure seeks to attals, it
has o wider meaning than that which
it conveys to a alngle Industry and
to those who are dependent on the
success of that Industry.

This protective measnre menns that
the Bixty-sixth Congress has begun to
undo the great wrong the Democrats
A4 to the people of the United States
when they undertook to destroy the
Amerlecan protective system and to ex-
pose the American manufacturer and
the American wage earner to the un-
restralped competition of Buropean
and Ashatic manufacturers and la-
horers. Thls protective measure le
the forerumner of other protective
measures designed to give every Amer-
fean Industry a fighting chance to
survive In this country, to pay Ameri-
can wages to its workers, and to earn
falr profits for Its ownera It is the
first of a series of bills by which our
Industrial Independence will be made
secure.
