AND THE OUTLOOK

Writers of Markot lottors In
General Advieo Baying

on Larger Declines.

SOME PILEDI0T UPTURN

Others Declare Ball Movement
of 1010 lias Boaolied

Its End.

Broken! go houses In letters sent out
at the close of last week express a va-

riety of opinion regarding the immediate
outlook, ranging from belief that the
coming week should see a sharp up-
turn, provided there be no unfavorable
developments, to the positive statement
that the great bull 'market ot 1(19 la at
an end. The houses which express a
more conservative opinion say that It la
virtually Impossible for the general mar-
ket to movo constructively without
technical readjustment, but there is gen-
eral agreement thati stocks should be
bought on any euturtantla.1 recessions.

It Is noted that buyers of stocks are
becoming more and more discriminating,
a fact which tends to give the bears In-

creased courage. Most houses are hope-
ful that even a moderate reaction might
serve to furnish the starting point for
a resumption of tho advance. On the
other hand, there appears to be, accord-
ing to some brokers, a combination ot
circumstances which may bring lower
prices for a time, and no the discrim
inating purchaser, It Is anticipated, would
be In a better position than those acting
less cautiously.

Paine. Webber ft Co. sayt "The
money situation continues to suggest
trading movements In the market as a
whole, because loans tend to Increase
rather than decrease, and the buying
power Is thereby curtailed. This does
not, however, spply to ths great Indi-
vidual resources which havo not ye', been
called to the support of previous com-
mitments, nor does tt apply to the fresh
funds which will steadily flow Into In-

vestment channels from Uiesurpluses of
war prosperity. It must also be recog-
nised that profits fully as large as those
secured during the war and In some cases
much larger earnings will accrue In va-
rious lines of business during the next
year, and perhaps the next two or three
years. This will react upon the stock
market' In a double sense, first through
crowing corporation revenues, and sec-
ondly, through ability of Investors to pur-
chase the shares of the prosperous com-
panies. It is probable that buying In-

terest will become more discriminating,
because prices are relatively high In
many Instances and some stocks may
tend upward while others will hesitate
or perhaps reflect realizing sales. The
general outlook, however. Is In our opin-
ion very encouraging. The upward
trend Is likely to be maintained until It
Is found that industrial and other cor-
poration profits are approaching culmi-
nating points. From all Indications this
will not develop until 1020, and In some
esses the larger returns will not appear
until a later date, thus providing reasons
for advancing prices over a still longer
period. It will be Impossible for the
general market to move without tech-
nical readjustments, but any recessions
In sound stocks should be regarded aa
good Investment opportunities under the
circumstances as outlined.

Have Flan' to Aid Market.
Merrill, Lynch ft Co. say: Traders

have been trying to sell the market all
this week on news that had absolutely
no foundation, but they were handed
Thursday afternoon the finest material
to break the market This was tho
money rate, which ran as high as 20
per cent, and the calling of loans by
some of the banks. This high money
rate has lead the Btock Exchange to try
and form a new plan whereby bidding
for money by different members of the
exchange will be stopped and have. one
member negotiate the loans for tho
Btock Exchange. If this goes through
It ought to help the markot materially.
The market closed Friday not to open
again until Monday and unless the
money rate continues high stocks ought
to be bought at this level. The tech-
nical position of tho market is tremen-
dously Improved by the break and If con-
ditions are favorable the coming week
we ought to see a sharp upturn."

Coodbody ft Co. say: "We are even
more firmly of the opinion now than we
were a week ago that the great bull
market of 1919 Is ended. The poor
prospect of stabilizing foreign exchange,
the poor crop outlook, the growing labor
troubles, the race riots and the agitation
against the high and rapidly rising coat
of living have so Increased the cost of
doing business and have so disturbed
industrial, financial and political condi-
tions that it la doubtful If the bull mar-
ket can ba got together again this
year. While the present reaction has
not, nn yet, gone far enough to shake'
the public loose from Its holdings. It has
demonstrated that the bulls are losing
ami ine nenrs Are gaining courage. Itnow seems probable that the decline will
continue until even the present hlr mar.
gins have been exhausted and
nave changed from the relatively weak
to eirong nanas."

Hollo ft Stlegllts av: "Those whn
look for lower prices present arguments
ui: cannot De glossed over, for exam.
pie. the fact that the flotation of new
securities Is In such volume as to threat
en the stability of the speculative struc-
ture. On the other hand sight must not
be lost of the fact that the five Llhxrtv
Loans have created millions of notentlal
Investors, thus broadening the Invest
ment market to an extent hitherto un
dreamed of. On sharp breaks we' believe
the standard shares are a purchase, also
ine weaxer rails on declines.

Advise Caatlons Dnyinir.
Bhonnard, Mills ft Co, say ; "Pending

a solution of the perplexing problem of
stabilizing the foreign exchanges, It will
be well to proceed cautlousy in making
stock market commitments. Irregularity
ta likely to continue for some weeks
longer. In the ultimate outcome, how-
ever, we have every confidence. At cur
rent prices United States Liberty bonds
and Treasury certincatea are especially
attractive Investments. The recent
statement of Secretary Glass to the ef-
fect that Government Income will short-
ly be sufficient to defray all expendi-
tures without further resort to popular
loans Is decidedly favorable to out-
standing Federal securities."
