Wassinaros, Aug, 5.—All of the
pennl gectlons of the food control act
are to be Invoked by the Department
of Justlce In sweeplog prosecutions
of Indivldunls and firms regnrded as
amenable under this act.

This and his address to Congress
are the two principal measures de
cided on by the President and the
executive agencies of the Government
to effect an Immediate, even If slight,
reduction In prices.

The Federal Government campalgn
ngninst prices not only of foodstuffs,
but of all other commaodities that gen-
erally go to make up living costs, is to
be much broader thun was at first
generally belleved.

The whole price structure of the
natlon Is to be attacked vigorously,
wnd it was officially indicated to-day
that many prosecutions of food and
trust law violntors might be looked
for In the future. The Administra-
tlon proposes to go to the fundumentals
of all prices, and It is likely that
determined effort will be made to tear
down, In so far s they effect prices,
the close Industrial organizatlon and
conparation bullt up through the War
{ Industries Board during the war to
gpecd produection,

Palmer Presents Report,

Complete recommendations for Ad-
miplsteation actlon to meet the sltua-
tlon were lald before the President
late today by Attorney-General
Pulmer. The Attorhey-General was
spokesman for the Cabinet confer-
ence, which has been considering the
subject since last Friday. It s un.
derstood that the President s pre.
pared to take immediate actlon on
them. They will not be made publle,
however, unt!l he lays them hefore
Congresy.

Meantime the Depurtment of Jus-
tlee will go ahead with investigations
and possibly with eriminal prosecu-
tions. The President has given ap-
proval to plans outlined to him, and
they contemplate muking an example
of all individuals or organizations
which have boosted prices through un-
lawful means. This action s ex-
pected to have a salutary effect upon
business genernily.

It was learned officlally by Tae
Suwx that Department of Justlce ac-
tlon would not be conflned to dealers
In foodstuffs, but would reach out to
all baslc commodities. Prosecutlons
nre to be begun under the Sherman
and Clayton acts, as well as the food
cuntrol act.

In this conpectlon significance may
be sttached to the attendance of As-
sistant Artorney-Generul Ames at the
Cabinet conference that preceded the
regular Cabinet meeting at the White
House.

Antl-Trast Actions Studied.

Judge Ames has heen studying the
pending antitrust nctlons and reports
with reference to alleged violatlons
of the Sherman law. He also has
glven munch study and has directed
n wide Inguiry Into steel prices wud
the unanimity of guotatlons to tha
Niallroad Adminlstmation when DI
rector-General Hines sought comper!-
tive bids of steel after defeating ef-
forts of the defunet industrial hoard
of the Department of Commerce to
resch an agread price. Director-Gen-
eral Hines headed the sub-committes
that drafted the Administration pro-
gramme.
