Archduke Joseph, who took over con-
trol of tho Hungarian Government to-
day, following the ovci throw of the
Cabinet headed by Jules Peldl, has been
invested with supreme authority. But
this, the Peace Conference realties, willnot be sufficient to stabilise the situa-
tion unless the Rumanians are brought
to their senses. BrVj.-Ge- n. Harry H.
Bandholtz, the American representative
on the military mission named by the
Associated Powers to arrange a settle-
ment at Budapest, will leave Paris to-
night.

Advices to tho conference stated that
Rumanian forces had crossed the Danube
Into the business section of Budapest
and were seising supplies, preparing to
ship them to Rumania.

Accounts of the Rumanian proceed-
ings report that they notified the Hun-
garians yesterday that because the terms
.of the armistice laid down In the Ru-
manian ultimatum hod not been accept-
ed the Rumanians would cross the Dan-
ube" Immediately, later carrying' out
tljelr threat.

Other acts charged against the Ru-
manians In the advices to the conference
are assaults upon Inoffensive persons
and forced entrances Into houses every-
where In Budapest under the pretext of
searching for arms.

Tho Rumanian army Is reported living
on the country, seising the food It wants,
while live stock, farming implements,
rolling stock and food are being sent to
Rumania, although Budapest Is on theverge of starvation.

Th Rumanians, tho advices add, have
Instituted a blockade, one feature of
which has been the destruction of por-
tions of tho railways between Budapest
and Vienna.

The French official statement regard-
ing the new Government reported tho
announcement of Herr Friedrlch as Pre-
mier and of two Generals, Schnltxer and
Tanezos, respectively, as Ministers of
War and Foreign Affairs. Prof. Bleyer
was made Minister of Nationalities and
Dr. C. Blllerj', Minister of Health.

JOSEPH A WAR IDOL
UNDER OLD EMPIRE

Renounced Royal Rights
When Collapse Came.

Archduke Joseph was a commander of
Austro-Hungarl- forces on the southern
section of the eastern battle front during
the first two years of the great war. In
1918 he headed a movement looking to
securing Independence for Hungary from
Austria, and when the collapse of the
uual Monarcny came in November, 1918.
he was asked by Emperor Charles of
Austria to take charge of the situation
od find a solution of the political crisis
OfcCore the country.

With his son, Archduko Joseoh Fran
els. he took the oath to submit uncondi-
tionally to the orders of tho Hungarian
National Council and' later took the oath
of realty to the new Government.

Archduke Joseoh was born at Alosuth
in 1872. He and his son renounced all
their rights as royal personages and took
the oath to the Hungarian constitution
in November, 191S, as simple citizens.

Archduke Joseph was a doctor of law
and doctor of technical sciences of tho
University of Budapest and doctor of
medicine of the University of Koloisvar.
He formerly was a Field Marshal of Aus-
tria. Among the decorations given him
under the old empire were those of the
Austrian Order of the Golden Fleece, the
Order of the Black Eagle, he Order of
St. Hubert, and the Order of S3. Cyrfllo
and Methode.

Archduke Joseph and Princess Augus
tine of Bavaria were married at Munich
November IB, 1893. Their home was In
Budapest He frequently has been re
ferred to as the most popular member of
the Hapsburg family. He did much
work among the poor and unfortunate,
particularly In Budapest. He has four
children, two sons and two daughters
the Archdukes Joseph Francis and Lad-tsla- s

and the Archduchesses Sophie and
Madeleine.

U. S. TO START TRADE LINE.

American markets and recognizes the
need of a better knowledge of each other
by the peoples of the United States and
tho South American republics as a
means of developing commercial rela-
tions.

FOR RUMANIA TRADE

Agents Close Large Deals
Talk of U. S. Competition

French Machine.

In Budapest the economic outlook
of the expanded Balkan kingdom has
brightened. Many of the most Impor-
tant British Arms and combines have
sent out representatives to study .he
ground and accept orders. Numerous
smaller firms are doing a good mislntee.
The British commercial attache, Adams,
has Just coma out and Is energetically
supporting Uie representatives of Brit-
ish firms by his first hand knowledge
of the country. '

Thus with conditions which favor the
Introduction of British merchandise a
hroad vista of activity Is, opening. Large
deals recently have been closed. Brlt-ir- h

representatives are getting first hand
knowledge' and goods are being sent
which are much needed In the country.
Prices arc' quoted In lei and measure-
ments given In the metric system. Cat-
alogues and price lists are being printed
In Rumania, and before long British
goods will' pour Into the country.

German competitors are expected to
arrive as soon as peace between Ger
many, and Rumania has been ratified.
There is much talk of American compe
tition, but there are no concrete facts.
The French Bureau, Economlque, formed
lor tnc purpose 01 encouraging rrencn
firms to do business on a large scale,
has not been satisfactory, as the French
merchants are opposed to accepting long
terms and stipulate payment In French
francs.

Petroleum, grains pt all kinds, salt
coal, lignite or inferior quality mixea
with sulphate, and wood form the excess
riches of this country which Is now
called upon to play an Important part In
the Balkans area.

Hannover and Herr Wolf, the ropeblalt
remarked, were killed in the war In

BIG 4 MUST ACCEPT

CHANGES IN TREATY

League Opponents in Senate
Servo Notice No Mild Reser-

vations Can Bo Made.

U. S. STAND TO BE OLEAIt

Lodgo Asserts Other Towers

Will "Willingly Assent to
America's Position.

Special DeipatcK to Tna Sen.
Washinoton, Aug. 7. The leaders of

opposition to the League of Nations
served notice In effect to-d- that they
were not going to be satisfied with mild
reservations In ratifying the treaty.
They aro determined on nothing less
than a statement of very definite res-

ervations Which shalUbe affirmatively
accepted by other nations signatories to
the treaty; that as affecting the United
States they will have the weight of
amendments to the treaty.

Senator Lodge (Mass.) expressed tho
hopo that when the Senate adopts the
reservations protecting American Inter-
ests they wll be required to be accepted
affirmatively by the other leading
Powers before this country Bhall enter
tho league. Then there would be no
question about them. He did not doubt
that the other countries would give this
assent.

In this he was sustained by Senators
Borah (Idaho) and Brandegee (Conn.).
The discussion grew out of nspeech by
Senator Kellogg (Minn.), In which the
treaty making power and the effect of
amendments and reservations was dealt
with from a ,legal point of view. Mr.
Kelto? after a long consideration of the

'authorities declared his conclusion that
there must be reservations construing
Article X. so as to make It absolutely
certain that the function of the league
council Is simply advisory so that the
other signatory Powers will "thoroughly
understand that tho Congress of the
United States has sole and exclusive
power to declare war and provide for
the operation of the military and naval
forces of the United States, and that
the failure of the Congress to contribute
to the relief of any member of the
leant shall not be deemed a violation
of the covenant or. as the President
says, that It shall be left ot the Judg-

ment of each member whether the cir-
cumstances Justify such action. Other-
wise It will be impossible to determine
the construction that the council may
place- - upon this clause.

Control Vested In the Senate.
"I cannot understand why If this Is

the proper interpretation as claimed by
proponents of the league, the Senate. In
the exercise of its prerogative, should
not so declare," he added.

"The Individual expressions of opinion
by Senators, or even the President, do
not control It The expression of the
collective Judgment of the Senate by Its
vote does control It

"Shall we leave to the uncertain ar-

bitrament of contending nations In fu-

ture years the question whether the
United States shall marshal Its arrriles
upon foreign soil or be branded as a vio-

lator of treaties, or shall the world rely,
as It must upon the good faith" of the
American people which has been abiding
for the protection of this country as well
as that of our allies In this war? If we
subscribe to this covenant for a league
of nations it Is Incumbent upon us to
be scrupulous In the observation of all
Itr provisions.

"There Is another reason why this
should be done by a reservation rather
than an amendment There are many
parties to this treaty, ilf the Senate
strikes out Article X. entirely lta elim-

ination must be accepted by all the sig-

natory powers and Article X. will no
longer constitute a part of the treaty be-

tween them.
"The United States can have no objec-

tion to the European nations guarantee-
ing the territorial Integrity and existing,
political Independence of any of the
members of the league. We on the other
hand are situated differently. We aro
not In the Immediate vicinity of those
Governments lately set up as Independ-
ent. We aro not so Intimately Interested
In their stability as is France, England,
Italy and other European nations. We
have a more direct Interest In the sta-
bility of the nations of the Western con-

tinent We might therefore by a res-

ervation limit the obligation of the
United States without affecting the
treaty between the other nations who are
willing to accopt Arucie --v. wunout res
ervatlon.

"It Is my opinion therefore that If
we ratify the treaty defining the obliga
tion of the United States under Article
X. it will not interfere in any way with
the other nations ratifying the treaty
and obligating their respective govern-
ments to' any extent they see fit. Such
a reservation would simply modify our
obligation under Article X."

Favors KcIIobtk's Restrictions.
Senator Pittman (Nevada) declared

himself In favor of every
proposed by Mr. Kellogg, adding 1"I think It Is Important to determt
what the effect .would be If they
Included In a separate resolution or If
Included In the resolution of ratification.
I am satisfied In my own mind that If
included In a separate resolution It
serves as notice to those with whom we
are deallnl, of the position we will take
If the construction of the treaty comes
In question."

senator Pittman Insisted that a reser
vation would not be binding unless it
were agreed to by the other signatories
to the treaty. He said that whether he
would vote for reservations or not de- -
pened on whether the reservations pre- -
semea migni cnusnser mew wnoie ireaiy,

"I hope when we put these reserva-
tions on we shall provide that they shall
be accepted by at least the other four of
the five principal allied and associ-
ated Powers before we become members
of the league," said Senator Lodge, "and
that we shall have their acceptance of
our reservations. Uiere will be no ques-
tion about It. They will accept them."

Senator Williams (Miss.) asked why
If It had been the general practice that
reservations were accepted If they were
not protested against by the other sig
natories It must be necessary to secure
the acceptance of four other nations to
the reservations to this treaty.

Undoubtedly If a foreign country
should put the treaty Into force with a
reservation upon It It would be accepted
the same as any man wno puts a con
tract Into' force with a reservation upon
It," replied Senator Kellogg.

Senator Brandegee, referring to Sena
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tor Kellogg's suggested reservation on1
Article X, said; ,

"In my opinion ths only effective res-
ervation to be made In reference to'
Article X Is the reservation by which
we wduld decline to be bound by that
article even If we entered the League of
Nations.

"In reference to the remnrk. of Sen-
ator Pittman that after the treaty had
been. ratified the Senate could pass some
sort of a declaratory or Interpretative
resolution as to our understanding ot It
I would say of course that would be ab-
solutely futile. Onco tho Senate has
approved and ratified the treaty and ll
has been ratified and ratifications have
been exchanged nothing that the Senate
could say or do would have the slightest
effect on It The contract would fhen
speak for Itself,

"If, however, at the time of the reso-
lution of ratification the Senate puts on
reservations that we will ratify this
treaty with reservations, that we under-
stand thus and so, then that does not

a cart of the treaty: It does not
alter the treaty ; the treaty stands as It Is
between the nations which have accepted
It; but It leaves us unbound by those
things which we have reserved."

"I can say that no such Interpretation
will be put through In tills Senate unless
the Democrats put It through," said
Senator Borah (Idaho).

"Then It will not be put through," re
marked Senator Williams.

Senator Nelson (Mlnr..) expressed the
opinion that If the other nations put the
treaty Into effect after the Senate had
mado reservations a formal acceptance
of the reservations was not necessary.

Senator Brandegee said that the Sen-
ate should Insist on the formal accept-
ance of the reservations "to make assur-
ance doubly sure."

"In brder that there may not be any
unnecessary wasle of time In the discus-
sion of Interpretation of amendments
which are going to be based upon the
silence of some other nation," said Sen-
ator, Borah, "I desire to say that' if any
such thing passes through the Senate
the votes will have to be furnished by
those who nro In favor of this league.
We to a certain number arc not going to
consent to any amendment or reserva-
tion which rests for Its vitality upon the
mere silence of another Power."

League Jlnrnncle Delays Pence,
"I thoroughly agree with the Senator

m far as my Intention and efforts are
concerned." said Senator Brandegee. "I
will Join with him for that purpose and
effect.

"Thero Is very little opposition to the
treaty, except In one or two parts, bar-
ring the League of Nations covenant
Everybody Is going to ratify1 a peace
treaty with Germany, of course. The
only thing that is preventing the Imme-
diate ratification of the peace treaty,
with Germany Is that they insist in put-
ting on, an entirely Irrelevant thing
this barnacle, this league of hallucina-
tions, which Is retarding peace and it
Is mere Insistence by tho obsessed rain-
bow chasers upon their sacred ark of
tho covenant which is a Pandora's box
of troubles, a witch's cauldron of com-
plications which no one understands.
That is the thing which delays the peace
between us and Germany.

"The League to Enforce Fcaco and
the Idoiators of the Administration seem
to Insist that If we put on any reserva-
tions It Is going to send the' treaty back
to all the nations and resummon the
Peace Conference. There Is not a word
of truth In that. No reservation that
the Senate puts orf will necessitate tho
resubmission of tho treaty nor tho re-
summoning of the Peace Conference.
The reservations are sjmply our declara-
tion In the resolution of ratification.

"The treaty If it is signed by Great
Britain and France and Italy and Ger-
many and Belgium Is a treaty .between
them, and we cannot affect that That
Is In existence as soon as they sign it
Whether we enter Into It or not Is a
different prpposltlon. If wo amend the
treaty by striking out one of Its articles
or making any change in It then It has
got to be resubmitted t j all these na-
tions and they have got to agree with
us on that amendment or else we have
got to withdraw from It and wo have
all got to sign the same treaty.

"Not so with reservations. The Senate
can make any reservations It has a mind
to make In the resolution ot ratification
and If the other Powers do not object to
them they will be binding, or if they
agree to them they will be binding. That
does not change the treaty. It simply
takes us out from that provision ot the
treaty which we have reserved, but
leaves the treaty binding on all those
who have signed it as It Is."

MORGENTHAU ISSUES DENIAL.

Did Not Say Polish Pofcrnm Ite--
ports Were Exnirirernted.

Washington, Aug. 7. Henry u,

head of the American mission
investigating conditions In Poland, ca-
bled to the State .Department from War-
saw a denial of a statement credited to
him by the Polish Telegraph Agency on
July zs mat "in the snort time ho had
been In Poland he had convinced himself
that all the pogroms of Jews
are Incredibly exaggerated."

Mr, Morgenthau said on that date the
American mission had not even begun
Investigation of pogroms. The mission,
he added, had devoted most of Its time
In Warsaw to obtaining general impres
sion's of existing differences regarding
economic boycotts and general economic
conditions.

meida on Third Ballot.
Lisbon, Aug. 6 (delayed). Antonio

Almeida, former Premier and Minister
of Colonies, was elected President of
Portugal by Parliament

The election took place on a third bal-
lot, Senhor Almeida receiving 123 votes
to 51 tor other candidates. Thirteen
members of Parliament abstained from
voting. Ho will tako office October 5.

SIX MILES OF FIGHTERS

Secretary Prophesies Day
When This Force Will Bo

Greatly Exceeded.

San Diioo, Cal., Aug. 7. An Amer

lean armada the greatest fleet that has
ever turned a propeller blade In the Pa
cific came y to make the seas under
the Sierra and Cascade slopes its nome.
In an Inspiring naval parade Admiral
Hugh Rodman's newly created fleet
passed In review of Secretary of the
Navy Daniels and Governors and Mayors
of Western States and cities aboard tho
cruiser Montana, anchored off Coronado
Beach, while thousands lined the shore
to aid In tho welcome.

Six miles of war vessels, thirty-on- e In
unmber some of which had held guard
with the British In the North Se- a-
swung past the reviewing ship, firing tho
dreadnoughts' salutes of nineteen guns
In honor of the Secretary of the Navy as
they came abeam the Montana. It re-

quired one hour for this vast fleet of
dreadnouKhts. battleships of lesser type
and twenty-on- e sleek nnd speedy destroy
ers to pass the welcoming party.

The war vessels turned In shore by
the Montana, then stood away to tho
southward for three miles, camo about
and steamed Into the northwest, making
almost .a complete circle, and then the
dreadnoughts took up their anchorages
bff the beach, while the battleships and
destroyers came Into tho bay.

Drcnm of Six Years.
Secretary of the Navy Dan'els, turning

from the bridge ot the Montana after
the last destroyer had passed, said :

"This Is the realization of a dream I
kept constantly In view for six years
since I first came to the Pacific coast
shortly after induction Into office to
.tntlv naval rrrA IHnn lier. T Con
ceived of an American fleet that was
trulyTTn American fleet equally at homo
and equal In strength on both coasts.
This organization Into two powerful
fleets Is an epoch mnklng event In naval
history and presages the day when the
whole fleet, now composed of more than
1,000,000 tons, with 5,000,000 more tons
building, will make the magnitude ot
this review seem small In comparison."

After the review Secretary Daniels, In
company with Gov. Stephens of Califor-
nia and Gov. Octavlano Larrazola of New
Mexico, with a personal representative
of the Governor of Arizona, together
with the Mayor of San Diego and Ad-
mirals,. J. L. Jayne, Joelah McKean and
Charles Parks and prominent West
Coast citizens, went aboard tho flagship
New Mexico, where speeches of welcome
were made to Admiral Rodman and his
fleet officers.
